Salt Water - represents the tears shed during the bitter years of slavery and the Red Sea 

Bitter Herbs (Maror) –reminds the Jews that they were unable to offer sacrifice and worship to God, and that was bitterer than the slavery of Egypt.

Charoset (haroseth) –a mixture of apples, nuts, wine, and spices, represents the mortar the Israelites used in the constructing buildings during their slavery to the Egyptians. 

Hard-boiled or Roasted Egg (Baytzah) – speaks of mourning for the loss of their temple. 

Unleavened bread (Matzoh) - As the Jewish people left Egypt, they were in great haste and therefore had no time to allow their bread to rise. Leaven in Scripture typically symbolizes sin.

Four cups of wine: “sanctification,” “cup of judgment,” “cup of redemption,” “cup of praise.”
