1 Who is Jesus talking to?

A His disciples at the Last Supper
B Do these words apply to us as well?
a Yes, if everything else form that night does, so does this.

2 What do the words “I tell you the truth” in verse 12 indicate?
A KJV = Verily, verily = amen, amen
B Strong’s = truly or so be it

a Read Strong’s 3rd comment on the word
C Jesus is emphasizing his statement

a “pay careful attention to what I’m about to say”

3 What has Jesus been doing?
A In Jesus’ own words Luke 7:20-23

a When the men came to Jesus, they said, "John the Baptist sent us to you to ask, 'Are you the one who was to come, or should we expect someone else?' "At that very time Jesus cured many who had diseases, sicknesses and evil spirits, and gave sight to many who were blind. So he replied to the messengers, "Go back and report to John what you have seen and heard: The blind receive sight, the lame walk, those who have leprosy[a] are cured, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the good news is preached to the poor. Blessed is the man who does not fall away on account of me."

B How did Jesus do these things?

a John 5:19

i Jesus gave them this answer: "I tell you the truth, the Son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing, because whatever the Father does the Son also does.

ii Verily, verily again

iii Sees = blepo = see or perceive by the senses
· In other words, revelation
