7. The text says that the disciples believed in him because of 
this sign. Has there ever been something in your life that 
felt like a “sign” that deepened your faith in Jesus? 

8. What is one pracƟce you can begin to do that might help 
you beƩer see the holy moments in the ordinary moments 
of life?
