Do you
see how this honors them?

2. Read Ex. 20:8-11; Jer. 31:31-34; Heb. 9:15; Matt. 26:28; 2 Cor. 3:6. What is the
significance of the day of worship going from the Sabbath to the first day of the week?

3. Read Matthew 28:2-4. Where else do we see big things like this in Scripture?
(Ex. 19:18; 1 Kgs. 19:11; Joel 2:10; Rev. 6:1) How do these things point us to God?

4. What things has God used in your life to get your attention? How did you respond?
(Heb. 1:3; Rom. 8:28-29)

5. Read Mathew 28:5-8. What was the startling announcement given? How did the
women react? Do you believe that Jesus died and rose again? (1 Pet. 3:18)

6. What did the angel then tell the women to do? Read Acts 4:18-20. How are we to
follow in this same example?

7. Read Matthew 28:9-10. Who did the women meet on their way? What did Jesus
say to them? How did the women react to seeing Jesus? How do you respond to the
Words of Christ? (Matt. 6:21)

8. Read John 15:5; 1 Peter 1:4; and Romans 10:9-10. How do we commune with
Christ? What does that look like for you on a daily basis?
