(John 1:29 & 35-39)

“The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, “Behold, the
Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!” (v. 29)
1. Jesus Christ, the Lamb of God is the CENTER of all the book of books.
2. Whose idea to provide the salvation for us?
e Isaac said to his dad, “Where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” (Gen.
22:7)
e Abraham answered, "My son, God will provide Himself a lamb for a
burnt offering!” (Gen. 22:8)
3. Hebrews 10:4 CEV says, "But the blood of bulls and goats cannot take
away sins. It only reminds people of their sins from one year to the next.”
4. Hebrews 10:5 TPT says, "So when Jesus the Messiah came into the
world He said, ‘Since Your ultimate desire was not another animal
sacrifice, You have clothed Me with a body that I might offer Myself
instead!”

5. Exodus 12:5: Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first
year: you shall take it out from the sheep, or from the goats.

e When the chief priests therefore and officers saw Him, they cried out,
saying, ‘Crucify Him, crucify him’. Pilate said to them, ‘You take Him,
and crucify Him: for I find NO FAULT in Him.” (John 19:6)

e “From the distant past, His eternal love reached into the future. You
see, God knew those who would be His one day, and He chose them
beforehand to be conformed to the image of His Son so that Jesus
would be the FIRSTBORN of a new family of believers, all brothers and
sisters. As for those He chose beforehand, God called them to a
different destiny so that they would experience what it means to be
made right with God and share in His glory.” (Romans 8:29 the VOICE
BIBLE)

6. Two Important Verses:

e ‘Much more then, being now justified by His blood, we shall be saved
from wrath through Him. (Romans 5:9)

e ‘For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death
of His Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.’
(Romans 5:10)

7. Interesting Abel’s blood and the Lamb’s blood: The Lord said, "What have
you (Cain) done? The voice of your brother’s [Abel-innocent] blood is
crying out to Me from the ground [for justice/vengeance].” (Gen. 4:10
AMP) Isaiah 53:7-9 MSG quotes ‘He was beaten, He was tortured, but
HE DIDN’'T SAY A WORD. Like a lamb taken to be slaughtered and like
a sheep being sheared, He took it all in SILENCE. Justice miscarried, and
He was led off and did anyone really know what was happening? He died
without a thought for His own welfare, beaten bloodly for the sins of My
people. They buried Him with the wicked, threw Him in a grave with a rich
man, Even though He’d never hurt a soul or said one word that wasn't
true.”
