Further Reflection for 7/14 

1. When is a moment you felt like everyone was looking at 
you and not in a good way? 

2. Read John 8:1-12 

3. What jumps out to you from the text? 

4. What would be going through your mind if you were the 
woman who had been caught in adultery and were 
brought before all the other people with your sin for all 
to see? 

5. Is there a moment that you were like the Pharisees and 
teachers of the law, by publicly mocking, making fun of, 
or beliƩling someone else? 

6. It is easy to point out the sins of someone else. Why is it 
harder to look at your own sins? 

7. Jesus says that if someone is without sin they should 
throw the first stone. What might that mean for you in 
how you live in relaƟonship to other people? 

8. Jesus doesn’t condemn the woman, but does tell her 
that she is to leave her life of sin. What does this tell us 
about Jesus and how he is calling his followers to live? 

9. This week, spend a few minutes each evening asking 
God to reveal any area of your life that you need to be 
changed. Begin each morning asking God to help you 
live connected to the Holy Spirit and to live with 
graciousness towards others.
