6. Summarize verses 25 and 26 in your own words.

What makes it so 
powerful and impacƞul? How does it help you understand 
God? 

8. What are the implicaƟons of verse 44 for not just Lazarus, 
but for us in knowing new life in Jesus 

9. This week, spend a few minutes each day asking God to 
reveal any areas of your life that are leading to death. Ask 
him to bring new life to those areas of life and make clear 
if there is something that needs to be changed in your life.
