Today theme is: “Sevenfold Spirit” pt 3

Theme is: “The Spirit of wisdom” 

  The Holy Spirit is also called the Spirit of wisdom. Read Acts 6:8-10: “…but they were unable to 

cope with the wisdom and the Spirit with which he (Stephen) was speaking.” (NASB) As you 
begin to walk in the Spirit and treasure His presence, wisdom will become yours. There’s 
something I want you to understand: Wisdom is not something; it is Someone. It is the person 
of the Lord. In fact, the Bible says that “Jesus Christ is the Wisdom of God”. (See 1 Corinthians 
1:24)  

  Proverbs 2:2 says, “Incline your ear unto Wisdom, and apply your heart to Understanding.” This 
is simply telling us to give our ear to the Voice and Person of the Holy Spirit. Perhaps you’re 
saying, “Wisdom is something. Michael. I don’t agree with you. It can’t be “Someone”. Proverbs 
8:1 says, “Does not Wisdom call, and Understanding lift up her Voice?” (NASB) Does a something 
call us? Of course not. Only a Person calls. Proverbs 8:11 says, “For Wisdom is better than jewels; 

and all desirable things cannot compare with her.” (NASB) Moreover, listen to what the 
Scripture says in Proverbs 8:12-13: “I, Wisdom, dwell with prudence and I find knowledge and 

discretion. The fear of the Lord is to hate evil; pride and arrogance and the evil way and the 

pervert mouth, I hate.” (NASB) See, Wisdom here is speaking as a Person. 

  Again the Bible says in Proverbs 8:14-21: “Counsel is Mine and sound Wisdom; I am 

Understanding, Power is Mine. By Me kings reign, and rulers decree justice. By Me princes rule, 
and nobles, all who judge rightly. I love those who love Me; and those who diligently seek Me 
will find Me. Riches and honor are with Me, enduring wealth and righteousness. My fruit is 
better than gold, even pure gold, and My yield better than the choicest silver. I walk in the way 
of righteousness in the midst of the paths of justice, to endow those who love Me with wealth, 
that I may fill their treasuries.” (NASB) 

  By the language of the Scriptures here, does this sound like some inanimate object to you or 
some ethereal concept? No, Wisdom is certainly a Person. 

  The Scripture goes on to say in Proverbs 8:34-36 (read Proverbs 8:22 to 36): “Blessed is the man 

who listens to Me, watching daily at My gates, waiting at My doorposts. For he who finds Me 
find life and obtains favor from the Lord. But he who sins against me injures himself; all those 
who hate me love death.” My friend, we do not sin against the thought or the concept of wisdom. 
We only sin against the Person of God. If wisdom can be sinned against, it tells us that it is a 
Person, the Person of God Himself.   Elijahlist posted on May 06: Linda Freeman asked the Holy 
Spirit to clarify the difference between wisdom and knowledge. He very simply said, 
“Knowledge is knowing what to do. Wisdom is doing it.” Ephesians 1:17-18: 
“That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the Spirit of 



wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him: The eyes of your understanding being 
enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling..””””   “PAY ATTENTION: DOORS 
ARE OPENING!”

  THIS WEEK: Your intimacy with the Holy Spirit. Two way journaling response: Holy Spirit, 
what do You want to say to me about this subject or this experience in my own life? 
 

DAY 1 (MONDAY): Meditate on the subject: “As you begin to walk in the Spirit and 
treasure in His presence, wisdom will become yours.” Hi, Holy Spirit, You are the 
Spirit of wisdom, I do treasure You, my Presence. All I ask You to help me to walk in Your steps 
and guide me today. (Galatians 5:16) 

 

DAY 2 (TUESDAY): Meditate on the subject: “Wisdom is not something; it is Someone.” 
Hi! Holy Spirit, I see here ‘wisdom’ is not something. But I believe this ‘wisdom’ is a person. So 
Holy Spirit, I believe You are a Person, the Wisdom that lives inside me. I praise God for that. 

 
DAY 3 (WEDNESDAY): Meditate on the subject: “…simply telling us to give our ear to 
the Voice and Person of the Holy Spirit.” Good morning, Holy Spirit, I am giving my 
spiritual ears to hear Your Voice. You are a Person who calls me. I am listening what You-the 
Wisdom are saying to me today. (Proverbs 8:1) 

 
DAY 4 (THURSDAY): Meditate on this subject: “…does this sound like some inanimate 
object to you or some ethereal concept?” Dear Holy Spirit, You are not the ‘object’ or 
‘thing’, but You are certainly Person. I believe this ‘Wisdom is 100% Person” who lives inside me 
and teach me all truth and guide me into all truth. Thank You. (1 John 2:27) 

 
DAY 5 (FRIDAY): Meditate on this subject: “We only sin against the Person of God.”  
According to Acts 6:10 KJV: “And they were not able to resist the Wisdom and the Spirit by which 
Stephen spoke.” Yes, I admit I do resist You, the Wisdom. I am sorry if I sin against You. I chose 
to do foolishly things. I was wrong. You, the Spirit of wisdom, are right. I surrender myself to 
You, the Spirit of the Lord who charge of my life and guide me in the path of wisdom daily. Amen. 

 
DAY 6 (SATURDAY): Meditate on this subject: Like this “…watching daily at My gates, 
waiting at My doorposts” and “PAY ATTENTION: DOORS ARE OPENING!” Dear the Spirit 
of wisdom shall rest on me and open my eyes to watch for the doors opening and waiting to 
hear Your Voice to tell me “go in now”. I will go in. Step into through the Doors of my destiny. 
Amen.
