Further Reflection for 6/23 
1. When is a moment you made a decision about someone 

based on a first impression that you later changed? What led 
you to the iniƟal thought? 

2. Read John 7:1-24 

3. What jumps out to you from the text? 

4. Has there been a moment that people close to you doubted 
you and you knew they were wrong? Imagine being Jesus 
and dealing with your brothers’ doubt of you? What do you 
think went through his mind? 

5. Jesus makes it clear that there are some Ɵmes more 
appropriate than others for God’s work. Have you ever tried 
to do something only to realize it was the wrong Ɵme?  

6. The Jews who heard Jesus were amazed at his teaching. Jesus 
shared that his words came from God. How might you begin 
to take seriously listening to the words of God in your own 
life? 

7. Jesus talks in verse 18 about the moƟve behind what 
someone does. What are ways that you can begin to think 
about the moƟves in your life? 

8. In verse 24 Jesus doesn’t tell people to not judge, but he 
does call into quesƟon how they judge. How might you think 
criƟcally about judgement that you pass about others or 
things? 

9. This week every Ɵme you find yourself making a judgment on 
a first impression, ask yourself how Jesus would see that 
person/situaƟon. Ask Jesus to help you see people as He sees 
people.
