Regarding the Nation of Israel
Are they supportive, neutral or antagonistic to Israel? (Gen. 12:2-3; Deut. 7:6; Ps. 122:6a)

Regarding Human Sexuality
How many genders do they believe there are?
Can your candidate define what a man or a woman is? (Gen. 5:2, 1:27; Ps. 139:13-16; Deut. 22:5; Rom. 9:20b)
Should LGBTQ alternative lifestyles be celebrated and affirmed as moral, normal and appropriate? (1 Cor. 6:9; Rom. 1:21-27; 2 Pet. 2:6, 10)

Do they believe marriage should be limited to one man and one woman or should anyone who “loves” someone else be allowed to marry?
Do they support the Defense of Marriage Act or the so called Respect of Marriage Act? (Gen. 2:20b-24)
Regarding Human Life

Do they believe in a woman’s right to choose or in the sanctity of human life? (Deut. 18:9-12; Ps. 106:37-40)

Regarding Public Education
Do children belong to the state or to their parents?
Should Parents or “the enlightened State” and teachers be in charge of what is taught to children? (Ps. 34:11; Pro. 9:10, 22:6; Luke 17-1-2)

Regarding Law and Order
Believe that laws one does not like can and should be ignored?
Have more sympathy for the criminals or for the victims of crime?
