JOHN 14:12 

John 14:2 KJV: Jesus said, “Verily, verily, I say unto you, “he that believes in Me, the works 
that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto the 
Father.” 

1. Interesting here: “verily” in Greek word “amen”. It means “so it be”.

3. James 2:17-26: So faith by itself, if it has no works, is dead. But a man may say, “You 
have faith and I have works.” Show me your faith without your works, and I will show 
you my faith by my works. You believe that there is one God; you do well. The demons 
also believe and tremble. But do you want to be shown, O foolish man, that faith 
without works is dead? Was not Abraham our father justified by works when he 
offered his son Isaac on the altar? Do you see how faith worked with his works, and by 
works faith was made perfect? The Scripture was fulfilled which says, “Abraham 
believed God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness.”, and he was called the 
friend of God You see then how by works a man is justified, and not by faith only. 
Likewise, was not Rahab the prostitute justified by works when she received the 
messengers (spies) and sent them out another way? As the body without the spirit is 
dead, so faith without works is dead. 

4. John 8:39: They answered Him, “Abraham is our father”. Jesus said to them, “If you 
were Abraham’s children, you would do the works of Abraham. 

5. John 14:10: “…But the Father who lives in Me does the works.” 

6. Acts 10:38: How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with the 
power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, 
for God was with Him. 

7. Ephesians 2:10 AMP: “For we are His workmanship [His own master work, a work of 
art], created in Christ Jesus [reborn from above—spiritual transformed, renewed, 
ready to be used] for good works, which God prepared [for us] beforehand [taking 
paths which He set], so that we would walk in them [living the good life which He 
prearranged and made ready for us].”
