“Examine and test and evaluate your own selves to see whether you are holding to your
faith and showing the proper fruits of it. Test and prove yourselves [not Christ]. Do you
not yourselves realize and know [thoroughly by an ever-increasing experience] that Jesus
Christ is in you unless you are [counterfeits] disapproved on trial and rejected?” (AMPC)
1. Jesus said, “Now you are ready to listen to the revelation of the parable of the sower

and his seeds”. (Mat. 13:18 TPT)
2.  in Matthew 13

“As he (sower) cast his seeds, some fell along the beaten path and the birds came and
ate them.” (Matthew 13:4 TPT) “The seed that fell on the beaten path  the
heart of the one who hears the message of the kingdom realm but DOESN’T UNDER-
STAND it. The adversary (enemy) then comes and snatches away what was sown in his
heart.” (Mat. 13:19 TPT)

“Other seeds fell onto gravel that had no topsoil. The seeds quickly shot up, but when the
days grew hot, the sprouts were scorched and withered because they had insufficient
roots.” (Mat. 13:5-6 TPT) “The seed sown on gravel  the person who gladly
hears the kingdom message, but his experience remains shallow. Shortly after he hears
it, troubles and persecutions come because of the kingdom message he received. Then
he quickly falls away, for the truth didn’t sink deeply into his heart.” (Mat. 13:20 TPT)

“Other seeds fell among the thorns and weeds, so when the seeds sprouted, so did the
weeds, crowding out the good plants.” (Mat. 13:8 TPT) “The seed sown among weeds

 the person who receives the message, but all of life’s busy distractions, his
divided heart, and his ambition for wealth, result in suffocating the kingdom message
and prevent him from bearing spiritual fruit.” (Mat. 13:22 TPT)

“But other seeds fell on good, rich soil that kept producing a good harvest. Some yielded
30%, some 60%, and some even 100% as much as he planted! (Mat. 13:9 TPT) “As for
the seed that fell upon good, rich soil, it  the hearts of people who hear and
full embrace the message of heaven’s kingdom realm. Their lives bear good fruit–some
yield a harvest of 30%, 60%, even 100% times as much as was sown.” (Mat. 13:23 TPT)
3. Jesus explained, “You’ve been given the intimate experience of insight into the hidden

truths and mysteries of the realm of heaven’s kingdom, but they have not. For everyone
who listens with an open heart will receive progressively more revelation until he has
more enough. But those who don’t listen with an open, teachable heart, even the
understanding that they think they have will be taken from them. That’s why I teach the
people using parables, because they think they’re looking for truth, yet because their
hearts are unteachable, they never discover it. Although they will listen to Me, they
never full perceive the message I speak.” (Mat. 13:12-13 TPT)
