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In the weeks immediately prior His death, Jesus encountered both faith and hatred.
But Jesus answered, “No more of this!” And he touched the man’s ear and healed him. (Luke 22:51)
1. Jesus welcomed sinners who were willing to repent, angering those who don’t think they need to. (Luke 19:1-10)
Now the tax collectors and sinners were all gathering around to hear Jesus. But the Pharisees and the teachers of the law muttered, “This man welcomes sinners and eats with them.” (Luke 15:1-2)

For John the Baptist came neither eating bread nor drinking wine, and you say, ‘He has a demon.’ The Son of Man came eating and drinking, and you say, ‘Here is a glutton and a drunkard, a friend of tax collectors and sinners.’ (Luke 7:33-34)

Jesus healed the blind who persisted in seeking mercy from Him. (Mark 10:46-52) 
As he went along, he saw a man blind from birth. His disciples asked him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born blind?” (John 9:1-2)
Jesus told parables that portrayed the rebellious, stony hearts of the religious leaders. (Luke 19:11-27)
The faith and excitement caused by Jesus’ miracles generated hatred and plans to kill Him from the religious leaders. (John 11:45-57; 12:9-11)
Then the Pharisees went out and began to plot with the Herodians how they might kill Jesus. (Mark 3:6)

So, because Jesus was doing these things on the Sabbath, the Jewish leaders began to persecute him. In his defense Jesus said to them, “My Father is always at his work to this very day, and I too am working.” For this reason they tried all the more to kill him; not only was he breaking the Sabbath, but he was even calling God his own Father, making himself equal with God. (John 5:16-18)
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
