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In the midst of a great storm Jesus’ displayed both His humanity and His deity.
1. When the Lord calls us to follow Him we may be taken to some unexpected and uncomfortable places. (v. 35-36) (Mark 3:9, 4:1, 1:16-18; Matthew 8:18-22)
 
The Lord allows storms into our lives in order to teach us valuable lessons that we need to learn. (v. 37)
Sometimes it will feel as though the Lord is asleep or does not care what we are going through. (v. 38) (Psalm 13:1, 121:4; Job 29:2)
We are safer in the storm with Jesus than we are in the calm alone. (v. 39) (John 14:26-27, 16:33)
The Lord calls us to exercise our faith and trust in Him completely. (v. 40) (James 1:2-5; Ephesians 2:8; Mark 2:5; Romans 4:3, 5, 12:3, 15:4; 2 Timothy 1:5; Hebrews 4:14, 7:25; 1 Corinthians 12:9; Luke 22:32)
Our faith and trust should come from reverent fear and awe. (v. 41) (Joshua 4:24)
