James 1:22 says, “But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.” These
questions are designed to help you apply today’s message to your life. We encourage you to
thoughtfully answer these questions and discuss your answers with others. For more information
about joining a Small Group that uses these questions as the basis for discussion, prayer, and
accountability, please call the church office at (661) 259-2913.

1. Read John 13:31. What is Jesus referring to when He says, “Now is the Son of Man
glorified”? Is it just the cross or something more? (Col. 2:14; Eph. 2:5-6; Acts 1:8-9)

2. Read Phil. 2:9-11; Jn. 3:16; Rom. 5:8. How is God the Father glorified in the cross?
What attributes of God do we see on display?

3. Read John 13:32. What is this verse talking about? How does Lk. 23:46; 1 Pet. 3:18,
22; Jn. 17:5 help us understand this even better?

4. Read John 13:33. How is the glory of discipleship seen in this one verse? Which
part of affectionate terminology, preparation for difficult truths, or trusting in your
mentor (to a degree) did you think was most helpful for you to think through? Why?

5. Read John 13:34. Has this command ever been given before? (Lev. 19:18; Deut. 6:5;
Matt. 22:37-39). Then what is new about this commandment? What is Jesus saying?
(Rom. 5:5; Eph. 5:2)

6. Discuss what you thought about Francis Schaeffer’s two practical ways of showing
love—asking for forgiveness and granting forgiveness. On what basis could he make
this argument? (Eph. 4:32-32)

7. Read John 13:35. How will the world recognize a disciple of Christ? IS there a
dichotomy between truth and love? Why do you think some churches are stronger in
one over the other? How can we be balanced?

8. Read the take home questions. Which one encouraged you or challenged you the
most? Why? How will you live differently this week based on what you learned in this
passage?
