Daniel is assured of the resurrection to come. (v. 2) (Gen. 3:19; Rev. 20:1-6; 1 Thess. 4:13-18; 2 Cor. 5:1-10; John 5:28-29)

Daniel is assured of the significance of those who fear God and teach others about Him. (v. 3) (Matt. 13:37-43)

Daniel is assured of the importance of the message he has been given. (v. 4) (Amos 8:11-12; Isa. 57:21)

Daniel is assured that there is a divine timetable for the end. (v. 5-11)

Daniel is assured that he does not have to fully understand the message given to him. (v. 8-12) (Rom. 11:7-8 cf Deut. 29:4; Isa. 29:10; 2 Tim. 3:13; Zech. 12:10; Matt. 24:15-16; Rev. 13:14-15)

Daniel is assured that the saints of God will ultimately receive rewards for their faithfulness. (v. 13) (Eph. 1:13-14; Heb. 9:15; 1 Peter 1:3-5; 2 Tim. 4: 7-8; Matt. 25:23)
