Son of Amram and Jochebed

Brother of Aaron and Miriam

Husband of Zipporah

Father of Gershom

Timeline of Moses’ Life

Moses’ life can be divided into three sections of forty years:

40 years with Pharaoh in Egypt

40 years with God in the Desert

40 years with the Hebrews in the Wilderness

Godly Purpose Requires:

1.Preparation through and in places that are seemingly ungodly

2. An intimate Worship life with God

3. Reverence for the Holy things of God

4. A concern for the oppressions of God’s people

5. Patience and flexibility with God
