11/11

I.  Open your bibles to Ephesians 3:14-21
1.  Last week I finished an 8 week series on The Father’s Love
A.  You can find recording of those messages online at
a.  www.charlottetowncommunitychurch.com 
b.  www.thomaszawacki.com

2.  I’m taking us on a journey inspired by 1 Corinthian 14:1
A.  “Pursue love, eagerly desire spiritual gifts, especially prophecy.”
a.  I want to live a supernatural life in the power of the Holy Spirit.
b.  I want to help you live supernatural lives in the power of the Spirit.
c.  20 years experience pastoring prophetic people has taught me that the best way to get from here to there is love.
B.  Live Loved – Step 1
a.  Pursue Love
b.  Secure in the knowledge that the Father loves us lavishly and extravagantly.
c.  “See what great love the Father has lavished on us…” ~ 1 John 3:1
d.  The last 8 weeks I have been laying that foundation.
C.  Live Love – Step 2
a.  If the last leg of the journey was vertical, the next leg is horizontal.
i.  Loving one another
b.  “We love because he first loved us.” 1 John 4:19
c.  “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.” John 13:34-35
D.  Training in Spiritual Gifts – Step 3
a.  I want to cultivate a loving environment.
i.  Where we secure in God’s love for us.
ii.  Where we are secure in our love for one another.
iii.  That intersection of love is the best place, it’s the sweet spot for us to experiment, explore, grow, learn and practice using spiritual gifts.
b.  I’m convinced that it’s possible to operate in spiritual gifts without violating love or integrity.
i.  Spiritual gifts can be weird and messy
· And they will often take you:
· Outside your comfort zone
· Beyond your logic and reason
ii.  But it’s still God
· If we ignore them, spiritual gifts, what do we do with 1 Corinthians 14:1?
· “Pursue love, eagerly desire spiritual gifts, especially prophecy.”

3.  The Next Few Weeks

4.  Today I want to share a message I’ve simply titled 11/11
A.  It’s the account of a supernatural experience I had back on November 11, 2005
B.  Read and Pray Ephesians 3:14-21
A Prayer for the Ephesians
14 For this reason I kneel before the Father, 15 from whom every family in heaven and on earth derives its name. 16 I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, 17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. And I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, 18 may have power, together with all the Lord’s holy people, to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ 19 and to know this love that surpasses knowledge - that you may be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God. 20 Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us, 21 to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, for ever and ever! Amen.
a.  In verses 18-19 Saint Paul prays for the Ephesians that they… 
i.  “…may have power, together with all the Lord’s holy people, to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ 19 and to know this love that surpasses knowledge…”
b.  Keep your finger there; I’ll get back to that.
i.  First let me say a few things about visions.

II.  I See Visions
1.  There, I’ve said it.
A.  It’s recorded
a.  There’s documented evidence
b.  And witnesses.

2.  For the past 10 years God has been opening my eyes to see with increasing clarity into the realm of the Spirit.
A.  I could see as a child
a.  But we didn’t have language for it.
b.  My parents and teachers called it day dreaming, 
i.  And they told me day dreaming was bad.
c.  For many years the gift was put on the shelf
i.  Then in November 2002 God began the process of redeeming the gift by slowly reopening my spiritual eyes
B.  God speaks to me parabolically, metaphorically, in pictures
a.  As I’ve studied my gift and practiced using it, I’ve gotten better at interpreting, understanding and applying the pictures’ meanings.
b.  I’m learning how God speaks to me.

3.  I’m not an expert
A.  John Paul Jackson says that he’s in kindergarten when it comes to spiritual gifts.
a.  If that’s the case, I’m a spiritual ameba
b.  But I’m willing to share what little have, if you want it.

4.  I’m not special
A.  God doesn’t show me visions because I’m good.
a.  God shows me visions because he’s good
i.  Because he’s extraordinary and kind and rich in mercy.
B.  I’m not good – ask Nadine.
a.  God is very good and he loves me extravagantly.
b.  Having eyes that see and ears that hear have enhanced our relationship
i.  You can see how that would happen, right?

