(Rev. 5:12-13; 21-22; Heb. 9:12)

3. Read John 14:5. How does this verse show the patience of Christ? What can we
learn from His example? What does Jesus do with doubters? (John 20:24-29)

4. Read John 14:6. How does Jesus stating that He is the way, teach the doctrine of

reconciliation? (Rom. 5:12; Rom. 3:23; Eph. 2:1-5; Acts 4:12; 1 Tim. 2:5) What does
the world think about this?

5. How does Jesus stating that He is the truth, teach the doctrine of illumination?
(Jn. 16:12-13; Eph. 1:17-18; In. 1:14, 17; 18:37; Rev. 3:7; 19:11) Does this also explain
why the disciples were slow at times?

6. How does Jesus stating that He is the life, teach the doctrine of regeneration?
What is the life that Jesus is talking about? (Jn. 1:4; 5:26; 11:25; 1 Jn. 5:20)

7. Why is the world so against the exclusivity of Christ? What price would you be
willing to pay to hold tightly to this doctrine?

8. Read the take home questions. Which one encouraged you or challenged you the
most? How will you live differently in light of this message?
