Final Message at Mosaic

1. Intro
a. Open Bibles to Ephesians 4:1-6

2. Wow, today came much quicker than expected
a. I know that Phil has other things planned for this morning so my words will be few

3. Read & Pray Ephesians 4:1-6
a. As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have received.2 Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love. 3 Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace. 4 There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called to one hope when you were called; 5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism; 6 one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all.

4. I urge you as Paul urged the Ephesians
a. Urge:
i. NIV: urge
ii. KJV: beseech
iii. NASB: implore
iv. AMP: appeal and beg
b. The word “urge” according to Strong’s Concordance means:
i. to strengthen, encourage, comfort or exhort
ii. This definition reminds me of 1 Corinthians 14:3
1. “…the one who prophesies speaks to people for their strengthening, encouraging and comfort.”
c. I like that no one interprets this word urge to mean…
i. Guilt, shame, coerce or manipulate


5. So, today on my final Sunday as Co-Pastor of Mosaic I urge you to…
a. Live a life worthy of the calling your received
i. For years I read this verse and in my head it sounded like:
1. Try harder, sacrifice more, you’re not being good enough.
2. I don’t think that was Paul’s heart. At least not according to Strong’s definition for the word urge.
3. I saw this quote the other day and posted it on Facebook
4. “I always wonder why birds choose to stay in the same place when they can fly anywhere on the earth, then I ask myself the same question.”
5. I think Saint Paul is urging us to fly, we we’re created to soar because God loves us and lives inside us. Live a life worthy of that! I urge you – fly – soar!
b. Be humble
i. Humility is my friend
ii. It keeps me out of trouble and gets me out of trouble
iii. It will for you too.
c. Be gentle and patient
i. We’re all broken; we’re all wounded in one way or another.
ii. Be nice, give grace, be merciful
iii. When you extend mercy, you get mercy when you need  it
d. Bear in love
i. Bear means to hold up. 
ii. The picture I have is of a injured player being helped off the field.
iii. A buddy on his right and a buddy on his left
e. Love one another
i. If you remember nothing else, remember this
1. It’s more important to love than it is to be right
2. Love never fails
f. Make EVERY effort to keep the unity of the Spirit
i. Every effort? Every one? Yes.
ii. The message puts it well:
1. “And mark that you do this with humility and discipline - not in fits and starts, but steadily, pouring yourselves out for each other in acts of love, alert at noticing differences and quick at mending fences.”
a. The church could use a few more fence menders.
g. For there really is only ONE body
i. Not a Vineyard, or a Bridge or a Mosaic but one church.
ii. Jesus asked the Father to make us one – I look forward to that day.

7. Prophetic Word (5 things)
a. Three peaks, middle one is slightly higher than other two. These are events or season in time for the church, highlights.
b.  Two headed nickel spinning end over end in the air. You win either way. On one side inscribed around the edge is written the word freedom, on the opposite side the word love. It means that change is in the air and there's grace for freedom and love.
c. I see a marksman's view of a bull’s eye through a rifle's scope. Loading one after another I see him hitting the mark.
