A Faith that Works ... Works
Main Idea: Genuine saving faith will produce works of obedience.

1. Faith without works is not genuine faith. (vv. 14-17)

2. Genuine faith and works are inseparable. (vv. 18-19)

3. Genuine faith is brought to maturity by works of obedience.
