My Precious Child, 

  I see the long wait through which you’ve been 
struggling and I am touched by your infirmities, you’ve 
stood firm and held on to My promises through many 
heartaches, believing for a breakthrough, yet at times 
you’ve been tempted to give up, I’ve heard you ask, 
“Lord, how long?”, but I want to encourage you to look 
at them through the eyes of heaven.

You 
can be confident that I love you and will NEVER leave, for 
I abide in you, closer than a brother. Call upon Me and I 
will answer and strengthen you, encouraging you and 
cheering you on, until the process is complete. And one 
day soon you will look back and be glad, and your reward 
will be great, for I AM is PROUD of you, like a father who 
can boast about his precious, amazing child. 
You are Mine, and NEVER, NEVER GIVE UP. 
Just TRUST that I know BEST, and will 
provide all you need to make it through to 
VICTORY. 
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
