Intro
· Open Bibles to 1 Corinthians 12:7-11
· Today has already been different and it will continue to be a little different.
· Instead of a sermon, we’re going to have an interview this morning

· The past month or sow we’ve been on an unexpected journey.
· At least some of us

· Looking back, I’d say it all started on Pentecost Sunday
· And continued building as we examined:
· The Valley of Dry Bones from Ezekiel 37
· The McDonaldite Revival of 1829
· And last week - The Toronto Blessing
· Arguably the greatest revival in Canadian history

· Each of those revivals
· McDonalites here on PEI as well as the Toronto Blessings
· Has associated with them manifestations of the Holy Spirit
· People would shake, shout, clap, jump, stomp or fall out on the ground under the power of the Holy Spirit

· Last Sunday after our service, out in the lobby, we experience a small taste of this ourselves
· Mike suggested that people pray over Nadine and I
· There were about 20 of us milling about in the lobby
· And you all gathered around us and prayed.
· Nadine started to shake and laugh
· I began, first to groan, and then to shout - loudly
· Soon we were all praying for one another
· And most of those gathered were manifesting in one way or another
· Some laughed, others cried
· Many shook and some shouted
· There was clapping and stomping and singing.
· It was awesome.
· Near the end God spoke to me and said
· This wasn’t even the appetizer; it was only the hors d'oeuvres! 
· God has more for us.

·  Read and Pray: 1 Corinthians 12:7-11
· Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. To one there is given through the Spirit a message of wisdom, to another a message of knowledge by means of the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit, to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and to still another the interpretation of tongues. All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he distributes them to each one, just as he determines.
· So, manifestations of the Spirit are given by God for the common good. 
· And they are distributed just as God determines.
· How they are distributed and to whom is all on God’s end.
· One member of our community has been experiencing manifestations for the past three years.
· And I thought that this morning would be a good time to ask her about them.

· Good morning Angi
· Thank you for doing this today
· We have worked together this past week preparing some questions and responses
· But for the most part this is just going to be a couple of friends talking, ok?

Questions:
· When the Holy Spirit touches you, you experience physical manifestations. Let's begin with two questions: Are you faking it and how much control do you have over it?
· “Ecstatic prophecy occurs when a person is completely over-taken by the Holy Spirit – body, soul and spirit – and prophesies in this state, usually in oracular fashion. It is, to quote David Aune, a form of “possession trance,” meaning that the Holy Spirit comes upon a person, takes over his or her body and speaks through him or her. The physical possession is as real as the spiritual and sometimes occurs against or above the prophets will.” ~ Stacy Campbell, Ecstatic Prophecy, page 29
· David Aune is a New Testament scholar and professor at the University of Notre Dame
· 1 Samuel 19:19-21
· Word came to Saul: “David is in Naioth at Ramah”; so he sent men to capture him. But when they saw a group of prophets prophesying, with Samuel standing there as their leader, the Spirit of God came on Saul’s men, and they also prophesied. Saul was told about it, and he sent more men, and they prophesied too. Saul sent men a third time, and they also prophesied.
· Matthew 12:24
· But when the Pharisees heard this, they said, “It is only by Beelzebul, the prince of demons, that this fellow drives out demons.
· 1 Corinthians 14:32
· The spirits of prophets are subject to the control of prophets
· “There is reason to believe that the word moved implies that the prophets were prophesying while in ecstatic states… based on Genesis 1:2  “Now the earth was formless and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was hovering over (“moved upon, KJV) the waters.” This activity of the Holy Spirit is called “moving in the presence of the waters. The word moved (rachaph in Hebrew) occurs only here times in the Old Testament, the other two being translated “shake” (Jeremiah 23:9) and “flutthereth (Deuteronomy 32:11)…” In modern scientific terminology, the best translation would probably be “vibrated”. ~ Stacy Campbell, Ecstatic Prophecy, page 49-50
· “The word ecstasy come from a Greek word, not a Hebrew one. Ecstasy is the English transliteration of the word ékstasis and is found several times in the Greek New Testament. When it is translated into English, it takes a variety of words to describe it. It is translated amazement in Acts 3:10… The revised Version has “amazement” in Mark 5:42 and Luke 5:26 but “astonishment” in Mark 16:8.” Unfortunately for the modern reader, “trance” may give the Wrong impression of what actually happened. The original meaning of ecstasy meant “frenzy”. David Aune agrees: “As we pointed out earlier, the verbs in this here, hitnabbe and nibba, usually translated “prophecy” should probably be rendered “rave”. ~ Stacy Campbell, Ecstatic Prophecy, page 60-61, 62, 56
