2. Do you lift your Christian peers up or bring them down when it comes to their faith? 
3. Are you wanting to take some serious steps tonight in your walk with Christ?

Scriptures: 
Philippians 1:1-11

UNITED Series Notes: 
Tonight we are kicking off a new series called “United - A Series Through Philippians.” We will be going through the whole book of Philippians within 5 weeks. The main goal tonight is for students to see the benefits of uniting together to spread the Gospel in their schools and at home. Also, to make a decision to make steps in the right direction to mature in their faith. Paul was so encouraged by the church of Philippi and their dedication to spreading the Gospel together. 7. Who would be willing to share something God put on their heart as you heard the message tonight? 

HOME APPLICATION
1. This message was geared for the students to UNITE with their Christian friends and start living out their faith together. A good objective would be to help them grow with their Christian friends and try to set up plans where they are getting together with those Christian Friends. 
2. Another thought comes to mind: We talked with your students about how we shouldn’t live two separate lives. We shouldn’t just strive to follow Jesus when we are at church, but we should strive to follow Jesus all the time, including at school, home, and at youth group. Look to see if your student is living two different lives. Maybe it is a sit down and talking through with them the behaviors you see and the differences of their actions in different settings. 
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
