These
questions are designed to help you apply today’s message to your life. We encourage you to
thoughtfully answer these questions and discuss your answers with others.

1. Read John 13:18. Did Jesus know what He was doing when He chose Judas as a
disciple? (Jn. 6:70; 13:10-11) What does this tell us about Jesus’ omniscience? What
does this tell us about God’s providence?

2. Read Psalm 41:9. What is this most likely talking about? Now read Psalm 55:12-14.
What similarities do we see between Ahithophel and Judas?

3. Read John 13:19-20. Why does Jesus tell the disciples beforehand what is about to
happen to Him? How does this encourage and prepare them for the future?

4. Read John 13:21-25. Why was Jesus troubled in His Spirit? Where else do we see
this take place? How did the disciples respond to what Jesus was saying? What does
this teach us about the faithful disciples?

5. Do you think that it is easier for you to throw stones at Judas or other traitors, or
to honestly evaluate you own heart and soul? Why? How do 1 Cor. 15:10; Jer. 17:9;
Psa. 139:4 help us think through this?

6. Read John 13:26-27. What is going on here? Read Jn. 13:2; Matt. 26:24;
Jms. 1:14-15. How do these passages help us to be careful not to fall into the same
trap?

7. Read John 13:28-30. How does this section end? What do you think about the fact
that the disciples didn’t really know what Judas was up to? Have you ever had a
similar experience in your life? Please discuss it with the group.

8. Read the “Lessons to Learn.” Which lesson is the most valuable to you at this time?
Why? How will you live differently this week based on what you have learned in this
passage?
