2. Together we are GENEROUS.

It’s God’s desire and our passion to be known for our generousity!
· To use our tithes and offerings to…
· Feed the hungry
· Clothe the needy
· House those who need it
· See needs and meet them 
· All with the highest humility and integrity

For us to accomplish this desire we have to commit to give back a portion of our income back to God so He can multiply it for ministry. (WE MUST TITHE)

· To do this…
· 1st – We must stop believing the Liar

We must stop believing the Liar the Devil – and trust God with our tithes.

3. Together we GROW.

· We know we are suppose to be Generous to help fulfill that mission.

How does God want us to GROW?

Today’s teaching was inspired by a Leadership podcast I listened to by Craig Groeschel…



1st thing we must understand to grow together…


1st – The greatest threat to FUTURE success is CURRENT success.

· Luke 12:16-21 – “16Then he told them a story: “A rich man had a fertile farm that produced fine crops. 17He said to himself, ‘What should I do? I don’t have room for all my crops.’ 18Then he said, ‘I know! I’ll tear down my barns and build bigger ones. Then I’ll have room enough to store all my wheat and other goods. 19And I’ll sit back and say to myself, “My friend, you have enough stored away for years to come. Now take it easy! Eat, drink, and be merry!”’ 20“But God said to him, ‘You fool! You will die this very night. Then who will get everything you worked for?’ 21“Yes, a person is a fool to store up earthly wealth but not have a rich relationship with God.”

Rich Farmer…
· Had success
· Was blessed by God.
· Had more than enough to live on
· But what was the response to his success – COMPLACENCY!

EXPLAIN: The moment we think we have it all figured out…and everything is going our way, is the moment we become vulnerable to failure.

EX – 1000 Hills 
· We’re growing.
· People are showing up.
· 2 million dollar check.
· Lives are being changed.
· We’re successful. 

And I believe that we are a turning point in our church?

· If we are not careful…
· Our success can lead to pride.
· Pride can kill urgency.
· And growth can stop.

EX – Rodeo Back-to-Back World titles – I think it’s so amazing when anyone wins back-to-back world titles in anything. 

· Bull Riding - Jim Shoulders – 6 back to back
· Bare-back – Jim Shoulders – 3 back to back – Kaycee Feild – 5x’s
· Calf-Roping - Roy Cooper – 5 back to back
· Saddle-bronc – Dan Mortensen – 5 back to back
· Team-roping – Rich and Speed – 8 in a row
· All-Around – Trevor Brazile – 13 total – 10 back to back

· Why is this so amazing?

· Because our natural tendency after having success is not urgency – it’s Complacency!

· URGENCY IS NOT THE DEFAULT MODE – COMPLACENCY IS!

· And what causes complacency?
· Our current SUCCESS!

What does this have to do with our church?

· We’ve had a lot of success, and we are still experiencing success…Now we have a choice to make…

· Are we going to allow our current success lead to complacency or to urgency?

What does urgency look like at 1000 Hills?


· Currently - I believe we need to have an urgency to FINISH THE BARNS WE’VE BEEN ABLE START!

Why should we have an urgency to do this?

· 1st - We have limited time.

· James 4:14 - 14How do you know what your life will be like tomorrow? Your life is like the morning fog—it’s here a little while, then it’s gone.

· Life is short. 
· We’re here for a little while and then we’re gone.

Practically speaking…

· 2nd - We have limited space.

· Our growth potential is limited by the space we meet in.
· No seats sometimes
· Not always comfortable – Cold/hot – Lights are in your face/speakers are in your face. 
· Not able to invest a whole lot of resources in this building cause it’s not ours.
· We need to have an urgency to get our barns built.

· 3rd - We have teams with limited energy.

· We’ve set up and tore down for 6 years now.
· It’s time to act… so we don’t have to do this anymore.

· 4th – Most importantly…people are dying w/o knowing Jesus.

