PREPARED FOR KINDERGARTEN. THE HOME VISITING FOR EARLY LEARNING15
PROGRAM MUST BE PROVEN TO SIGNIFICANTLY IMPROVE SCHOOL16
READINESS THROUGH THE DELIVERY OF AN EVIDENCE-BASED PRESCHOOL17
CURRICULUM THAT INCLUDES LANGUAGE LITERACY, MATH, SCIENCE,18
GROSS MOTOR DEVELOPMENT, AND SOCIAL EMOTIONAL SUPPORT THAT IS19
DELIVERED IN THE HOME BY A TRAINED HOME VISITOR.".20
