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This bill is the 2024 School Finance Act that sets funding levels for Colorado’s

178 school districts. It also adds a rural funding factor to the school finance formula,
delays implementation of the new at-risk measure, provides funding for the mill levy
override match program, among other program changes. The bill includes a state
transfer and increases state expenditures and school district funding beginning in

FY 2024-25.

Other Budget Impacts
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Summary of Legislation

The bill makes changes to state law regarding the funding of public schools and associated
programs within the Colorado Department of Education (CDE).

Base per pupil funding. The bill increases base per pupil funding for FY 2024-25 by $419.97, to
$8,496.38. This reflects a 5.2 percent inflation increase.

Statewide total program funding. The bill establishes statewide total program funding at
$9.7 billion in FY 2024-25.

Rural funding. The bill adds a new factor to the school finance formula to provide funding to
eligible rural and small rural districts as designated by CDE. To be eligible, a small rural district
must have fewer than 1,000 pupils and a rural district must have between 1,000 and 6,500

pupils.

A district’s rural funding is calculated as the greater of $100,000 or the district's funded pupil
count multiplied by either the rural district rate ($177.80 per pupil) or the small rural district rate
($470.75 per pupil), whichever is applicable.

At-risk funding. House Bill 22-1202 established a new mechanism for counting at-risk students
for the purposes of the school finance formula. The measure is currently scheduled to go into
effect in FY 2024-25. The bill delays implementation of the new measure for one year until

FY 2025-26 and allows the State Education Fund to be used to cover data collection costs
incurred by CDE.

The bill also specifies that for the FY 2024-25 budget year, a district’s at-risk funding is the
greater of the district’'s FY 2023-24 at-risk funding or the amount calculated for FY 2024-25, to
be accounted for in the midyear adjustment bill.

Total program reserve. Under current law, school districts that are fully locally funded and
whose property taxes also fully fund their categorical programs must deposit remaining
property tax revenue into a total program reserve fund. Money in the fund may only be used to
offset a future reduction in total program from the budget stabilization factor. The bill repeals
existing statutory provisions related to the total program reserve fund and total program reserve
mill levies on July 1, 2025 and requires that affected districts assess at least the number of mills
they did in the prior year. Any revenue generated from this provision is to be generally available
to the district to fund the costs of providing public education.

Mill Levy Override Match Program. The bill transfers $15.7 million from the State Education
Fund to the Mill Levy Override Match Fund in FY 2024-25.

Facility schools report deadlines. Under current law, a third-party evaluation of recent facility
school changes must be submitted to CDE by September 1, 2025, and CDE must report on
facility school evaluation measures by October 1, 2025. The bill delays these deadlines by one
year, to September 1, 2026 and October 1, 2026, respectively.
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Ninth Grade Success Grant Program. The bill increases the portion of appropriations for the
Ninth Grade Success Grant Program that may be used for CDE administrative costs from
5 percent to 8 percent.

Concurrent enrollment. The bill clarifies that a student with disabilities who receives transition
services and has postsecondary goals in their individualized education program is eligible for
concurrent enrollment courses.

Special education high cost fund. The bill allows special education high cost grants to be
distributed to administrative units whose most recent audit was one year prior to the preceding
budget year, if the preceding year audit is not available.

Educator Licensure Cash Fund. The bill exempts the Educator Licensure Cash Fund from the
cash fund reserve limits.

Conforming amendments. The bill also makes conforming amendments related to the
contingency reserve fund and the elimination of the budget stabilization factor, as well as to the
daily rate that a school district receives for educational services for juveniles awaiting trial.

Assumptions

The fiscal note assumes the passage of the Long Bill, as approved for introduction by the Joint
Budget Committee.

State Transfers

In FY 2024-25, the bill transfers $15,715,539 from the State Education Fund to the Mill Levy
Override Match Fund. It is assumed this transfer will continue in future years.

State Expenditures

In FY 2024-25, the bill increases state expenditures in CDE by $48.6 million, including
$32.9 million from the State Education Fund, and $15.7 million from the Mill Levy Override
Match Fund. In FY 2025-26, the bill increases state spending by an estimated $49.4 million,
excluding changes to school finance funding related to enrollment, local share, and actual
inflation. Expenditures are shown in Table 2 and discussed below.

School Finance

The bill sets total program funding for FY 2024-25 at $9.7 billion. This includes the amount
required under current law and provided through the Long Bill, plus the additional rural funding
added to the formula in this bill.

