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A BILL FOR AN ACT
CONCERNING METHODS TO INCREASE ACCESS TO TREATMENT FOR101

BEHAVIORAL HEALTH DISORDERS, AND, IN CONNECTION102
THEREWITH, MAKING AN APPROPRIATION.103

Bill Summary

The bill:
! Directs the department of human services to implement a

centralized, web-based behavioral health capacity tracking
system to track available treatment capacity at behavioral
health facilities and at programs for medication-assisted
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treatment and medical detoxification for substance use
disorders, as well as other types of treatment (section 1);

! Directs the department of human services to implement a
care navigation system to assist individuals in obtaining
access to treatment for substance use disorders, including
medical detoxification and residential and inpatient
treatment (section 2); and

! Creates the building substance use disorder treatment
capacity in underserved communities grant program to
provide services in rural and frontier communities,
prioritizing areas of the state that are unserved or
underserved (section 3).

STAFFED FOR BEHAVIORAL HEALTH SERVICES;8

(d)  ADMISSION AND EXCLUSION CRITERIA, INCLUDING GENDER,9

AGE, ACUITY LEVEL, MEDICAL COMPLICATIONS, DIAGNOSES, OR10

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT. THE AWARD OF A LOCAL22

COMMUNITIES INCREASE ACCESS TO A CONTINUUM OF SUBSTANCE USE4

DISORDER TREATMENT SERVICES, INCLUDING MEDICAL OR CLINICAL5

DETOXIFICATION, RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT, RECOVERY SUPPORT6

SERVICES, AND INTENSIVE OUTPATIENT TREATMENT.7

(5)  LOCAL GOVERNMENTS, MUNICIPALITIES, COUNTIES, SCHOOLS,8

LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES, AND PRIMARY CARE OR SUBSTANCE USE9

DISORDER TREATMENT PROVIDERS WITHIN OR OUTSIDE OF THE MANAGED10

SERVICE ORGANIZATION'S NETWORK OF PROVIDERS MAY APPLY FOR A11

LOCAL GRANT TO PROVIDE SERVICES.12

SECTION 5.  Appropriation. (1)  For the 2019-20 state fiscal18

year, $31,961 is appropriated to the department of health care policy and19

financing for use by the executive director's office. This appropriation20

consists of $21,733 from the general fund and $10,228 from the21

healthcare affordability and sustainability fee cash fund created in section22

25.5-4-402.4 (5)(a), C.R.S. To implement this act, the office may use this23

appropriation as follows:24

(a)  $29,182 for personal services, which amount consists of25

$19,844 from the general fund and $9,338 from the healthcare26

affordability and sustainability fee cash fund, and is based on an27
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assumption that the department will require an additional 0.8 FTE; and1

(b)  $2,779 for operating expenses, which amount consists of2

$1,889 from the general fund and $890 from the healthcare affordability3

and sustainability fee cash fund.4

(2)  For the 2019-20 state fiscal year, the general assembly5

anticipates that the department of health care policy and financing will6

receive $31,961 in federal funds to implement this act. The appropriation7

in subsection (1) of this section is based on the assumption that the8

department will receive this amount of federal funds to be used as9

follows:10

(a)  $29,182 for personal services; and11

(b)  $2,779 for operating expenses.12

(3)  For the 2019-20 state fiscal year, $5,589,344 is appropriated13

to the department of human services. This appropriation is from the14

marijuana tax cash fund created in section 39-28.8-501 (1), C.R.S. To15

implement this act, the department may use this appropriation as follows:16

(a)  $152,318 for use by the office of behavioral health for17

personal services related to community behavioral health administration,18

which amount is based on an assumption that the office will require an19

additional 2.5 FTE;20

(b)  $16,674 for use by the office of behavioral health for operating21

expenses related to community behavioral health administration;22

(c)  $260,206 for the behavioral health capacity tracking system; 23

(d)  $160,146 for care navigation services; and24

(e)  $5,000,000 for the building substance use disorder treatment25

capacity in underserved communities grant program.26

(4)  For the 2019-20 state fiscal year, $160,206 is appropriated to27
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the office of the governor for use by the office of information technology.1

This appropriation is from reappropriated funds received from the2

department of human services under subsection (3)(c) of this section, and3

is based on an assumption that the office will require an additional 1.44

FTE. To implement this act, the office may use this appropriation to5

provide information technology services for the department of human6

services.7

SECTION 6.  Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,8

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate9

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.10
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
