Current Appropriations Clause in Bill
The bill includes an appropriation clause that provides a total of $14.0 million cash funds from the
Economic Recovery and Relief Cash Fund in FY 2022-23, which originates as money the state
received from the federal Coronavirus State Fiscal Recovery Fund. This appropriation is split
between the Department of Human Services and the Department of Agriculture. The Department of
Human Services is provided $6.0 million for FY 2022-23 for:

. development of a work management system through IT systems interoperability ($3.0
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million);
. fuel assistance payments, pursuant to Section 26-2-307, C.R.S. ($2.0 million); and
. electronic benefits transfer programming ($1.0 million).

The Department of Agriculture is provided $8.0 million for FY 2022-23, which includes roll forward
spendlng authority to December 30, 2024, for:
the Community Food Access Program ($1.0 million), which is based on the
assumption the Department will require an additional 1.8 FTE; and
. the Small Food Business Recovery and Resilience Grant Program and outreach ($7.0
million).
