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Summary of Legislation 

Under current law, the Division of Housing in the Department of Local Affairs (DOLA) must 
operate a program serving persons experiencing homelessness. The bill allows DOLA to hire a 
third-party contractor to administer the program on its behalf. 

State Expenditures 

Although the bill has no impact on overall funding for the homelessness program, 
administrative expenses may change, with increased costs for contract administration and 
oversight and reduced internal program administration costs in DOLA. To the extent 
administrative costs increase, funding available for grants and services will correspondingly 
decrease. 

Effective Date 

This bill was signed into law by the Governor and took effect on March 7, 2025.
