To Assembly:

1. Carefully unpack the fixture, spread out fixture, and lay out all parts on a clean

surface.

2. Install Heavy Duty Hickey (A) using the “Heavy Duty Hickey and Safety Cable

Installation Instructions" depending on your ceiling situation.

3. Thread nipple (3) into heavy duty hickey (A). Slip on lock washer (1) and thread

on hex nut (2) several threads to be used to secure nipple (3) later.

4. Thread collar loop (4) on to end of nipple (3)

5. Slip canopy (B) over collar loop (4) and adjust height of collar loop (4) so half of

the threaded area on the collar loop is  exposed - see Drawing 2.

6. After nipple (3) is adjusted properly thread hex nut (2) and (2a) with lock washer

(1) up against Heavy Duty Hickey (A) and tighten to lock threaded nipple (3) in

place.

1. Taking the chain (7), determine the length you require to hang the fixture.

2. Attach one of the speed link (6) to top loop of the fixture and connect into chain.

3. Now slip collar loop (4) and canopy (B) onto chain.

4. Attach 2nd speed link to collar loop (4). Get assistance for this step since fixture

may be heavy and difficult to hold while attaching the chain.

1. Unwrap fixture lead wire and ground wire and weave them up through the chain.

2. Slip fixture lead wire and ground wire through the center of the collar loop (4).

3. Connect or tie ground wire to Heavy Duty Hickey.

4. Make electrical connection from supply wire to fixture lead wires. Refer to Wiring

Guide (WG) and follow all instruction to make all necessary connections.

5. Slip canopy up firmly against the ceiling and secure by turning the collar ring (5)

on collar loop (4) until tight.
