• If an existing fixture is being replaced, remove it and note to which of the wires in the outlet box the fixture was attached. 
DO NOT SEPARATE ANY OTHER WIRES THAT MAY BE IN THE BOX. DO NOT DAMAGE THE INSULATION OF OLDER WIRING. 
In regular circumstances the BLACK wire will be the "Hot" lead and the WHITE wire will be the "Neutral" or "Common" lead 
A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings it is always good practice to reconfirm the polarity of the wiring.

• This fixture is design to be mounted on a correctly installed standard round 
or octagon box or a through wiring box with a plaster frame. The box must 
be securely mounted to the structure of the building. The crossbar and 
hardware supplied should be used. Directly mounting the fixture to the 
outlet box may make it impossible to correctly align the fixture. 

FIXTURE PREPARATION 
1.Remove the fixture, shades, crystals and parts bag(s) from the carton. 

NOTICE:

Before discarding the carton, double check to make certain that all parts are found. 

2.Determine the overall desired length of the fixture. Assemble the stems one at a time onto the fixture 
leads.Tape the ends of the leads to a stiff wire (coat hanger) to aid in pulling them through the stems. 

NOTICE:

Place the canopy onto the stem BEFORE assembling the top stem section and swivel 

FIXTURE INSTALLATION 
1. Thread the screws into the mounting ring at the spacing that matches the holes in the canopy. Attach the

mounting ring to the outlet box. (The green screw should face the floor). Adjust the studs so they extend 
3/16" beyond the canopy. Attach the safety cable to the structure building or brace. See figure-1. 

NOTICE:

If used on a sloped ceiling, loosen the mounting screws 1/4 turn to allow the mounting ring to move

INSTALL CANOPY AS FOLLOWS (FIG. 1): 

CAUTION: Be sure power is off at the main breaker box prior to installation. 
1. Drill a hole on main ceiling beam and pass Solid Nipple through.
2. Place Washer and Hex Nut on top of Solid Nipple to hold. Safety cable fixed 
3. Take Outlet Box through Solid Nipple and screw mounting block, then to separate beam 

screw mounting block to main ceiling beam with 4 screws.
4. Secure the Washer and Hex Nut to Solid Nipple from top side of main

ceiling beam.

5. Screw Collar Loop to Nipple as shown, raise Canopy flat to ceiling and

secure it with Collar Loop Ring.
6. Hang Chain to Collar Loop with the Easy Link, Proceed to fixture frame

a.Insert part #4 and #5 into #3, and lock tightly by safety screw. 

f.Check the installation and attach bulb into lamp holder.
