4. Place fixture over mounting plate and reinstall fixture
screw to securely mount fixture to wall.

5. The wire lock automatically locks cable until the lock
pressed to release the cable. To adjust the fixture
hanging height, press in the wire lock to release cable
cord to extend length. To shorten cable cord length,
simply push the cable cord upward into the canopy.

6. Turn on the power at fuse or circuit box.
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
