Volume 3 - Lesson 5:

“Boopy Meets The Holy Spirit”

Teacher’s Instructions:
This lesson is flexible so you can change it to fit the needs, understanding and age range of your
students. You can change and delete questions…and you can even write your own questions and
activities.
● Remember, this entire curriculum is a basic guideline to teach your students. You’re free to

follow the leading of the Lord in how you teach the lessons.

(color or black/white) as you need.
● Pray before each class session and ask for the Lord’s help, wisdom and anointing over you and

the kids.

Main Scripture: (Feel free to use another bible version)
“But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses
unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the
earth.” - Acts 1:8 (KJV)

Main Truths:
• The work of the Holy Ghost (Holy Spirit) in our lives is very, very important.
• The Holy Spirit gives us power and boldness to do spiritual battle with Satan and his evil spirits
• We must yield ourselves to the Holy Ghost so we can be bold witnesses for Jesus Christ.

Learning Objectives:
• This lesson introduces the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is not an abstract concept, a faceless force, or an
“it.” He is a Person—just as God the Father and Jesus the Son are Persons. Together the three are the
Trinity, one God in three Persons.
• Your task, with God’s help, is to help kids discover the Holy Spirit as a Person who is God. In this
lesson, kids will discover who the Holy Spirit is and what He does.

• In this lesson, kids will find that the Holy Spirit has come to teach and remind us of God’s truth and to
give us boldness to be a witness for Jesus.

Memory Verse:
“But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be [a]witnesses
to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.” – (Acts 1:8) NKJV

Video Discussion Questions: (write your answers)

1.  What scripture did Dex say when the Holy Ghost came upon him?
Answer: “But you will receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you.” - Acts 1:8

2.  Why was Dex so bold in battling the Spirit of Anger...and witnessing to Boopy?
Answer: Dex was so bold because the power of the Holy Spirit came upon him.

3.  What was the yellow glow around Dex?
Answer: The yellow glow represents the anointing and presence of the Holy Spirit.

4.  How did Dex know Boopy’s nickname?
Answer: The Holy Spirit told Dex what Boopy’s nickname was...through the Gift of the Word of
Knowledge.

5.  What happened to Boopy after he told Dex about how he felt when his father died?
Answer: Boopy got really angry and the “Spirit of Anger” manifested.

6.  What was the name of the evil spirit?
Answer: The Spirit of Anger

7.  What did Dex do to the evil Spirit?
Answer: Dex rebuked the Spirit of Anger with the word of God, then cast him out of Boopy.

8.  How did Dex get rid of the evil spirit of Anger out of Boopy?
Answer: Dex cast the Spirit of Anger out of Boopy



9.  What did Dex say to the evil spirit?
Answer: Dex said “I bind you and cast you out of him right now in the name of Jesus!”

10.  What happened to the evil “Anger” spirit after Dex rebuked it?
Answer: The evil Spirit of Anger had to leave Boopy.

11.  What did Dex do after the evil spirit was cast out?
Answer: Dex spoke to Boopy and told him about Jesus...and asked.

12.  Why was the yellow glow around Boopy after Dex prayed with him?
Answer: That yellow glow represented the presence of the Holy Spirit...which was on Boopy because
he just got saved and born again!



Group Discussion Questions:

1. Why was Dex so bold to witness to Boopy and to confront the Spirit of Fear?
Answer: The power of the Holy Spirit came upon Dex to give him boldness to witness to Boopy and
to do spiritual warfare against the Spirit of Fear. One of the functions of the Holy Ghost is to give us
power and authority to make us witnesses of Jesus Christ.

2.  Who is the Holy Ghost (or Holy Spirit)?
Answer: The Holy Ghost and the Holy Spirit are the same person...He’s God. The Holy Spirit is the 3rd
part of what we call the “Holy Trinity”...which is God, the Father; God, the Son (Jesus Christ)...and
God, the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is NOT a force or an “it” or a wind. He is a person. He’s God!

3.  How did Dex know what Boopy’s nickname was?
Answer: The Holy Spirit told Dex what Boopy’s nickname was...through the Gift of the Word of
Knowledge. The Holy Spirit has many gifts of the Spirit that He gives to us so we can be better
witnesses for Jesus.

4.  When you have a chance to witness to someone and lead them to Jesus…should you do it?
Answer: YES! We should always be ready to be used by God to witness to someone and lead them to
Jesus. The Kingdom of God is spread when we let Jesus use us to witness to other people and tell
them about Jesus Christ.