5.  I Love Dreams and Visions
A.  They’ve returned awe; wonder and mystery to what had become a dry, lifeless, academic and intellectual faith.
a.  Some of you have seen my book shelves.
b.  I have great respect for academics, however
B.  I am NOT content to live an academic and intellectual faith ONLY
a.  God didn’t give is a book, he gave us himself!
b.  I want to know God intimately, personally and experientially.
C.  God seems bigger
a.  I will embrace a theology that makes God bigger and more powerful, while making man smaller and less powerful.
b.  I hold suspect any theology that somehow tries to make man bigger and more powerful while attempting to make God seemingly smaller and less powerful.
D.  At the same time, I’ve grown comfortable not having all the answers.
a.  I trust God
b.  And it helps keeps me humble.
c.  Humility is my friend, I need more of it.

6.  I still struggle with sharing my visions
A.  I have shared too much because of pride
a.  And I have shared too little because of pride
B.  It’s probably why I have yet to put them in print.
a.  I hope to change that soon


III.  November 11, 2005
1.  Seven Years ago today I had a profound experience with the Lord
A.  And I want to share it with you.

2.  11/11’s
A.  In the summer and fall of 2005 I began noticing the numbers 11, 111 and 11:11 everywhere.
B.  Has that ever happened to you?
a.  Digital clocks, License plates, TV Channels, Odometers, Digital Timers? Road signs?
b.  The same numbers over and over?
C.  My first thought was 11:11 referred to a scripture verse
a.  I found some great 11:11 verses but nothing resonated with me at the time.

3.  There are however, some great 11:11 verses like:
A.  Deuteronomy 11:11 “But the land you are crossing the Jordan to take possession of is a land of mountains and valleys that drinks rain from heaven. 12 It is a land the Lord your God cares for; the eyes of the Lord your God are continually on it from the beginning of the year to its end.
B.  1 Chronicles 11 begins the list of David’s might men.
C.  Proverbs 11:11 “Through the blessing of the upright a city is exalted, but by the mouth of the wicked it is destroyed.”
D.  Isaiah 11:11 “In that day the Lord will reach out his hand a second time to reclaim the surviving remnant of his people…”
E.  Matthew 11:11, Jesus’ words about John the Baptist: “Truly I tell you, among those born of women there has not risen anyone greater than John the Baptist; yet whoever is least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he.”
F.  Luke 11:11-13 is my favorite “Which of you fathers, if your son asks for a fish, will give him a snake instead? 12 Or if he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? 13 If you then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!”
G.  In John 11:11 Jesus says “Our friend Lazarus has fallen asleep; but I am going there to wake him up.”
H.  In Acts 11 Peter talks about a dream he had while in a trance and God telling him “Do not call anything unclean that God has made clean.”
I.  Hebrew 11:11 “And by faith even Sarah, who was past childbearing age, was enabled to bear children because she considered him faithful who had made the promise.”
J.  Revelation 11:11-12, the resurrection of the two witnesses “11 But after the three and a half days the breath of life from God entered them, and they stood on their feet, and terror struck those who saw them. 12 Then they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, “Come up here.” And they went up to heaven in a cloud, while their enemies looked on.”

4.  Three weeks before 11/11
A.  A prophetic word from Aaron Evans on October 22, 2005. 
a.  I had just spent the week in Bartlett, NH attending a Streams Ministries Teacher Training course with my wife and four members of our church. 
B.  As I was leaving the hotel I saw Aaron Evans. 
a.  Aaron is a wonderfully gifted man who served as Vice President of John Paul Jackson’s Streams Ministries. 
b.  With luggage in my hands I walked over to say goodbye
i.  When from across the room, Aaron looked at me and said:
ii.  “Eleven eleven, yep November 11th something good is going to happen, you call me on the 12th”. 
iii.  The spiritual weight on his words impacted me significantly.
· Like a thud in the center of my chest
· I thanked him, said goodbye and promptly recorded his words in my journal and headed out the door.
C.  I really thought God was trying to tell me something with these 11:11’s
i.  But I wasn’t sure what it was. 
ii.  The 11:11 scripture verses I had searched didn’t seem to hit me.
iii.  But Aaron’s words did. 
iv.  The light finally went went on
· It wasn’t a scripture verse, it was a date! 
· November 11th

5.  The Wedding
A.  My first thought was to clear my calendar for November 11th and spend the day in worship and prayer. 
B.  However, when I checked my calendar I remembered that I was committed to officiate a wedding in Whitefish, Montana that day.
a.  I had spent weeks working with the young couple
i.  The groom’s parents are close friends, leaders in the church 
b.  The wedding was just 17 days away. 
i.  I couldn’t bail out on them at the last minute. 
c.  If something good was going to happen to me on November 11th, it would have to happen while I was in Whitefish.