· John 4:35 – “Don't you have a saying, 'It's still four months until harvest'? I tell you, open your eyes and look at the fields! They are ripe for harvest.


· Today is the day that people need to hear the good news of Jesus. 
· Today is the day we need to be Gathering, Outfitting, and Riding back out.

· We have been called to do something special.
· Urgency is what we need.
· It’s time to do this together.

So we have a choice…
· Get comfortable in our success and become complacent.
· Have a sense of urgency – and ACT NOW!

By the way…
· We don’t just want activity – we want productivity.
· We don’t want to just get busier.
· We want to become more productive!

What will help us be more productive?


Understanding…

2nd – Growth and Comfort Never Co-exist


EX – I like Pain – Anyone like pain? Someone hits you and you say harder. You get knocked down and you come back for more. We grew up in a wrestling family and we were taught that no pain – no gain!

· Pain for pains sake is just pain.
· But pain/discomfort for a purpose equals GROWTH!

EX – You…
· You may not want to admit it, but getting out of your comfort zone has taught you the greatest lessons in life.

· EX – working out at the gym
· Speaking in front of people
· Asking that girl out
· Go back to school
· Giving up things you love for things you love more
· All are uncomfortable
· But all produce growth

· If we were smart we would PURSUE CONTINUAL DISCOMFORT!

· Why? 
· Because if it doesn’t challenge you, it won’t change you!

The bible backs this up…

· Romans 5:3-4 – “3Not only so, but we also glory in our sufferings, because we know that suffering produces perseverance; 4perseverance, character; and character, hope.”

· Suffering
· Trials
· Tests
· Stepping out of your comfort zone
· Godly Risks
· Sacrificing Time
· Sacrificing Energy
· Sacrificial giving
· All produce GROWTH!

EX – Staff Invite Challenge - I have to the pleasure of creating uncomfortable growth opportunities for our staff.
· EX – Invite one person to church – the whole month of Dec. 
· Not much of a sacrifice – but out of the comfort zone.
· And will produce both personal growth and church growth.

As a follower of Jesus and member of this church…what part can I play?


Practical way you can embrace urgency:

Building Plan

Our need is an economic need – We need resources to build.

· Ask God what He wants you to give financially so we can build these barns.

· Christmas Bonus.
· Tax deductible donation.
· Part of your savings.
· Something you can sell and give the money you make.
· Maybe it’s just going to work everyday so you can make a paycheck and give consistently 10%.

· “We need a “barn” to house “the church.”

It’s time to declare war on complacency and embrace urgency!

· Declare to God that we will…
· Be a church that will not be complacent.
· We will commit to our mission.
· We will sacrifice for the Church.
· We will give.
· We will sweat.
· We will be generous.
· We will fight for the souls of man.

We want to look back at this time in the life of our church and be able to say…
· “We thought we didn’t have squat.”
· “We thought the oil field was down.”
· “We thought that the cattle market was poor.”
· “But - Look what God did!”
· “No way we could have done any of this on our own.”
· “Thank you Lord for using little ol us to do your miracles.”
· It’s time! It’s time! It’s time.


It’s time to fulfill our divine calling to lead people to ride for Christ.
It’s time to build.
It’s time to GROW TOGETHER!

Let me share leave you with these thoughts…


1st - Building buildings is NOT the goal. Building the Church is.

· Matthew 28:19a – “19Therefore go and make disciples of all nations…”

We are called to build disciples of Jesus Christ!

· We can build barns and that will never guarantee we build the church.

· EX - Churches today have more buildings, resources, and land then they’ve ever had, but still we see many closing their doors.

· So, It’s building the church (people) that is the goal.

2nd – Christ is responsible for building His church. We are just His tools.

· 2 Corinthians 6:1-2 - 1As God’s partners, we beg you not to accept this marvelous gift of God’s kindness and then ignore it. 2For God says, “At just the right time, I heard you. On the day of salvation, I helped you.” Indeed, the “right time” is now. Today is the day of salvation.