Compared to current law. Compared to current law, total program increases by $35.9 million in
FY 2024-25 through the addition of a rural funding factor. Current law is assumed to be the
Long Bill, as approved for introduction by the Joint Budget Committee. Of that amount,

$32.7 million is from state funding and $3.2 million is from local funding. In FY 2024-25,

146 districts are eligible for the rural funding through the formula. Appendix A shows the
change in school finance funding for each district as a result of the bill.

Compared to FY 2023-24. Compared to actual funding in the current FY 2023-24, the bill
increases total program by $561.7 million. State expenditures will increase by $148.5 million and
the local share will increase by $413.2 million. State funding is paid from the General Fund, State
Education Fund, and State Public School Fund. Table 3 shows an estimate of school funding
under this bill, compared to FY 2023-24.

FY 2025-26 preliminary estimate. For FY 2025-26, total program is estimated to be about
$9.9 billion, including the projected increase through the addition of a rural funding factor, the
December Legislative Council Staff K-12 enrollment forecast for FY 2025-26, and a 2.6 percent
inflation rate, Legislative Council Staff's current projection for inflation in 2024.
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Other Program Changes

At-risk measure data collection. CDE will incur costs of $246,000 in FY 2024-25 and $145,000
in subsequent years to collect the data required for the new at-risk measure, which will go into
effect in FY 2025-26. Costs include 1.0 FTE, one-time technical support for districts, as well as
modifications to the data collection system and ongoing maintenance. Costs are listed in Table 4
below.

Mill Levy Override Match Program. The bill provides $15.7 million in funding for the Mill Levy
Override Match Program, to be distributed by CDE to eligible school districts to match local
money raised through voter-approved mill levy overrides. This amount is anticipated to fully
fund the program. Funds are expected to be distributed to 20 districts at the end of FY 2024-25.
Appendix B presents expected distributions to districts in FY 2024-25. The fiscal note assumes
that amount is ongoing.

Ninth Grade Success Grant Program. Increasing the amount that CDE may spend on
administrative costs for the Ninth Grade Success Grant Program may shift how funding is used,
but does not change overall program appropriations.

Special education high cost grants. The bill does not change the total amount of funding
available for special education high cost grants. By allowing additional administrative units to be
eligible, the bill may shift how the grants are allocated. No change in appropriations is required.

School District Impact

Total program. Table 3 compares estimated FY 2024-25 school finance funding levels with
actual funding in FY 2023-24. This includes the amount required under current law and provided
through the Long Bill, plus the additional rural funding added to the formula in this bill.
Appendix A shows the change in school finance funding for each district as a result of the bill.
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In FY 2024-25, the bill increases funding by $780 per pupil and funds 9,473 fewer pupils
statewide relative to FY 2023-24. Total program funding increases by $561.7 million, from
$9.2 billion to $9.7 billion. Of this amount, the state’s share increases by $148.5 million, from
$5.0 billion to $5.1 billion, and the local share increases by $413.2 million, from $4.2 billion to
$4.6 billion.

MLO Match. As discussed in the State Expenditures section, 20 districts are currently estimated
to receive additional revenue from funding for mill levy override match (see Appendix B), if
eligible. These distributions will be updated when actual pupil counts and assessed values
information become available next fall.

Total program reserve. Under current law, school districts that are fully locally funded are first
required to contribute any additional property tax revenue collected to funding their categorical
programs. If they are able to fully cover that cost, they are then required to put any remaining
money into a total program reserve. Money in the reserve may be used only to offset a
reduction in the district's state share caused by the application of the budget stabilization factor.
If the amount in the reserve is greater than the funding reduction from the budget stabilization
factor, then the district may spend the excess.

For FY 2024-25, 9 districts are projected to assess mill levies that will contribute to their total
program reserve fund, generating $17.7 million dollars in revenue through the levy of these
mills. By repealing the total program reserve fund and mill levy, and requiring the total number
mills levied by a district to be at least the number they levied in the prior year, the revenue
raised by these mills will not be designated for this purpose and will instead be available to
districts generally to determine how to spend.

Effective Date

The bill was signed into law by the Governor and took effect on May 23, 2024.

State Appropriations

For FY 2024-25, the bill requires and includes the following appropriations to the Colorado
Department of Education:

e $32,651,579 from the State Education Fund for the state share of total program;
e $226,676 from the State Education Fund for at-risk data collection, and 1.0 FTE; and
e $15,715,539 from the Mill Levy Override Match Fund.