6.  Very Encouraging Sings
A.  It was a destination wedding
a.  The bride and groom had planned a simple affair with family and a few close friends in a beautiful Montana log cabin lodge.
b.  Near the YWAM based where they’d met.
B.   The plan was to drive over on the 9th and head back on the 12th.
a.  For that reason the family graciously provided me with a private cabin. 
b.  Any doubts I had about officiating the wedding were soon to be profoundly washed away.
C.  Sometimes it’s the little things that get your attention
a.  the usual and natural things that are suddenly revealed as unusual and supernatural. 
b.  So it was with this wedding.
D.  I’d been given a prophetic word from an extremely credible source that something good is going to happen to me on 11/11, November 11th, 2005. 
a.  Instead of sequestering myself in the nearest prayer closet I kept my commitment to officiate a wedding 7 hours away for dear friends
E.  The groom’s mother 
a.  Rose Ann, fully aware of the 11/11 word I‘d received asked me if I had noticed that there were 22 people at this wedding
b.  11 from the groom’s side and 11 from the bride’s side. 
c.  There were 11 men and 11 women. 
d.  To top it off both the bride and groom had traveled extensively as missionaries for YWAM
i.  He had been to 11 countries and she had been to 11 countries! 
ii.  I’m not a real smart man but it seemed to me like I was in the right place at the right time.
iii.  A wedding – the closest earthly understanding we have to covenant relationship with God.
· Wow, he is amazing!
e.  Every doubt I had, questioning if I was indeed in the right placed was completely washed away. 
i.  I was surrounded by elevens! 
ii.  I was absolutely in the right place at the right time. 
iii.  And I had a divine appointment with God.

IV.  Journal Excerpts
1.  Interestingly my experience with the Lord began at sundown the night before on November 10th.
A.   Here’s an excerpt from my personal journal:
a.  11/10/05 - 10:15 PM
“I can feel the presence of God. The room seems to be alive with the activity of heaven. I feel as if I’m not alone. I feel a mixture of excitement and fear. 11/11 is less than 2 hours away… Something has changed in the Spirit - an intensity – an anticipation, I feel it even now”.

2.  Reading Material
A.  I brought only two books with me, my journal and my bible. 
B.  The only other reading material I had was the November, 2005 E-Newsletter from WhiteDove Ministries. 
a.  Paul Keith and Wanda Davis had ministered at our church in the Tri-Cities many times in the previous few years. 
b.  Through hosting these events we have become friends. 
c.  I have great respect for Paul Keith and I eagerly looked forward to their newsletter each month. 
d.  It had arrived the night before I hit the road for Montana, so I printed out a copy and threw it in my bag.
C.  In it Paul Keith had written a wonderful article titled: “As I Was With Moses”. 
a.  Not only was the article well written but it carried an anointing on it. 
b.  I read and reread the article. 
c.  It spoke of Joshua’s commissioning and visitation
D.  I spent the next hour I studied those chapters  
a.  Joshua 13- 15 impacted me powerfully:
i.  13 Now when Joshua was near Jericho, he looked up and saw a man standing in front of him with a drawn sword in his hand. Joshua went up to him and asked, “Are you for us or for our enemies?” 14 “Neither,” he replied, “but as commander of the army of the Lord I have now come.” Then Joshua fell facedown to the ground in reverence, and asked him, “What message does my Lord have for his servant?” 15 The commander of the Lord’s army replied, “Take off your sandals, for the place where you are standing is holy.” And Joshua did so.”

3.  Another Journal excerpt:
“As I read verse 15 I realized that I was barefoot (I’m almost never barefoot) and a holy terror over took me, I was afraid to open my eyes”
A.  The Presence of the Lord had fallen so heavily on the room that all I could do was hide my face in my hands, cry and shake. 
a.  The fear of the Lord had hit me. 
b.  I stayed in that posture for a long time. 
B.  I was sitting at a small kitchenette table alone in my cabin. 
a.  I could sense the powerful presence of the Lord just behind me and to my left. 
b.  At some point I final gathered up enough courage to peek over my left shoulder. 
c.  I was both disappointed and relieved to see that no one was in the room with me. 
C.  However, there remained a powerful sense of God’s presence right in that section of the room. 
a.  I went to bed just before midnight expecting to meet with the Lord on that very same spot the next day.

4.  A Call
A.  After that late night encounter with the presence of the Lord I slept very well. 
B.  I was awakened at 6:49 AM to the sounds of the cabin door opening and someone calling my name out loud “Tom”! 
a.  I sat right up in bed, looked around the small cabin, saw that the front door remained locked and laid back down to sleep.
b.  It wasn’t until preparing this message yesterday that I thought to look for any chapter 6 verse 49 verses in the bible
i.  There are only two
· One in the old testament
· One in the new
C.  1 Chronicles 6:49 speaks of Aaron and his decedents responsibility to present offerings in the Holy of Holies or Most Holy Place
a.  But Aaron and his descendants were the ones who presented offerings on the altar of burnt offering and on the altar of incense in connection with all that was done in the Most Holy Place, making atonement for Israel, in accordance with all that Moses the servant of God had commanded.
D.  Mark 6:47-50 speaks of the disciples being terrified as Jesus came to them walking on the water
a.  47 Later that night, the boat was in the middle of the lake, and he was alone on land. 48 He saw the disciples straining at the oars, because the wind was against them. Shortly before dawn he went out to them, walking on the lake. He was about to pass by them, 49 but when they saw him walking on the lake, they thought he was a ghost. They cried out, 50 because they all saw him and were terrified.
E.  Interesting, the Most holy Place and fear in the Lord’s presence
a.  Remember I said that the fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom.
b.  This was a beginning place for me
c.  As well as a place of calling
F.  I woke remembering an encouraging dream, had a few responsibilities that morning and returned to my cabin after lunch.

V.  Preparation for an Encounter
1.  I had few hours to myself before the ceremony. 
A.  I wanted to take advantage of this alone time
a.  I returned to the same kitchenette table as the previous night
b.  I removed my socks and shoes
c.  And began to study the word. 
B.  After the previous night remaining barefoot seemed like a good idea.
a.  For me it was an act of submission and humility. 
b.  Also, it was a physical reminder of my encounter with the Lord the previous night before
c.  And it reminded me that for me, in this place, at this time, this was a holy ground.

2.  I took time to study and meditate on scripture
A.  I meditated on scripture verses from the prophet Isaiah. 
a.  Verses have had personal significance to me over the years
i.  Verses like: Isaiah 61:1-7
· The words Jesus spoke in the synagogue. 
· What I call Jesus’ mission statement from Luke 4:18
ii.  And Isaiah 11:2-3. The Seven Spirits of God
iii.  These verse that still carry a lot of weight for me
B.  I also took time to study what I call the great number two’s of the bible
a.  Those who had served others faithfully and graduated to a position of leadership for example:
i.  Joshua to Moses
ii.  Elisha to Elijah
iii.  Peter to Jesus
iv.  Timothy to Paul
b.  This study included their commissioning.
i.  Joshua’s Commission: Joshua 1:1-9, 5:13-15
ii.  Elisha’s Commission: 2 Kings 2:1-18
iii.  Peter’s Commission: John 21:15-19
iv.  Timothy’s Commission: 2 Timothy 4:1-5
v.  Isaiah’s Commission: Isaiah 6:1-13

VI.  The Encounter
1.  At this point I could once again feel the presence of the Lord in the room. 
A.  Sometimes that’s how it works with me…
a.  I worship, pray, meditate on scripture, study the word and I can feel the Lord’s presence
b.  Other times, he just shows up.
B.  Like the night before I sensed the Lord’s presence behind me and to the left. 
a.  This time I decided to get on my face. 
b.  I laid down in the middle of the room, in the exact spot I sensed God’s presence. 
c.  That’s when things really got interesting!

2.  I’m not suggesting a pattern, a method or a system.
A.  I’m just telling you what happened to me.
a.  I offer you the details of this experience as honestly as possible. 
B.  I don’t pretend to fully comprehend it 
a.  I don’t I feel the need to defend it. 
b.  I’m just telling my story as simply and honestly as I can.
c.  These events took place just as I’m about to share me.


3.  The Sword
A.  As I lay prostrate on the cabin floor in the presence of the Lord
a.  I am suddenly taken into the Spirit. 
b.  John says it this way in Revelation 4:1-2
i.  “After this I looked, and there before me was a door standing open in heaven. And the voice I had first heard speaking to me like a trumpet said, “Come up here, and I will show you what must take place after this.” 2 At once I was in the Spirit, and there before me was a throne in heaven with someone sitting on it.”
c.  I wasn’t in the spirit and then I was.
i.  I was in the natural realm and then I wasn’t
· At least my spirit wasn’t
B.  In the Spirit I see the Lord standing before me
a.  I’m facing him on my knees. 
b.  The Lord takes a sword, raises it above his head and says 
i.  “I consecrate you and set you apart for myself”. 
ii.  As the Lord says this he takes his sword and passes it down through the center of my being. 
· Through the top of my head 
· Then down through my heart
· My gut and finally through my groin. 
iii.  Oddly, I wasn’t spit in two
· The sword simply passed through me. 
· As it did, I knew it had profoundly impacted my mind, my passion, my courage and my intimacy.

4.  The Breath of God
A.  Next the Lord puts a sword in each of my hands
B.  He placed his thumbs in my eyes
C.  And his mouth over my mouth… 
a.  He actually breathes into me. 
i.  John 20:22 says of Jesus 
· “And with that he breathed on them and said, “Receive the Holy Spirit.”
D.  At this point I am undone. 
a.  My entire being goes numb. 
b.  It was as if my circuit breaker popped. 
c.  I was completely overwhelmed by the breath of God and lost consciences. 
d.  I’m not sure how long it took me to recover, but when I did I was even more amazed.

5.  Swallowed by God
A.  Eventually I open my eyes and see the mouth of God right in my face
a.  It’s open wide and it’s overtaking me
i.  He consumes me. 
b.  I’m swallowed by God
i.  Years later someone pointed out to me that I obviously wasn’t lukewarm, puzzled I ask why?
· He said because God didn’t spit you out.
· To the church of Laodicea God said in Revelation 3:16 “because you are lukewarm - neither hot nor cold - I am about to spit you out of my mouth”
B.   God swallows me and I descend not into his digestive system but into his heart. 
a.  Luke 6:45 says that “For out of the overflow of his heart his mouth speaks”
b.  In this place I experience the most exhilarating freedom of my life! 
c.  Complete, uninhibited limitless freedom
d.  I feel safe, totally secure and loved like I have never been loved before. 
e.  Inside the heart of God I spin, I twirl, I dance and I fly with inexpressible joy. 

6.  Flying
A.  In this place I knew that the entire universe easily fit within the heart of God. 
a.  I could see the universe from end to end and there was still room to spare on either side. 
b.  I was flying through galaxies, star cluster and the far reaches of the universe. 
c.  The colors were amazing, especially the reds, blues and brilliant bright whites. 
B.  Light and sound were all around me, everything was alive! 
C.  It was strangely peaceful yet exhilarating both at the same time. What could possibly happen next?

7.  The Purposes of God and the Destinies of Men and Women 
A.  In this place you see things and there’s a knowing, an understanding
a.  So I find myself flying throughout the universe within the very heart of God. 
b.  Galaxies, star clusters, planets, sights, colors and sounds zoom past me. 
B.  At one point I see multiple planets where various categories of angels or more accurately heavenly beings dwell. 
a.  These angelic type beings are very large and white, pure white, like marble statues. 
b.  Just looking at them I’m suddenly filled with the knowledge that these heavenly beings carry the purposes of God and the destinies of men and women. 
c.  They are eager and ready to be sent. 
i.  Some are very old carrying the destinies and spiritual inheritances of generations.
C.  I understood a few things
a.  I knew that some had been sent but the people who initially received them wearied of the responsibility and laid them down. 
b.  Others belonged to those who had served faithfully and finished their work. 
i.  They were now waiting for their next assignment. 
c.  Some had never yet been assigned - some because it was not yet time and others because no one had ever asked for them.
i.  James 4:2 says “You do not have because you do not ask God.” 

8.  11 Heavenly Beings
A.  Floating above these planets, looking upon these majestic beings I knew that some of them belonged to me, I was their assignment.
a.  So with a boldness and freedom that this amazing atmosphere affords I asked the Lord to give me what was mine. 
b.  Instantly three heavenly beings where launched forth and entered my heart like streaks of brilliant white light. 
B.  Maybe it was because there were so many waiting to be assigned or maybe it was because I felt so completely safe and secure, I’m not sure but I asked for more…
a.  “Lord give me more, a double portion!” 
C.  And five additional beings where launched. 
a.  Just like their brothers, like brilliant rockets, they too entered my heart. 
b.  My body reacted to their entry, almost like being shot but without the blood or pain. 
c.  A third time I asked the Lord for even more and three final beings where dispatched. 
d.  Eleven heavenly beings in all carrying the purposes of God and the destinies of men and women… dispatched… assigned… to me.

9.  Military Dress
A.  As I stood there, floating actually an angelic being flew up to me
a.  He placed golden epaulets on each of my shoulders
i.  The type worn by naval captains. 
b.  Next a second angelic being approached and placed a purple sash across my chest from my right shoulder to my left hip. 
c.  A final being approached and placed a white naval hat upon my head. 
i.  It had a black, shiny black brim on it reminiscent of the type of hat a naval officer would wear. 
· It’s now that I remember that today is Veterans Day
· November 11th is Veterans Day is the US like November 11th is Remembrance day in Canada

10.  GO!
A.  As I look around I can see planets and stars and comets, the heart of God is alive with activity. 
a.  I feel a great rumbling; all of creation seems to be shaking. 
b.  Suddenly I hear the voice of God command GO! 
c.  I find myself launched from the mouth of God and heading toward the Earth like a missile.
d.  I’m brilliant with sparkles of light and color trailing behind. 
e.  I see myself impact the Earth with great power. 
B.  Three things happen simultaneously upon impact. 
a.  First I see a ripple in time and space spreading out from the point of impact
b.  Next I watch a trail of light looking very much like the original, jump from one end of the Earth to the other. 
c.  Finally, the light I bring, like fire from the heart of God ignites the fuses of many other people, 
i.  Some from my church and some from other places 
ii.  I see many others launched like fireworks or missiles throughout many other parts of the world. 

11.  I know what it is
A.  It’s the Father’s love
a.  And it’s from the very heart of God. 
b.  It set captives free and launches them into their destinies. 
c.  I know that I know that this is the light and the fire that I’ve carried back with me.
d.  The message of his love consumes me still
e.  It consumes me even more so seven years later
f.  It’s fiery passion hasn’t diminished at all!

12.  Back On My Face
At this I… recover and find myself still on my face in the center of my little Montana log cabin. 
A.  I get up and quickly record this amazing encounter in the pages of my journal. 
B.  It took me days to recover emotionally. 
a.  Just the thought of these events brought me to tears. 
b.  Many days later I was able to share it with my wife and daughter, later some close friends and then the church. 
C.  What does it all mean? 
a.  Well, I discovering a little more each day. 
b.  Understanding is coming but I don’t know, not completely
c.  And for now I’m comfortable with that, 
d.  I trust God. 
D.  His love for me, for us, it’s overwhelming
a.  It’s comforting. 
b.  I feel safe and secure. 
c.  He knows what he’s doing and he will bring it all to pass.
E.  This experience spoke profoundly to me about the love of God

A.  14 For this reason I kneel before the Father, 15 from whom every family in heaven and on earth derives its name. 16 I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, 17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. And I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, 18 may have power, together with all the Lord’s holy people, to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ 19 and to know this love that surpasses knowledge - that you may be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God. 20 Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us, 21 to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, for ever and ever! Amen.
