PHYSICAL PLANT HAS
MANY IMPROVEMENTS
Improvements of many kinds wiil be noticed on the EOC campus

by returning students this year. A great deal of planning, a great
deal of labor, and thousands of dollars have been expended to
provide an improved physical plant for the coming year.
One of the major projects was the development of the athletic

field, so that football games and other sports events could be held
at the campus. The bleachers were improved and provided with a
roof and wind shelter. Complete facilities for night-lighting were
installed, and a fine new flag pole was erected. Special plans for
dedicating the new athletic field
have been made for the night of
the first home football game, on

Sept. 25, with SOCE.
A new wing has been added to

Pierce Hall this summer. When
that wing is finished inside, all
shop work done by physical plant
maintenance crews will be moved

“Strategically colossal plans for celebration of the col¬
lege's siver anniversary have already been formulated
through the joint efforts of the student body officers, the
college administration, the EOC advancement association;

THOUGHTS FOR THE WEEK:
The following paragraphs have been taken from “Start

Them Young,” an editorial in the Sept. 12th issue of the
“The Saturday Review,” written by Henri Peyre, professor
of French at Yale University.

❖ ❖ ❖

A wise conception of democracy makes it imperative that
we restore languages for all pupils in our schools at an early
age, merely to be true to the American principle of equality
of opportunity. The study of a foreign language should by
no means be limited, as a class privilege'to the 15 percent
who are likely to go to college. It should be started early,
before inhibitions, self-consciousness, shyness develop in
boys and girls at their puberty. It should be extended to as
many people as possible. For should my children financially,
geographically, or perhaps momentarily intellectually un¬
derprivileged be deprived of understanding the modern
world which America is incessantly in contact with, or mere¬
ly enjoying their leisure hours through some literary, his¬
torical, or linguistic interest.
The history of the last fifty years in several countries

proves that statesmen who had been trained as engineers
or as scientists regularly failed when they attempted to lead
men and deal with affairs in which irrational and unpredict¬
able factors predominate. British papers have lately remark¬
ed that the root of many British troubles in Iran, in the Near
and Middle East in general, and the root of similar mistakes
now being committed by Americans lay in their obstinately
economic and quantitative approach. A little curiosity for
Iranian poetry and traditions, for Egyptian, Greek, Italian,
German, and French literature would have gone a longer
way in appealing to the emotional forces which, far more
than economic necessity, impel those peoples, and many
others, to behave sentimentally and illogically.

We cannot depend upon translations where living lang¬
uages are concerned. Books, newspapers, speeches, letters
reach us continually which are written in those languages.
Airlines are making it easier to travel at moderate costs
through several countries. The radio exposes us daily to
foreign speech. Our businessmen, as well as our politicians
and statesmen, are called upon to visit foreign lands several
times in their careers. Even labor union leaders, tradesmen,
farmers, technicians of every capacity are today called
abroad as their opposite numbers from abroad are being
invited here. Exchanges are no longer limited to lectures,
artists, and students; they must be broadened and extend¬
ed if international understanding is to rest on a firm basis.
An American who cannot or does not read a foreign-lang¬
uage newspaper or magazine is today a pitiful cripple. A
scientist, a doctor, a manufacturer who attends an interna¬
tional conference and only speaks and understands his own
language and assumes it is adequate because his country is
the most powerful on earth makes enemies and alienates po-
tential friends. He is scornend by foreigners even while he
may be envied, because his monolingualism is interpreted
as provincial complacency or as a manifestation of “Ameri¬
can imperialism.”

The
coach expects to scout only one
team this year—Whitman college.

New Rules Will
Change The Game
The Mountaineers, like other

college teams across the country,
will be playing under a changed
set of rules this year. Remark¬
ed Coach Tatum when asked how
the changes would affect play¬
ing, "It means a return to the
'iron men' of the 1920's, men who
can play the whole game. It also
means that there won’t be a

large group of specialists. For
example, the backs will have to
be able to play all backfield
spots, on defense and offense.”
Most important change in the

rules is the one governing sub¬
stitution. During the first and
third quarters, any player who is
taken from the field may not go
back into play until the next
period. In the second and fourth
quarters, a man taken from
play may be put back in during
the last four minutes' of that per¬
iod. This rule prevents substi¬
tution of individuals, or entire
teams, when a side switches from

| the defense to offense, or vice
| versa. The change in rules also
means, as Tatum points out, that
most players will play through¬
out a game.
A second important change in

the rules is an automatic dis-
disqualification rule. Any play¬
er found using fists, locked
hands, forearms, or knees to
strike a member of the opposing
team will be disqualified from
playing at all for the rest of the
game. This rule has been in¬
troduced in an effort to cut down
the number of face injuries suf¬
fered by players.
Coach Tatum’s opinion is that

these changes will benefit the
small school which has a limited
number of players to use during
the season. When asked if the
changes in rules had caused him
to think of switching from the
split-T techniques, the coach said
“No.”

Handbook For Tj
Frosh Off Press
Within the past week new

handbooks have been published
by EOC. One is a new edition,
much revised, of “The Pathfind¬
er,” student handbook. The oth¬
er is a new publication, a hand¬
book of practices, customs, and
procedures for the benefit of fac¬
ulty members.
The new edition of “The Path¬

finder” grew out of a need voiced
by members of last year’s ASB
council. During the spring term
two committees made the revis¬
ion. One committee, advised by
Dr. Gordon Clarke, worked over
the handbook in general, while
the other committee, aided by
Mr. Howard Anderson, revamped
the ASB constitution to fit the
needs of the student body now.

The new faculty handbook also
grew out of a long-felt need, this
time on the part of the faculty
for a codified set of procedures
that heretofore had been left “in
the air.”

Their copy was
turned over to Dr. Gordon Clarke,
of the English department, who
organized the handbook and ed¬
ited the copy and saw the copy
through the printing processes.

the gymnasium and will locate
all maintenance away from class¬
room activities.
In the administration building,

changes have taken place, too.
A new music studio has been pro¬
vided and minor improvements to
existing studios made. The refur¬
bishing of the business office was
completed during the summer,
providing improved facilities for
handling the college’s business.
Wood trim on Hoke hall, Dor-

ion hall, Hunt hall, and Acker¬
man school was repainted during
the summer. Within Hunt hall,
.the men’s showers were complete¬
ly rebuilt. The lower hall in Hoke
was tiled down the center of
the building. Several installations
were made .in Hoke hall for new

activities.
Largest of the Hoke hall instal¬

lations is the new biology labor¬
atory, at the west end of the
building. Just prior to Freshman
days, the new desks were instal¬
led and final construction of the
greenhouse completed. At the
other end of Hoke’s basement is
a new photography laboratory
for use by the staff of the col¬
lege annual. It adjoins the old
photography laboratory, but is
reached through a separate door.
In the center of Hoke, on the

north side of the building, a room
has been prepared for a seismo¬
graph. The instrument, which
will be provided by the physics
department at OSC, will be in¬
stalled in the last part of Sep¬
tember. A member of the col¬
lege staff will serve as the local
observer. The seismograph is part
of a planned system of earth¬
quake detection and analysis.
Other instruments are located
throughout the country, among
them instruments at EOC and
the University of California. The
machine at EOC will carry a re¬
cording device.
Plans for remodelling the eat¬

ing facilities at the dormitories
are being considered, according
to an announcement by President
Bennett. An architect has been
engaged to study the dormitories
for the addition of more living
space and the reorganization of
the kitchen and dining areas. The
architect is George Wolf, Port¬
land, who executed the plans for
the college library.
In the auditorium there have

been some changes, too. A ven¬
tilating system was installed dur¬
ing the summer, and the stage
has been refloored. New draper¬
ies have been ordered and should
be installed by the time of the
first convocation. The draperies
are a rose color on the inside
and are a rubber-aluminum com¬

bination on the side facing the
wall. Purpose of the unusual con¬
struction is to provide better in¬
sulation. The draperies will be
mounted on special full-track
channels.

Visitor to La Grande in August
was Dr. Elmo Stevenson, presi¬
dent of SOCE. President Steven¬
son was a faculty member at
EOC some years ago. His family
visited in La Grande with him.
High point of their stay here was
a party attended by faculty mem¬
bers and their families who were
here when Dr. Stevenson was.

In Music Meet
Mr. L. Rhodes Lewis, EOC

music department faculty mem¬
ber, has been selected, as one of
30 symphony directors through¬
out the country, to participate in
the annual conductors’ symposi¬
um and workshop with the Phila¬
delphia symphony orchestra from
Sept. 26 to Oct. 3. Mr. Lewis is
the director of the Grande Ronde
symphony orchestra.
He has directed the local sym¬

phony for four years, ever since
joining the faculty at the college.
He was selected from more than
350 symphony directors who ap¬
plied for admission to the work¬
shop. Co-sponsors of the meeting
are the Philadelphia orchestra,
one of the greatest in the country,
and the American Symphony Or¬
chestra League, of which the lo¬
cal orchestra is a member unit.
In addition to studying and ob¬

serving all phases of the sym¬
phony orchestra, including mu¬
sicianship, direction, program¬
ming, public relations, organiza¬
tion, and finance, Lewis will work
with orchestra personnel on two
of the major works to be present¬
ed by the Grande Ronde sym¬
phony during the coming year.
Lewis will have an opportunity
to direct the 110-piece Philadel¬
phia, for evaluation and criticism
by Eugene Ormandy, world-fam¬
ous symphony conductor.
The president of the Grande

Ronde symphony association stat¬
ed, “We are proud of Lewis’ se¬
lection for the workshop and feel
that it is well merited. In the
past four years the orchestra,
under his leadership, has risen
to a dominant position in the cul¬
tural life of eastern Oregon.”

As school once again starts for another term, the library again

becomes of vital significance to the students of EOC.
Not all of the students really know the library yet. Library hours

ere from 7:45 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday and from
8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. on Saturday. The library is also open from
700 p.m. till 10:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday.
The librarian is Mr. Nelson. Assistant librarian is Mr. Slack who

has charge of references, periodicals, and circulating materials. Mr.
Boone is in charge of the audio-visual aids.
Student assistants are Christina Bliss, Carol Friberg, Vivian Hard¬

er, Ed Johnson, Dorothy Kerr, Pat Peck, Billy Jean Privet, Phyllis
Snider, Shirley Smith, Charlotte Vanderbilt, and Darrell Wright.
All books that teachers have re¬

quested to be placed on reserve FLASH
servelves are now available. Do

you students know how to use
the reserve list? A list of reserve
books are kept in a notebook. Just
ask for the teachers’ list at the
desk, select the title you want,
then ask one of the assistants to
get you the book. Reserve books
are checked out for qpe hour on¬
ly during the day, however, over
night usage can be arranged. If
a reserve book is kept out over
one hour, the fine is 25 cents for
the first hour and five cents for
each additional hour overdue.
This fee is not for punishment
but rather to insure the return
of the book on time.

The ordinary reading book may
be checked out for two weeks
then renewed if necessary. Pam¬
phlets may also be kept out for
two weeks but periodicals are
checked out over night only. Rec¬
ords can be checked out for use

in the library only.
Periodicals, General Works,

books on Philosophy, Religion,
and Social Sciences up to 370 are
found on the main floor. The rest
are found on the top floor. All
the reference books are found
in the reading room.
The basement contains an art

gallery and museum. Many times
students’ works are hung in the
gallery. The faculty lounge is lo¬
cated on the top floor.
Mrs. Lloyd keeps the library in

shining condition at all times.
At the entrance of the library

is a case containing names of new
books. Included in the case now

are number one best seller “De¬
siree” by Annemarie Selisko,
“The Sojourner” by Marjorie
Rawlings, “A Declaration of
Faith” by Herbert Agar, “Ethics
In Government” by Paul H. Doug¬
las, and “Arrow in the Blue” by
Arthur Koestler.

Smoking regulations formulat¬
ed by the advisory committee of
the faculty and student council
officers were accepted by the
faculty at its meeting Wednesday.
The regulations, v/hich had re¬
ceived the approval of the stu¬
dent council last spring, go into
effect immediately. The new pol¬
icy is formulated in eight simple
regulations:

(1) No smoking is permitted in
classrooms or corridors; (2) no
smoking is permitted in labora¬
tories—although it is suggested
that instructors give a ten-minute
“break" in laboratory periods;
(3) signs will be posted to indi¬
cate to students and the public
where smoking is permissible;
(4) locker rooms and facilities
for smoking will be made avail¬
able; (5) smoking is permitted in
faculty offices at the discretion
of the occupying faculty member;
(6) no smoking is permitted in
Hoke hall lounge during ex¬
aminations or classes held in the

lounge; (7) no smoking is per¬
mitted in the auditorium or back-
stage; and (8) “No Smoking" signs
are to be posted in the audi¬
torium.

mer president of Eastern Oregon
College, will be a special guest
here for Homecoming, Saturday,
October 17, in commemoration of
the college's silver anniversary.
During his one-day visit to the

campus, he will speak briefly at
both the Lettermen's luncheon
and the alumni banquet. He will
attend the play, "Years Ago," the
homecoming game, and the dance
which will be held in Hoke Hall
immediately following the game.
Dr. Howard served as the sec¬

ond president of EOC from 1937
to 1939. Prior to his service here,
he was State Superintendent of
Public Instruction, holding that
position from 1927 to 1937. He
left this college to become pres¬
ident of the Oregon College of
Education at Monmouth, where
he also served as Director of El¬
ementary Teacher Training. In
1947 he was retired as President
Emeritus from OCE.
While president, Dr. Howard

made his greatest contribution to
EOC in the field of public rela¬
tions. He did much to “sell” EOC
to the people of La Grande and
other areas of Eastern*Oregon.
Due to his experience and work,
he was very familiar with the
needs of higher education. The
enrollment of this institution was

considerably higher when he left.
Dr. Howard, an ex officio mem¬

ber of the Board of Regents of
EOC, played a role in the formula¬
tion. His name is among the nine
Board members listed on the
plaque of the Administration
building.
Dr. Bennett has said of Dr.

Howard: “After a lifetime of ser¬

vice in public schools, he retired
and associated himself with the
‘Equitable Savings and Loan Com¬
pany’ in Salem.”
Dr. Howard, born in Greenwood

County, Kansas, in 1881, is now
residing in Salem with his fam¬
ily.

The tentative budget for the
1953-54 year was read and ex¬
plained by Mr. Anderson and ap¬
proved by the council.

The Russians
would hear of this and everyone
would be shipped off to Lower
Slobbovia for a hard winter of
slavery.
There was only one thing to

do, he concluded. He got a job as
a cigarette sample distributor—
this way he could get his own
smokes free.

Trouble Spots

correspondent, spoke to the stu¬
dent-body today at an unsched¬
uled assembly. Morley, having
recently completed a world tour,
is a guest speaker for the La
Grande Knife and Fork Club. In
his "capsule-form" talk, Morley
gave a quick rundown on the
world trouble spots today, ana¬
lyzing the causitive factors for
these situations. In an informal
and informative speech, he told
of his personnal witnessing of
the riots in Berlin over the food
packets sent by the U.S. to the
Russian sector Germans. While
he dwelled on the German situa¬
tion, he also gave an account of
the riots in East Germany over
the production “speed-ups” or-
dwered by the Red officials.
Morley also covered the recent

ousting of Iranian Premier Mos¬
sadegh and a personnel interview
with the un-exiled Shah of Iran,
the recent Italian elections and
Ambassador Clare Booth Luce,
the Indian difficulties over the
province of Kashmir, and of the
possion of Generalissimo and
Madame Chiang Kai SJiek on Foi'-
mosa. Morley also expressed his
disfavor in the granting diplo¬
matic positions to people un¬
qualified for these responsi¬
bilities and said a good portion
of the U.S.’s torubles can be
traced to the incompetence of
these people.

Fighting Mountaineer Eleven
Edged in Final Quarter

Eastern Oregon College's Mountaineers, in their first perfor¬

mance in the newly constructed stadium, got off to a rousing
start, but were unable to hold the pace for the full sixty minutes
and the visiting Southern Oregon College eleven came from be¬
hind in the second half to win a closely contested game, 20-19.
As the game began, Southern Oregon won the toss and elected

to receive. Metcalf's kick was short, but the tight Mountaineer de¬
fense stopped the visitors' runback on the 35 yard line.
From the line of scrimmage three plays, all by Nelson, netted

the Ashland team a first down. Then Heston, their gigantic 206
pound fullback, drove off tackle into scoring territory, where Gus¬
tafson brought him down on the La Grande 31 yard marker. The
following play was an exact replica, but Heston got only one step
beyond the line of scrimmage before an Eastern Oregon player
hit him hard, jarring the ball from his grasp. Doc Savage immed¬
iately recovered on the 32.
With eight minutes remaining in the quarter a pass from Franz

Haun in the key slot to Savage advanced the ball to the midfield
stripe. The SOCE defense tightened immediately and they took ov¬
er the ball on downs.
However, four plays moved them only three short yards to the

47, where the Mountaineers regained possession and really caught
fire.
Three consecutive running

plays, all by Savage, brought the
ball to rest just a half dozen yards
from the end zone. Gatto sprinted
five and one half yards around
left end where he was brought
down on the six inch line. Savage
picked up the remaining half foot
on a line plunge.
Gatto’s conversion kick was de¬

flected.

With less than a minute of play¬
ing time left in the first stanza
Nelson took Metcalf’s kick and
was dropped on his 29. Following
two plays, an incomplete pass and
a no-gain running attempt by
quarterback, Ken Kimura, the
buzzer sounded ending the first
quarter of play.

SOCE opened the second period
by punting to the La Grande 45
yard line. A series of three
ground plays by Gustafson and
Woodside pushed the home team
to their opponent’s 32. Savage
covered the rest of the distance
to go over standing up for his
second touchdown of the even¬

ing. The try for point was no
good.
Lyle Metcalf kicked off and, on

a beautiful piece of defensive
work, moved all the way down
the field to the Southern Oregon
25 where he tackled Weber him¬
self.
Several ground plays failed to

benefit the Ashland boys much,
but there the first break of the
ball game came when EOC was

penalized fifteen yards for un¬

necessary roughness. Four plays
advanced them to the La Grande
10 yard stripe. Kimura tossed a

pass to Bretzel in the end zone
for six points.
Kimura made the conversion

good on a quarterback sneak.
Woodside took the kickoff and

moved to the 32. At this point
the ball made several rapid
changes of hands. A pass by Gat¬
to, who had moved into the quar¬
terback position relieving Franz
Haun was literally taken out of
the hands of the receiver.

Southern Oregon moved to a
first down on the La Grande 12
yard line with one minute to go.
A pass intended for SOCE’s
Campbell was picked off by end,
Larry Pryse, with but 15 seconds
left. However, a fifteen yard
holding penalty nullified it and
gave the visitors a first down on
the six yard line. One ground
play failed and time ran out.
With the start of the second

half the crowd could see that the
EOC squad was beginning to tire.
Southern Oregon kicked off to
the host team and four plays lat¬
er forced them to punt.
Just when it looked like SOCE

was on its way Gene Bolen
snatched the ball from the arms

of the ball carrier. This change
of luck was short-lived, though,
as the very next play featured a
pass interception.
On the Ashland 48 yard line

Bolen broke up a running play,
causing Kimura to fumble Bolen
recovered, but again his efforts
were in vain. Three short plays
later another pass interception
was run all the way from 42 yards
out down the right side of the
field to score untouched.
Kimura again ran the conver¬

sion over.

Pryse returned the kickoff to
the 39. Doc Savage picked up a
first down to put the Mountain¬
eers on their way to their third
TD of the clash. Six plays cli¬
maxed by a pass-lateral play
sent them to the 25 yard line.
Roger Payton skirted left end for
fourteen yards and a first down
on the 11. Woodside picked up
two on an off tackle, but the
following attempts failed to prof¬
it and the third period ended
with the home team on the one

yard line with but a single down
left.
Woodside carried the ball over

the center of the line for six
counters and Savage converted on
an end around.
After the kick Southern Ore¬

gon sliced off sizeable gains un¬
til they forged their way to a
first down on La Grande’s one-

half yard line. Nelson smashed
off guard for the tally.
For the only tifne during the

game SOCE attempted to kick
the conversion, but due to a fum¬
ble they were unsuccessful.
Fisher’s kickoff bounded into

the end zone and EOC took over

play on the 20. They were forced
to punt and did not get control
of the ball again. The game end¬
ed with Southern Oregon College
victorious by the margin of a sin¬
gle point, 20-19.

Democracy and free-en¬
terprise must be maintained, but I question whether they
will be maintained under a system of laissez faire, particu¬
larly on a campus of our size. I have said, and I will say, that
it is better to coordinate our activities for the good of the
college.
To facilitate matters, the problem was referred to a com¬

mittee which met last week to formulate some acceptable
suggestions. These suggestions were submitted at the Coun¬
cil meeting Tuesday evening with Veep Bob Bieker in
charge. It is my sincehe hope that these suggestions are ac¬
ceptable to the Council, to the Organizations, and to you, the
student body.

6 EOC DROPS CLOSE MORE ON BOB QUINN DAY
GAME TO OTI 14-6

Sports in E.O.C.'s history date back to the year 1929 when Bob
Quinn was first assigned the task of building an athletic club and
to present date has given a record and a reputation that any school
would certainly be proud of.
Here are some of the highlights of sports at E.O.C. throughout

the years.
(1929-30)

With a small group of ex-high school players, Coach Quinn turned
out what was termed one of the top teams in the Northwest. Win¬
ning four and tying one out of six, they came out with an average
of .800 of which any team in the league would be proud of.

(1931-32)
The basketball team took the

highlight* this year by starting
their season in championship
stride. Coach Quinn’s hoopsters
won their first six in a row. Then,
tasting defeat against the “Sons
of Marcus” of Whitman, they con¬
tinued to a fair finish with the
season’s results showing ten
games won; eight lost.

(1932-33)
During the spring quarter Ten¬

nis became recognized as a major
sport. For the squad two men
were picked instead of the usual
five. Competing against the Whit¬
man Missionaries, Lewiston Nor¬
mal, and College of Idaho, they
emerged with a victorious three
won; two lost season.

(1933-34)
After a four year layoff we find

baseball being revived at E.O.N.
Coach Quinn turned out a base¬
ball team that could rank with
any baseball team in the Intei*-
collegiate Conference. Ending the
season with a five won; three lost
record, these nine men proved to
the student-body and townspeople
that baseball was back to stay.

(1937-38)
Nippy fall weather and the roar

of a crowd ushered in the foot¬
ball season at E.O.N. The team
was a hard driving smooth click¬
ing team, and gave the local
spectators a good many thrills in
the fine home games played on
the local high school turf. With
five won: one lost and one tied,
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Perkins

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La Grande, Oregon

the E.O.N. Mountaineers turned
in the best football record in the
history of the school.

(1946-47)
Picking up the pieces and cov¬

ering the married trail left by the
Air Force we find the Mountain¬
eers of E.O.C. coming back strong.
Spring fever and baseball seemed
to hit the hardest and leave the
biggest dents in the memories of
the studentbody. Success was de¬
sired and victory tasted as ole’
E.O.C. pulled through with a six
won; four lost record for Coach
Quinn.

(1949-50)
Going into its third year the

boxing program under the dir¬
ection of Hollis Fait was very suc¬
cessful producing some fine box¬
ers individually as well as a team.
Adding to the Winter entertain¬
ments and drawing large crowds,
the smokers presented to the
townspeople and the student body
were considered a huge success.

(1950-51)
The Quinnmen do it again! With

three of the starting five players
making conference all-star teams
the Mountaineers came out on

top of a seventeen won; fourteen
lost season over some of the top
teams in the Northwest .The
Green brothers of La Grande and
Mike Irons of Union made an ex¬

cellent showing for E.O.C.
(1951-52)

The spring season brought to
E.O.C. something new, a cham¬
pionship track team. Breaking all
kinds of records and leaving most
competing schools in their dust
the Mountaineer sprinters under
the direction of Coach Roy Tatum
won the Oregon Collegiate Con¬
ference track championship and
brought home an outstanding tro¬
phy to forever symbolize their
greatness.

Phi Beta Sigma
Phi Beta Sigma’s activities so

far this year have been limited,
but they are looking forward to
a very promising year. It is their
intention to help make home¬
coming “the best ever.”
For Homecoming Queen Phi

Beta Sigma helped F.T.A. co-
sponser Mina Lee Sawyer.
Initiation is next on the list

and the society is looking for¬
ward to new members.

A fighting group of Mountain¬
eers played a good hard game, j
but went down to their third de-!
feat via two costly fumbles. The
highly-favored Owls scored only
twice, both touchdowns coming
from fumbles recovered deep in
Mountaineer territory. OTi was|
never behind from the opening
quarter, but they were never com¬
fortably in front of the stubborn
footballers from EOC.

OTI opened the scoring when
Fullback Frank Dunn slashed off
right tackle and made his way 36
yards to paydirt. Benetin made
the conversion.
Playing to a standstill through

the second and third kuarters,
EOC quickly closed the gap when
Doc Savage rambled 73 yards in
the fourth quarter. The conver¬
sion failed.

club was in 1941 when they met
a tough schedule and emerged
with 4 wins and 2 losses.
Coach Quinn retired from his

footbal lcoaching duties in 1949;
he still coaches the EOC basket-
bal land basebal Ream.
In the pigskin sport Bob Quinn

left a great record on EOC’s ath¬
letic books. During those football
years he brought that sport into
its own on campus. In that first
crucial year, 1929, there were
only 40 boys enrolled in school
heer, twenty-two turning out for
football. By the final Quinn-foot-
ball-year it wa snecessary to turn
away enthusiastic colegians who
wanted to turn out for that sport,
and the EOC team.
The total win-loss-record of

Quinn’s footbal Reams shows 48
wins, 67 losses, and 5 ties. The
greatest victory point-wise, came
against Albion College, in 1933,
when the final tally read: Eastern
Oregon College 39. Albion Col¬
lege 0.
Since football was introduced

to EOC, the teams have had to
practice their session of pigskin
rough-and-tumble on fields con¬
sisting of an alfalfa-type-turf on
the other side of Pierce Hall; a
field behind Ackerman school,
known b ythe team as “the gravel
pile”; on the lawns of EOCene
Court, et eeteria. Today, they
work out on floodlighted New
Mountaineeer Field—one of the
finest in the state. New Moun¬
taineer Field was dedicated last
weekend.
Bob Quinn can recall when the

only locker room consisted of a
1-shower nook in the basement of
the administration building. That
room boasted only cold water,
too—but it was thought a true
treat by the fellows playing foot¬
ball then, he says.
Quinn piled up athletic records

at every school he attended as a
student, in intercollegiate sports.
These included Ypsilanti’s Michi¬
gan Teachers College, Oregon
State College, from which he re¬
ceived his bachelor of science
degree in 1926; and the Universi¬
ty of Oregon from which he re¬
ceived his degree as a master of
science in 1938. Quinn has also
pursued graduate studies at Co¬
lumbia.
In basketball, Quinn has an

outstanding record too. Organiz¬
ing that sport at EOC he piled
up a notable record of 248 wins
and 221 losses as of last season
and is looking forward to a big
yea rthis year.
With Coach Quinn at the helm,

EOC’s first basketball game was
against a crew called the “Union
Independents,” The campus club
won by a score of 47-24.
Under the expert Quinn men¬

torship the EOC casaba crew won

their way to national fame, climb¬
ing from the Oregon Collegiate
Conference championship to the
championship of the North West
Conference, thus gaining the
right to play at the Kansas City

Intercollegiate Tournament, some
years back.
In 1930 Coach Quinn organized

baseball here. Indeed he is the
starter of both baseball and track
as major sports at EOC. Both to¬
day stand high on the list of
campus athletic activities.
The athletic outlook for future

EOC years is good. And it’s large¬
ly on account of Bob Quinn.
There is litle wonder but what
October 17 will see one of the
biggest celebration's in La
Grande’s history as campus and
town team with returning alums
to make the Silver Homecoming
and “Bob Quinn Day” a time to
be long remembered.
Topping off “Bob Quinn Day,”

of course, will be the Homecom¬
ing game, which is slated for 2
o'clock at New Mountaineer Field.

ders have withdrawn from college and two others ,injured in the
OTI game, will see little or no action in this Saturday's homecoming
clash with Portland State.
A transfer from Oregon State who has played outstanding ball at

the fullback spot, Scott Woodside,
'> is on crutches due to a badly
twisted knee suffered in the game
last week at Klamath Falls and
will definitely see no action.
Jimmy Gatto, a hard-driving

quarterback, was also injured in
last week’s tilt but is expected to
see action, though on a limited
scale.
Three griders who have seen

considerable action have with¬
drawn from school due to finan¬
cial difficulties. They are Ray
Gottardo, Mike Murray, and John
Tuzikowski. Their loss will severe¬
ly handicap the Mountaineers for
they had proven to be very cap¬
able replacements and Tatum’s
problem of lack of depth on his
team will be intensified.

Coupled with the permanent
loss last week of two regulars,
Kermit Stine and Dick Kofford,
it is easy to see why Mountaineer
practice sessions are being car¬
ried on under a pall of gloom.

Professor John M. Miller reviewed twenty-five years of progress

at Eastern Oregon College in a special interview today.
Professor Miller, director of teacher education at EOC, came to

La Grande and the campus from Pendleton and Roseburg where
he had served terms as principal of schools in the respective cities.
His service at EOC began in 1929 with the opening of the regular
session institution.
During 1936-7 Professor Milier was in the State Department of

Education as Assistant Superintendent of Public Instruction. He
returned to EOC at the end of a twelve-month stint in the job,
and in the fall of 1937 became director of teacher education; he has
continued in that capacity since.
Professor Miller recalls, “I’ve

seen the campus grow from rocks
on the main lawn and can re¬
call when the main access to
the campus was a trail up 8th
street hill—then the cars had to
either park at the foot of the
grand stairway or come onto the
campus on K avenue.” He be¬
lieves that, “The stairs got more
use that year than they ever
have since.”

Recalling the original Even¬
song, Professor Miller says that
that great event “Saw the hill¬
side as one of rock.” He re¬

counts that faculty and students
pitched in together to collect
greenery to give the effect that
the present shrubbery gives.
The gym and laboratory school

became operative in the winter
of 1936, prior to which time the
indoor physical education classes
—and basketball games—were
held in the LDS recreation hall,
he recounts.

Calling to mind the scholastic-
record of the institution over the
past 25 years Miller says that
“From the very beginning the
people of Eastern Oregon ac¬
cepted the graduates of the then
normal—now 4-year—school.” He
continues, “they were apparently
well pleased with their abilities
in the instructing of children and
ability to instruct to the degree
that during the depression, EOC

was one of the few schols whose
graduates obtained jobs to the
“degree of 100 per cent of those
who wished to teach.”
“The depression,” he says, “had

its effect on EOC in two ways:
(1) There was talk of closing due
to financial conditions in Oregon,
(2) Enrollments held up and even
increased for a period, which,
possibly, helped in establishing
EOC’s reputation for scholarship,
which has since continued.”
As for the war period Profes¬

sor Miller notes that it saw an
attendance drop on account of
the general war effort and recalls
that at that time the only ex¬
tant dormitory, Dorion hall, was
filled with air cadets. Due to
that fact the facilities of the plant
were not only kept up but probab¬
ly improved. This readied EOC
for the post-war influx of stud¬
ents, as a result, and enabled
the school to meet the wants
and needs of veterans and others.
Summarizing, Professor Miller

remarks, “Over the years, from
the standpoint of graduates of
the institution, we have watched
their spread over Oregon and
the whole country . . . (they
have) established the reputation
of our school as a teacher pre¬
paratory institution.
“As regards the junior college

phase of EOC, our students in
that area have attested to the
fine background

great event, for in it, EOC pays
tribute to all that has ever been
and all else that will come from
its halls.
The first “Beacon” filed in the

library which covers the college’s
second homecoming is a six-page,
mimeographed paper dated Fri¬
day, November 20, 1931. Then,
Homecoming weekend was on No¬
vember 20 and 21. No school pap¬
er existed on the campus before
this time to record officially the
happenings of the first homecom¬
ing.
The activities scheduled for the

second homecoming were very
similar to those planned for this
year. There was the pep rally and
the bonfire, on Friday night. Sat¬
urday afternoon, a “noisy” par¬
ade formed at Fourth and Ad¬
ams Streets, rolled east to Eighth,
turned south at Eighth, and ter¬
minated at the bonfire on “Uni¬
versity Hall.” A prize was offered
to the best noise maker. Immed¬
iately after that at 2 p.m., there
was the kick-off. That night a
Victory Dance was held in the
auditorium.
Ruth Catterson of Crane was

honored by suggesting the name
“The Beacon” for a tradition of
the college.
The 1953 homecoming queen

and the two princesses will be
the sixth royal court to reign over
the scale of activities during the
eagerly anticipated weekend.
The first court was selected in

1947 by popular vote, and its pre¬
siding roles over scheduled events
was similar to that outlined for
the courts of more recent years.
Queen Lou Ceile I, the Letter-
men’s choice, was majoring in sec¬
retarial science. She was from El¬
gin. Her two princesses were Miss
Marilyn Scroggins from Union,,
a teacher education student
whose ambition was to be a mus¬
ic teacher, and Miss Kenna Eu¬
banks from Vale, a merchandising
student who wanted to be a buy¬
er for a furniture company some¬
day. The queen and her atten¬
dants held the position of honor
in the parade and made their ap¬
pearance at the football game
where the coronation occurred.
The queen officially opened the
homecoming game btween the
Boise Junior College Broncos and
the EOC Mountaineers at 2:30
p.m. The play sponsored by Sock
and Buskin that night was “Ap¬
ple of His Eye.”
The second homecoming prin¬

cess was Miss Mary Roshak, 18-
year old blond from Hermiston
who was sponsored by the Letter-
men’s Club. Her attendants were
Miss Phyllis McCanse and Miss
Joan Heisler. A crowd of 300 at¬
tended the opening night perfor¬
mance of “John Loves Mary.” a
comedy which kept the audience
daughing throughout the entire
play. The Cats of Central Wash¬
ington College of Education tow¬
ered over the Mountainers by a
score of 39 to 0 in the game.
Homecoming of 1949 was a sad

affair for some 750 EOC football
fans. The Mountaineers fought
the Broncos from Boise Junior

College and were downed 48 to
13. Queen Rosale Wielson and
her court, which included Miss
Mardi Sallee from Nyssa, a Sig¬
ma Alpha Chi candidate, reigned
over this 20th homecoming. The
Newman Club’s float captured top
honors in the 16-float parade with
their creation, “Our World Is
Sick.” The float scene depicted
a hospital room occupied by a
globe lying in the patient’s bed.
Beta Kappa earned second place
with their outdoor scene, “Know
Oregon.”
The Gridders from Whitman

College played the “blue and
gold” during the following home¬
coming. The royal court included:
Queen Janet aVn Winkle, a 19-
year old transfer student from
Oregon State College, majoring in
teacher education . . . originally
from Weston; Princess Marlene
Baldwin from Umatilla, a fresh¬
man in secretarial science; and
Green from La Grande, a sopho¬
more in teacher education.
The 1951 court was composed

of Queen Katie Riley from Mad
ras, a teacher education student
in her second year, whose friend¬
liness was her main attribute.
She was sponsored by the Lettr-
men’s Club. Princesses were Miss
Helen (Holly) Isaac form Pow
der Valley and Miss Beverly eBn-
nett from Crane., who was under
sponsorship of the commercial
club. Miss Bennett was in her
second year in secretarial science,
and she planned to transfer to
the University of Oregon the
following year. The homecoming
game w’as played against the Col¬
lege of Idaho.
Last year’s queen was an out¬

standing brown-haired, gray-eyed
candidate from Sigma Alpha Chi:
Miss Vivian Harder. She trans-
fered to EOC from Northern Ida¬
ho College of Education where
she had previously been a stu¬
dent. Her attendants were Prin¬
cess Pat Hicks of La Grande, the
Lettermen’s candidate, and Prin
cess Carol Legg of Cambridge,
Idaho, Hunt Hall’s candidate. The
Oregon College of Education
Wolves walloped the Mountain¬
eers by a score of 35 to 12.

Dr. Howard stressed the fact

that the Inlow administration,
which saw EOC through the dif¬
ficult years of the Depression,
had laid a groundwork on which
later presidents were able to
build lastingly. Specific policies'
emphasized in the speech were
the attention given to acquaint¬
ing students with the social amen¬
ities of adult life and the careful
cultivation of high standards in
academic work.

In the course of his speech, Dr.
Howard spoke in warm praise of
the faculty members who had a
part in the early history of the
college. He had particular praise
for Coach Quinn, who, said Dr.
Howard, had been able to build
character in students in a most
“modest and unpretentious” man¬
ner. Other faculty members who
were at EOC in its first years—
Dr. Zabel, Mr. Miller, Mr. Badge-
ly, Dr. Skeen, and Dr. Gaiser—
were also praised by Dr. Howard
for their contributions.

Dr. Howard referred to com¬

ments he had made in his 1937
inaugural address, as incoming
president at the college. He assur¬
ed the alumni that what he had
said then in praise of the college
was still true and that he could
repeat his praises fifteen years
later without reservation.

Photo Service
Set Up At EOC
In an effort to provide better

photographic services at the col¬
lege, the administration has in¬
augurated some new policy with
respect to the taking, develop¬
ing, and printing of pictures.

OUR HERITAGE
Too many people do not fully understand the goal being

strived for through student council this year. The goal itself
is a special “reserve” fund of the present reserve fund set
up in the ASB budget. The accumulation of such a reserve
fund may take many years, but it is the aim of this year’s
student body officers to inaugurate such a realization The
benefits of such a reserve fund are deep set. If such a fund
can be set up, the following will apply:

1. In the fund an adequate sum shall be designated as a
net reserve. When this sum is reached, all money over
and above it shall be designated as overhead reserve.

2- The fund will not become flexible until such a time as
its coffers are so filled that an overhead of the net
reserve can be proclaimed.

3. Such an overhead can be drawn upon in emergencies
to supplement ASB funds in slack years.

4. The purpose of such a net reserve is to protect the
student body’s credit and to insure adequate coverage
in case of dire emergency.

Such a reserve of the reserve fund will not be readily
accessible. The council realizes already the pitfalls of a
too flexible reserve fund. Overspending is easy; and briefly,
the reserve.fund as set up in the ASB budget has shrunk to
inadequacy.
Setting up such a special reserve has proved to be a big

problem. Light broke through a cloudy sky when the publi¬
cations’ staffs promised the proceeds from their sale of
“mums” at Homecoming to start such a reserve. The $25.25
that they earned has been entered in the ASB budget under
“special reserve.” The fund has begun, but it much keep
growing until such a time as a safe margin, a net reserve,
can be reached- I
ABOUT CONCESSIONS
From this beginning, the concession problem arose. The

council has run the snack stand for the last two football
games. After this next game on November 7^ and after net
profits are stated, the council will delegate use of the money.
It is my hope that a good portion of it will supplement the
special reserve fund.
But the council should neither be required nor permitted

to run all concessions. Thus the question arose on how
concessions should be delegated and on what basis. Hereto¬
fore organizations have supplemented their funds through
different types of concessions- Since the college is growing
and will continue to grow, the council officers feel that
some policies and standards should be drawn up regarding
concessions . • . among other things.
In my offocial capacity, I appointed a special committee

to study the concession problem that has arisen with our
new facilities and our growing student body. Members,
consisting of students and faculiy advisors, were: Gilbert
Damon, representing Theta Delta Phi and Phi Beta Sigma;
Jena Doherty and Miss Neely, Sabers; Duane Whitten and
Mr. Lewis, IK’s; Jim Gunis and Dr. Clarke, publications; and
Bob Bieker, Mr. Anderson and myself representing the stu¬
dent body. This committee agreed that the council should
act as a clearing house for concessions to insure greater
efficiency and to avoid duplication of effort. Upon this
tenet, the committee drew up the following suggestions,
which, to be adopted in whole or in part, would require
Constitutional revision or amendment-through an ASB vote!

CONCESSION SUGGESTIONS
Definitions:
Concessions—anything sold by organizations or organized

bodies on campus to the student body.
Organizations—those recognized in the Pathfinder as or¬

ganizations, whose authority is gained from the council:
Section V, Article VII.

1. Concessions should be run on a commission basis with!
25% or under of the profits to revert to the Special
Reserve fund being set up by the Council of 1953-54.

2. Only recognized organizations should have the privil¬
ege of concessions-

3 -Intended use of money should be of primary concern.
4. Priority should be given to the service organizations,
by virtue of being service organizations-

On June 17, 1929 the doors of Eastern Oregon College of Educa¬

tion opened to serve the people of Eastern Oregon. It was known
as Eastern Oregon Normal School then, and its primary purpose was
to train elementary teachers. At the end of the summer session
that year a graduation was held. Most of the graduates were trans¬
fer students from Monmouth. Dr. Zabel is the only instructor now
employed by this institution who began her work that summer.
John Miller and Bob Quinn joined the faculty that fall. Classes
were held in the Administration building, and the training school
was in the basement.

The college newspaper was
named the Beacon in 1931 by
Miss Ruth Catterson of Crane,
Oregon. Also in November of
that year EOC held its second
annual Homecoming with a bon¬
fire, football game, banquet,
dance, and a lot of noise.
When Freshmen arrived on the

campus in 1932 they found that
handy aid the Pathfinder wait¬
ing for them. The handbook
was organized by Helen S. Moor
and John Miller. President In-
low suggested the name.

The year 1932 found Dr. Gaiser
lecturing about Germany.

Enrollment at EOC hit a new

high of 256 students in 1934.
The J. H. Ackerman Elemen¬

tary School was built in 1935 and
dedicated in 1936. It was named
in honor of J. H. Ackerman, a
former president of EOC and
a pioneer in teacher training.
Dr. C. A. Howard became

president of EOC. in 1937.
1939 was a big year at EOC.

The Oregon Legislature passed a
bill permitting Eastern Oregon
Normal School to change its
name to Eastern Oregon College
of Education. Dr. Roben J.
Maaske became our third presi¬
dent.
The active Shakespeare class of

1940. under the direction of Dr.
Zabel, presented two scenes from
“As You Like It,” over KLBM.
In 1941 EOC was granted the

right by the state board of high¬
er education to give a four year
program leading to a B.S. in Ele¬
mentary Education.
Dr. Lyle Johnson became

registrar in 1942, and in that
same year EOC was given the
right to offer a two year col-

In 1950 Dr. Rod Langston was

named president, and Dr. Gordon
W. Clarke was named associate
professor of English and litera¬
ture.
A new library building was

added to the campus in 1951, and
in the same year EOC was au¬
thorized by the state board of
higher education to grant a
Masters degree in education.
Dr. Frank Bennett was named

president in 1952.
Early this year EOC was given

the right to give degrees in
Secondary Education and Gen¬
eral studies.

Whaley contended that the

plan inferred that students were

lar affairs. President Harder
submitted the plan to committee
to be “Smoothed out” and named
Bennett committee chairman.
An International Relations

Club request for funds to send a
representative to a four-state
conference was squelched by in¬
troduction of a by-law by the
Theta Delta Phi representative,
which demanded a financial
statement of a fund-requesting
club’s monies and a certified
membership list as pre-requisite
to any money-grant to a club
from the council. The by-law
passed, the proposal of IRC was
re-introduced and then declared
by the Chair to be in violation of
the by-law.

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THE PRESIDENT SPEAKS

"Should organizational representatives have the power
of voting on student council?" This is a question that has
perplexed the student body for the past three years, is per¬
plexing us now, and will continue to do so until some mode
of action is taken. No better year than this could have
been chosen to present this question to the student body . . .

an actively awake student body that is commemorating a
twenty-fifth anniversary, and one that is cognizant of the
many needed improvements in ASB affairs which cannot be
acquired overnight.
A constitutional amendment will be necessary in order

to give organizational representatives the power to vote.
Today our Constitution specifically lists organizational rep¬
resentatives as non-voting members along with the Busi¬
ness Manager who gains his office by appointment. The
student council, having the right of referendum, could,
with a simple majority vote, pass a motion making a pro¬
posed amendment to the Constitution. This proposed amend¬
ment would then have to be submitted to the student body
for approval in a student body election. Another way in
which such an amendment could be brought before the
student body would be through the student right of initia¬
tive. By this, a petition, carrying the proposed amendment
and bearing signatures of 1 per cent of the student body, can
be submitted to the chairman of the election committee,
who is our Vice-President, Bob Bieker. When a proposed
amendment, covering the above qualifications, is submitted
to the election chairman, he shall arrange for a student
body election. Under our Constitution those are the only
two ways in which an amendment can be made- And grant¬
ing the power of voting on council to organizational repre¬
sentatives will require an amendment to the Constitution.
At present there is varied feeling regarding the question,

“Should organizational representatives have the power of
voting on student council.” There are many things that
must first be taken into consideration. First of all, your
four elected student body officers are elected by a student
body vote to represent you. Secondly, your two class rep¬
resentatives are elected to represent you as a class. Each
student is a member of a class. This brings the voting body
of the council to twelve members, your four officers and
the eight class representatives. In the past this has been a
flexible and comforable working body; but with the new
improvements that are planned for EOC, one should cer¬
tainly investigate the possibility of more equitable represen¬
tation.

It seems a waste of time, effort, and energy to organiza¬
tional representatives, now serving on the council, to devote
their time when they have only the power of debate and
proposal. Lack of voting power has caused a lack of inter*
est and attendance from organizational representatives.
Only this year, with added emphasis on organizational at¬
tendance and participation, have the organizations been so
well represented. At our last council meeting on Novem¬
ber 10, six organizational representatives were present.
There are seventeen recognized “club” organizations on our
campus, excluding the three major music activities which
receive class credit, and the three publications whose editors
are appointed. However, these are also listed in the Path¬
finder under Activities and Student Organizations, but be¬
cause of internal organization are of necessity excluded
from voting power on council. Should only the seventeen
“club” organizations have voting representatives on coun¬
cil, it would increase our voting body to twenty-nine mem¬
bers- The “club” representatives to council would, of course,
be elected by the “club” organization. Not every member
of the student body is a member of a “club” organization.
True, many are active members of the non-voting powers
. . . the music activities and the publications; but every
student is a member of a class. The basic question then is
what size body and what type of representation can best
represent you, the student body? Which size and which type
can give you the most efficient service with the leasUex-
pense?

Carried On At Acherman

Miss Leona Golz, assitant professor of art education, in charge

of the art program in Ackerman laboratory school today reviewed
the year's art program. Miss Golz reports that the campus art
department is "Carying on a program that is creative and also at¬
tempts to direct children in ue of toolds to help them." "We feel
that the children must know how to handle their medias and ma¬

terials," she said, pointing out that "they can this way become
more creative."
The upper and intermediate

grades see most of the activity
pertinent to handling of medias
and materials, she said. Gener¬
ally, according to Miss Golz, art
educators feel that some student
direction is needed, but that at
the same time the art period can
prove to be one of emotional re¬
lease and relaxation for the
children.
Miss Golz says that the labor¬

atory school is aiming toward an
extensive craft program, as well,
to supplement current artistic ac¬
tivities.

Students at Ackerman, so far
this year, have enjoyed finger
painting much, acording to Miss
Golz. She reports that “It has
been introduced in some grades
with rhythmic music and fine
results in design and color blend
have resulted.”

Besides finger painting, much
paper art work has been accom¬
plished thus far in Ackerman
this year and the third grade has
completed a mural based on act¬
ivities in and around La Grande
itself.
The first grade has completed

a pilgrim village, in honor of
Thanksgiving, as a cut-paper pro¬
ject. Combining craft work with
their artistic efforts the fourth
and fifth grades are working with'
potato prints.
Ackerman’s seventh grade has

been working in deign all ready
and in color harmonies as well.
The sixth grade boys are engaged
in wood carving, and the sixth
and seventh grade girls recent¬
ly have been working at block¬
printing on draperies to be ued
in the art room. The leaf motif
was stressed in this block-print¬
ing venture, says Mis Golz, and
adds that vivid colors were ut¬
ilized on light background. The
enire ar room ha been re-done
and is colorful in pebble gray,
sof teal, and pastel peach walls,
providing a pleasant place for
the students to work. Art work
is also done in the respective
rooms. Bulletin boards are paint¬
ed soft pebble gray and art work
from all grades are on display
there and on hall buletin boards
in Ackerman laboratory school.
Also coming: a craft display in.
the new large cupboards in the
art room.

Miss Golz reveals hopes of the
artworkers to soon have a large
shadow-box in which to display
art work projects in their art
room—such as the turkey-mak¬
ing crafts project the second
grade has been engaged in.
The Ackerman art room and

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Today's Challenge
It is the things which we take for granted; that we

no longer fight for. People are sensitive about their free¬
dom when there is but one sovereign, yet seem to think
nothing at all of surrendering their freedo mto a few who
are to act as their representatives, but who many times
represent no one but themselves.
This reflects either lack of thought, or perhaps at the

very best only confused thinking. People, at least a great
many of them as witnessed by their voting response in the
national and state elections, are prone to believe that they
are free only when they are free of the burden of govern¬
ing thmselves. -*
“Government,” as Locke said, exists for the sake of the

individuals who live under it, not they for it.” When the
legislature itself ceases to protect and indeed betrays the
liberties of the people; then that government is at an end,
and it is the right and duty of the people toestablish order
anew.

Just as a government is a social contract, a mandate if you
will, between the people and those chosen to act in their
behalf; just as a government exists only through consent
of the governed; it is just as surely the people’s sovereign
and God-given right to take away the power vested in the
state should the power prove to be misused, and not used
in the promotion of the general welfare.
It is perhaps unfortunate that man still submits to the

representatives of authority, unmindful of whether or not
his best interests are being served.
It seems that he will bow down to authority whether chos¬

en or imposed, have his head chopped off, wallow through
mud, die of wounds in wars, and strangely enough seem
little concerned.
The passion for abosolutism is, inevitably, in conflict with

the theory of equality. As Thoreau said, “People (may) think
(that they are . . . free (but it (many times is the freedom
of a prison yard.” Commenting further he said that, “men
cling to old institutions (long after the life has departed
out of them, just as monkeys cling to their tails.”
When a group has become indifferent to its freedom; it

has surely begun to loose it. Liberty is a natural right, but
it is possible only when the people are willing to assert the
secondary individualism and intellectual independence that
is needed in order to assure its attainment and promulga¬
tion.
The poet John Milton contended that it should be the

aim of government to allow each man the opportunity of
working out his own destiny in his own way. Though men
may desire personal freedom democracy demands that every
individual must shoulder his or her own share of the respon¬
sibility of government.
Though James Bryce declared democracy to be univer¬

sally accepted “as the normal and natural form of govern¬
ment,” it is as Herbert Spencer wrote in the mid-nineteenth
century, “there is no political alchemy by which you can
get golden conduct out of leaden instincts.” Philosophers;
and political thinkers have for centuries implied that a do¬
mestic society must essentially be based upon the virtue
and integrity not only of the duly elected officers and repre-1
sentatives of the public, but upon the public, the body-
politic, as well.
Ralph Waldo Emerson, Americas foremost man of I

thought, said, “the less government we have the better—;
The antidote is . . . growth of the individual; the appear¬
ance of the principal to supercede the proxy.”
Voltaire reflecting the age of revolt commented thuslv;

man has eben inspired to greater self-consciousness, and
this has led to a new independence in judgement. Man has
begun to feel himself responsible for his own destiny. Man,
once he has challenged established authority, has opened
entirely new vistas of human enlightenment and accomp¬
lishment. Political responsibility and the exercise of politi¬
cal power will most certainly lead to a love of freedom.
The challenge facing us today and the answer we should

be prepared to give are to be found in the last four lines
of the poem Voluntaries by Emerson:

“So nigh is grandeur to our dust,
So near is God to man,
When duty whispers low, Thou Must,
The youth replies, I can." Paul Mytinger

Council Passes New Act
For Increasing Voting Members
The student council has passed favorably on an act which would

enlarge council voting membership and increase the number of
councilmen in order to afford EOC a more widely repreesntative
student government.
The new act does not in any way alter or change the present set

up of electing voting council members from the respective class
system, but merely adds to the council a new block of voting mem¬

bers.
The proposal, which will be

voted upon by the ASB in special
election next week, provides for
adding to the present council one
voting member for each fifty of¬
ficially enrolled students at EOC.
These councilmen, irregardless of
class, will be elected at-large in
special elections twice a year. The
first election will take place short¬
ly after school opens in the Fall,
and the second will be held on,
or near, February 15 of the fol¬
lowing Winter term. Asirants for
a council seat under the proposed
act may run for relection at the
end of their term of office if they
want to.

Jack Stempel

New Bolivian
Student At EOC
New foreign student at EOC

this term is Jack Stempel, a first-
term freshman who came from
La Paz, Bolivia, to study. Jack,
a studious, quiet young man, is
Hiving in Hunt Hall. He says
that he likes dormitory life at
EOC; as he put it, the atmos¬
phere is one "of friendliness,
just like my Bolivian high
school, where everyone knows
everyone else."
Jack was born in Germany,, but

his family migrated to Bolivia in
1939, when Jack was three years
old. Although he is able to use
several languages, he is modest
about his lingual accomplish¬
ments. He said, “My family
speaks Gei’man at home all of
the time, but I read it only slow¬
ly and not very well. My know¬
ledge of Spanish is, of course,
due to my environment in South
America, and I studied English
in school.” During a three-month
stay in Brazil, he also acquired
a knowledge of Portuguese. Jack
added that sometime he would
like to learn French and Ital¬
ian, when he can find some time.
Jack’s father is an importer,

specializing in importing British
and American goods to Bolivia
and other South American coun¬
tries. Jack has traveled with his
family and by himself a great
deal. He said that he has been
in Argentina, Peru, Chile, Col¬
ombia, Ecuador and Brazil.
Jack attended school for twelve

years in La Paz, which is a city
of more than 400,000 people.
His school was sponsored by an
American missionary organiza¬
tion. He began to study English
in that school in the second
grade. He reported that he grad¬
uated second in his class. After
taking two years’ work at EOC,
he intends to transfer to the Un¬
iversity of California, to major in
industrial chemistry.
He arrived in the. U. S. in De¬

cember. After spending six weeks
in New York, he traveled by bus
across the country to La Grande.

The plan, by its nature, would
provide for expansrem in the stu¬
dent council by a similarly grow¬
ing student body.
In order to be eligible for elec¬

tion to a council seat in the new

addition an aspirant must produce
a petition signed by ten mem¬
bers of the ASB. There is no lim¬
it on this basis to the number of
students that may run for office;
but in the voting itself the voters
may only vote for as many as is
allowed under the fifty students
for one officer plan.

EOC Obtains
A Seismograph
A seismograph is to be installed

in the Hoke Hall basement some¬

time in the near future. This
machine records vibrations of the
earth's surface. Reports from the
machine will be sent to Oregon
State College in order to gain a

complete record of earth vibra¬
tions present in the Northwest.
These reports will be used to
locate the epicenter of an earth¬
quake.
The seismograph will be set on

three concrete slabs which have
been installed in a special room
in the Hoke Hall basement. The
concrete slabs are about five feet
long, two feet wide, and three
feet high. They go down into
the earth until they hit solid rock.
Each pire is electrically wired
and separate from the building
in order that no vibrations of the
building will be recorded.
The seismograph is optical and

must be operated in complete
darkness. A pencil of light in¬
dicates the vibrations on photo
graphic film. An attendant must
change the film every twenty-f
our hours.
The machine is so delicate that

it will record the vibrations
caused by trains passing through
town. An average must be taken
in order to determine when earth
tremors occur.

“Glasses definitely help to cure
that tired feeling,” declared the
oculist.

The plans call for a three-story
unit to join the preesnt-structure
at Hunt and Dorion Halls. The
top story of the proposed wing
would be at the level of the pres¬
ent dining halls. The new third
story would contain a new dining
hall, capable of seating more than
300 students. A completely new
set of kitchen facilities would be
included.

Most important, perhaps, for
dormitory residents, is the fact
that sixteen additional sleeping
rooms would be included in the
new structure. To make those
rooms, space in what is now the
kitchen and diningroms would be
used, along with what is now
laundry and storage space. New
facilities for laundries and stor¬
age would be provided.
A second request, this one for

a new physical education plant
for men, has been made to the
state board of higher education.
Approval and construction will
probably not come until the bien¬
nium 1955-57, however, accord¬
ing to EOC president. He added
that by that time new classroom
space would have to be added to
present facilities. Among sugges¬
tions that have been made by the
college administration to the state
board are included a new labora¬
tory school, new spaces for hu¬
manities departments, and a cen¬
tral heating plant for the campus
buidlings.

For Publications
EASTERN OREGON COLLEGE

(Special) — Librarian Donald K.
Nelson said today that prelimin¬
ary investigations have been
started relative to having the
EOC library designated a deposi¬
tory of government publications
for Eastern Oregon.
Nelson, working through Repre¬

sentative Sam Coon, states that
definite information on the sub¬
ject will be forthcoming ip the
near future. Coon commenting
on the situation from his Wash¬
ington office told Librarian Nel-
lson in a recent letter that “In
looking into the records I find
that most of the congressional and
senatorial depostiories for Ore¬
gon were set up between 1883 and
1912. Eastern Oregon, however,
does not have a depository, and
this means that there is an open¬
ing for which you would be
eligible.”
Oregon currently has seven de¬

positories. They are in Eugene,
Corvallis, Salem, Ashland, and
Forest Grove, with two being
located in Portland. In addition
to congressional designations, de¬
positories are allowed at state
libraries, law libraries and land
land grant colleges.
Nelson said that further co¬

operative action with Congress¬
man Coon toward the designa¬
tion of the EOC library as a de¬
pository will be forthcoming.

As can be seen from the pic¬
ture, 1 have come a long way on
the road to recovery since my
introduction to polio and the Na¬
tional Foundation for Infantile
Paralysis in July of 1952. Much
of the credit for my recovery to
date is due the National Founda¬
tion of Infantile Paralysis and its
money-raising campaign, “The
March of Dimes.” The National
Foundation help pay for my hos¬
pital care in La Grande and in
Berkeley, California, for my trip
by ambulance plane to the hos¬
pital in Berkeley, and for therapy
there until June 1 of this year.
During 1953 there w7ere five

additional cases of polio in Union
County. The continuing care of
these patients and others, as well
as that of posible new cases, will
require considerable money for
1954.
The care of polio patients could

go on indefinitely, and no preven¬
tive or “cure” ever be discovered.
The research carried on by the
Foundation in connection with
hospitals, orthopedists and medi
cal colleges all over the world |
has developed the gamma globu¬
lin used so effectively in the
treatment and prevention of pa-
raylsis. This continuing research
may soon solve the polio problem
and eliminate crippling or death
from this cause entirely. There is
no need to list the number of re¬

search centers or their activities.
They are doing the required re¬
search, and it costs money. The
Polio Foundation gets this money
through your contributions to the
“March of Dimes.” The countv
and national chapters of the
Foundation work together. Part
of the funds raised in Union
County will be sent to the Na¬
tional Chapter, but if the local
chapter should need additional
funds during 1954 (as it did in
1953) these funds can be secured
from the National Chapter.
Every dime helps, and remem¬

ber—it takes several thousand j
dollars for effective care of ever} i
polio case.

Dear Vivian:

Today while discussing my post as business manager with the
Student Vice-President, I commented that the duties of my office
had largely been taken away. In reply Mr. Bieker said, “they had
to do something, you weren’t doing the job.”
Consequently, I am resigning in protest. I find that I can no

longer work harmoniously with the College business office nor the
student administration.
A month has passed since the opening of winter term, and I

have not been consulted by the business office once during that
period. However, it has developed that during that time several
men were hired by the college business office to police at the
games and to take tickets.
I objected to this at the last student council meeting on the

grounds that (1) I had never been consulted prior to such action,
and (2) if extra men were needed they could undoubtedly be ob¬
tained from the ranks of the several service organizations on a vol¬
untary non-renumerative basis, thus saving the Associated Students
quite a sizeable amount.
To date my objections have gone unheeded and indeed have

been to no avail. I further understand that men have again been
engaged by the business office to police at basketball games here
tonight and tomorrow night.
I am now fully cognizant of the fact that the office of Student

Business Manager is existent in name only, and that business many
times is conducted in violation of the Student Constitution. In
truth the Student Constitution has been violated repeatedly.

I feel, therefore, that I no longer wish to remain a party to
this travesty on government. It is with the foregoing in mind that
I am tendering my resignation. Ln doing so, however, I strongly
urge that the remaining $70 budgeted for the Student Manager be
used in the auditing of the student body books by a certified pub¬
lic accountant.
I am releasing the full text of this letter to the BEACON in or¬

der that the grievances prompting my resignation may be known
and fully understood by everyone.

In a study by the Registrar,, it

was found that of 381 full-time ;I

students registered for this win- i;
ter term, 63, or 16.5% were mar¬
ried. Broken down by men and
women, 21.7% of the men and If
9.4% of the women were married.
For the men; 8.6% of the fresh-
men; 16.6% of sophomores; 34.6%
of juniors; and 60% of seniors
are married. The percentage of
married women is considerably
lower indicating that many wives
are working to help their hus-i,;
bands through college. The'
figures for the women run 1.3%
for freshmen; 2.5% for sopho¬
mores; 23.8% for juniors; and
30.8% for seniors.

that Oregon needs 1500 teachers
next fall, according to the latest
Statistics. She said that “The
state’s need for teachers parallels
its rapid population growth.”
Asserting that th% numbers of

classrooms in Oregon has grown
substantially since World War II,
Miss Rietmann said: “The growth
is continuing; 10 years from now
we will require one additional
teacher for every two teachers
now employed in this state. Our
teaching force must number up¬
wards of 20,000, whereas today
it is just 13,300.”
The teacher-leader of the larg¬

est club on EOC’s campus will
leave next week for the Oregon
Education association in Portland
where she will attend the OEA’s
annual convention. She will be
accompanied by 4 other delegates
from EOC.

She urged young people to take
an interest in becoming profes¬
sional educators, in her OTCW
message here, stating that “Many
civic groups have joined with the
OEA and other organizations to
designate this week as Oregon
Teacher Career Week. Governor
Paul Patterson has issued an of¬
ficial proclamation to that effect,
too.”
Miss Rietmann said that the

purpose of the week is to focus
public attention on the need for
more teachers and to encourage
the state’s outstanding high school
students to consider teaching as
a life career.

Maybe some of you are won¬
dering just what a sabbatical
leave is. It is by no means a
teachers’ vacation as you might
think. It is a leave of absence
for which a teacher has to give
six years of continuous service
as a regular full time member of
the staff of any of the institutions
of higher learning under the con¬
trol of the State Board of Educa¬
tion. The leave is not to extend
for a longer period than one
year. Hence every 7th year a
teacher is intitled to a leave of
one year with half-pay. A teacher
doesn’t have to take a leave, but
many of them do. Many teachers
use this time to complete their
doctorates, or just to study con¬
ditions and the like.
The leaves are granted for the

purposes of research, writing,
advanced study, or travel. They
are undertaken for observation
of conditions in our own country
as well as in foreign countries.
They serve the purpose of be¬
fitting teachers for service to his
institution and the state.
EOC has had quite a number

of teachers who have taken these
leaves. The following includes
some of the teachers and the ap¬
proximate dates of their leaves:
Dr. Skeen went to Stanford U.

to complete his doctorate in
35-36.
Dr. Zabel made a trip around

the world in 33-34. At this same

time she studied at the U. of
England. She took a second
leave in 46-47 at which time she
studied at Stanford.
Dr. Stevenson, who is now

President of U. of C., and who
used to teach here, took a leave
in 36-37. He studied at Stanford.
Dr. Gaiser took his leave in

40-41.
Mr. Badgley took his first leave

leave at U. of C. He took his
second one two years ago at
Colo.
Mr. Miller took a leave in

51-52.
Mr. Quinn had one in 44-45.
Dr. Lyle Johnson completed

his doctorate in 49-56 at Colo.
State college.
There are three of our teach¬

ers on leaves this year. They are:
Dr. Quaintance who is in

Baghdad, Iraq. He is teaching in
a University there. He also went
to Panama in 46-47.

Library Notes . . .
By The Library Staff

In order to reduce the problem
of mislocated materials in the
stacks, a new method of shelving
boks and periodicals will be fol¬
lowed at the college library. Stu¬
dents are requested to leave ma¬
terials which they do not wish to
check out on the study tables to
be shelved at the end of each
period by the library’s student
assistants. This system is to be
put into effect Tuesday, Febru¬
ary 2, 1954. Presently, much of
the material returned to the
stack's by students is mislocated.
For all practical purposes mis¬
located material is lost materiol.
Since the efficiency of the ser¬
vice offered by the library is lim¬
ited to the extent that materials
cannot be accounted for, cooper¬
ation in this new procedure is
anxiously solicited.
Materials are occasionally tak¬

en from the library without
checking them out. In most in¬
stances of this sort the student
does not intend to tseal the mat¬
erials but carelessly forgets to
take the time it will require to
stop at the loan desk. Most of
these materials are eventually
returned to the library but the
inconvenience caused can hard¬
ly be estimated. Hours of time
is spent by the librarians in con¬
ducting futile searches for ma¬
terials that cannot be accounted
for. This time could otherwise be
spent in such activities as cat¬
aloging the record collection or
other activities that would en¬

hance the services offered stu¬
dents.
It is hoped that the students of

EOC will understand the ultimate
consequences that would result
from continued failure on the
part of the few who will not take
the responsibility of checking
out library materials. Door checks
brief case inspection, closed
stacks, or other embarrassing and
inconvenient controls would un¬

doubtedly have to be put into
effect.
The librarians feel that a res¬

ponsible student attitude and op¬
inion can be one of the strongest
forces in maintaining a workable
open stack system. An eminent
judge has said that the real mea¬
sure of anyone’s progress is their
ability and willingness to obey
the unwriten laws. The library
belongs to you EOC students
more than it does to anyone else.

On India Trip
EASTERN OREGON COLLEGE

(Special) — Regional secretary of
the World University service,
Mrs. Gladys C. Lawther, Port¬
land. addressed an all-campus
assembly in the EOC theater
recently was honored later
in the day by an internat¬
ional Relations Club luncheon,
and was feature guest at another
question .and answer session and
reception in the library audio¬
visual aids auditorium Monday
night.
Mrs. Lawther, expert on far

eastern affairs, just recently re¬
turned from a Canadian WUS
seminar in Mysore, South India.
The seminar lasted five weeks
and was held on campus at My¬
sore’s Maharaja college, where
19 countries were represented.
The charming WUS secretary

reported that currently only 12
per cent of the citizens of the
Republic of India are literate, but
remarked that even the illiterates
were politically reform - minded
and voted wisely and well in all
national elections.
Mrs. Lawther said that 32 coun

tries, all involved in WUS, are
at work in modernizing India
and said that Uganda (Africa) is
the latest nation to petition for
WUS membership.
Mrs. Lawther showed slides of

such points of interest in India.
In her talks she covered matters
relating to farming, housing, vil¬
lage and city life; sanitation; re¬
ligion; birth control; government;
medical needs; reclamation, etc.
She told of meeting with Bhave,
the land-reformist—disciple of the
late M. K. Gandhi, and extensive¬
ly reported on lack of college
student educational, housing, and
medical facilities in India.

President Bennett Expresses Views
On Forthcoming Curricula Program

(EDITOR'S NOTE—The following editorial by EOC President
Frank B. Bennett was written at the request of the Beacon as a
means of informing the students of the new curricula to begin
next year.)
Eastern Oregon College of Education now looks ahead

confidently to its new day and the initiation of its expanded
program.
To some the change will seem slow and perhaps unim¬

portant. To others the deep significance of the change will
be readily grasped and the reasons for any seeming slow¬
ness from the impact of the program will be understood.
Just what has happened seems clear. Just how that some¬

thing will affect the college, its students, and the state is
not so readily apparent.
This is what has happened. Eastern Oregon College of Education

has been empowered and directed by legislative and State Board
action to initiate in the fall of 1954 the junior program of two com¬
pletely new areas of studies leading to a Bachelor of Science De¬
gree. It is further directed that the senior year of this program shall
be initiated in the fall of 1955. These two new Bachelor of Science
degrees, in addition to th present Bachelor of Science Degree in
Elementary Education, are: (1) training of teachers for the high
school level, and (2) a liberal arts program in genera! studies lead¬
ing to a Bachelor of Science in General Studies.
It is well to review what the college now offers as the lower divi¬

sion base for these two upper division programs. Presently, and
during the immediate past, students enrolling at the college are
and have been priviledged to choose between the principal offerings:
(1) a two-year terminal program in secretarial science, merchandis¬
ing, or a one-year special curriculum for office workers; (2) two
years of preprofessional curricula of lower division work in the
areas of business administration, business and technology, the sci¬
ences, engineering, home economics, mathematics, physical educa¬
tion, predentistry, prejournalism, prelaw, and others leading to a
two-year junior certificate; and one year of work basic to agricul¬
ture, agricultural engineering, architecture, art, and bacteriology;
and (3) the professional elementary teacher training program lead¬
ing to a Bachelor of Science Degree and a Master of Science Degree
in Elementary Education.
Upon this broad lower division base our students will now be per¬

mitted to pursue their studies to a Bachelor of Science Degree in the
two additional areas of secondary teacher training and the gen¬
eral studies. The general studies program will permit majors in
any of the three broad areas of the humanities, social science, and
science-mathematics. Each student will have some familiarity with
each of the three broad areas, but will choose to major in one. It is
at this point that the distinction of the general studies program
takes on significance. In the strictly liberal arts program, majors
are confined to fields of study and not areas. Majors in the liberal
arts program are generally thought of as being coinfined to a spe¬
cific field such as physics or chemistry or botany, rather than in
the broad area of the science; or in history or sociology or economics
or political science, rather than in the broad area of the social sci¬
ences; or in literature or writing or dramatics or art or music or

philosophy or religion, rather than the broad aea of the humanities.
Such specialized majors have their place for students seeking such

specialization. For the greater bulk of our citizenry, however, the
more general program such as is now being instituted at Eastern
Oregon College of Education is increasingly advocated. It is be-j
lieved that the breadth of the offerings in the general studies pro¬
gram will give intellectual and aesthetic experiences which should
be of vital concern to the liberally educated person and help him
embark on a conscious quest for a personal philosophy and a per¬
sonal set of values. The fundamental goal of this program is to en¬
courage the student in the fullest possible development of his cap¬
abilities as a person and as a member in our society. Students wish¬
ing specialized majors will be able to continue to spend their first
two years in this regional college and then transfer to the University
of Oregon, Oregon State College, or to other institutions providing
specialized majors. However, it is believed that the greater majority
of students will be better served by a major in the broader area
curricula providd in this new program which leads to the Bachelor
of Ccience Degree in General Studies.
Other advantages can accrue to both the student and the state

at large. For the student, the privilege of delayed choice between
the three degrees offered can be a great help, the privilege of easy
transfer from one program to the other lends flexibility for matur¬
ing interests and choices, the privilege of attending a small college
with its close faculty-student concern and relationship can fore¬
stall many heartaches from being "lost in the shuffle," and the
privilege ■of attending college closer to one's home and one's own I
regional area can be a satisfaction and a real financial economy. j

supply of better trained teachers, it can mean opportunity for
students to make their initial orientation to college in the more
intimate relationship of the small college. It can also provide the
lower division work for those wishing later to specialize, and fin¬
ally it can provide the best possible non-vocational and non-profes-
sinal training for good citizenship and living satisfactions.
Dr. Earl W. Anderson, from Ohio State University, who made

the study for the State Board of Higher Education that led to
the new program, based his recommendations upon these basic
convictions:
(1) A greater supply of better trained teachers results where
there is a privilege for students of the sveral regions of the
state to be on college campuses where the final decision as to
specification can be delayed even until the junior year. This
was not the case when the program at the colleges of education
was limited solely to elementary teacher training. As a result
of the new program leading to a variety of choices, better
informed choices should result. Experiences in other teachers
colleges indicate that this has been a major factor in teacher
supply.
(2) Experience elsewhere has indicated that this later privilege
of choice in specialization, where solid grounding in lower
division work has been accomplished in the small regional col¬
lege, is often an advantage..for those who choose to transfer
later in the interest of greater specialization to the larger
schools.
(3) For the student who has wished a college education
primarily for the purpose of being better informed and a
more intelligent citizen, the general studies program has per¬
mitted him to return to the community of his choice without
the expectation of using that trainingi specifically as a base for
a vocational of a professional pursuit. For this student, there
can be no finer program than that in the general studies.
Consideration of these facts points definitely to the conclusion

that through these new and enriched privileges a new day has
come to Eastern Oregon College and to eastern Oregon, her youth,
her citizens, and her future.

Behind The Scenes In The
EOC Library Service
"How do you work this gimmick" is the expression often heard

from students confronted with the need to use periodical indexes,
card catalog, encyclopedias, yearboks etc. Now to students, "work¬
ing the gimmick" in order to get the material that will be most
useful to them in getting a class assignment is the most important
library problem. As standard policy, the library staff is vitally con¬
cerned with helping students learn to work the gimmick effectively
and many other behind the scene processes which make needed
books, pamphlets, periodicals, etc.
more readily available.
Among these other processes,

selecting usable books, ordering,
and making them promptly av¬
ailable for use is one of the most
important. Hardly a week passes
without a book on a new sub¬
ject being added to our shelves.
Limited book funds and contin¬
ually increasing interests and de¬
mands make the job of wise sel¬
ection doubly important. Nearly
2,000 volumes were added last
year. During the next few years
new book additions will triple
in order to take care of the book
needs of EOC’s expanding educa¬
tional program;
To make a new book readily av¬

ailable to library patrons costs
money; and its no wonder. From
the time a book title is request¬
ed by a faculty member until it
reaches the shelves properly
marked, numbered and indexed,
there are nearly twenty separate
processes involved. The cost of
labor alone amounts to about

$1.40. It is very important that
these processes proceed smooth¬
ly, accurately, and expeditiously
so that students will not have to
wait for the book they need,
when there are many books aw¬
aiting this treatment, it’s neces¬
sary to give top priority to books
that are needed most.

Library fines are necessary in
the procedure of circulating
books. Without them, unthinking,

i absent-minded users would mon-

opolise books in demand. Our sys-j
(tern of fines is designed to make|
as many books readily available
jas possible for a reasonable
'length of time. Your library has
about the most liberal fine set-

i up that the writer knows about.
It includes:

1. Reserved books—25 cents for
first hour overdue; 5 cents per
hour thereafter.

2. Unbound periodicals — 5
cents per day for each day over¬
due.

3. No fines are charged for ov¬
erdue books returned before the

end of each quarter. A charge of
50 cents will be made for each
overdue book returned thereafter.
Books, however, are limited to

two week’s use. A continued ab¬
use of this regulation will neces¬
sitate a more severe fine system,
and ruin our attempt to eliminate
unpleasant associations from lib¬
eral use of library material.
Since September, 1953 the li¬

brary staff has helped students
“work the gimmick” over 500
times. About 18.000 books, period¬
icals, films, pamphlets, etc. have
been signed out for home use
(about 50 per student). We have
borrowed more than 50 books from
other libraries for students who
found our resources limited on

their subject; and over 1,000
phonograph records circulated to
students and faculty. Effective
maximum library use is our ul¬
timate goal. Let us help you
“work the gimmick.” We wel¬
come your suggestions for im¬
proved service even to the point
of recommending a good book to
buy now and then.

Reports
On Teaching
In Carolina
“Thanks to the shortage of

teachers in the South, I was able
to get a school in nearby Lang¬
ley, South Carolina, about ten
miles from Augusta, Georgia,
where Bob and I are living while
he is stationed at Camp Gordon,”
writes Mrs. R. JJ. Maroney, nee |
Elinor McDole, in a letter re¬
cently received by Dr. Gordon W. j
Clarke.

School begins at 8:30 a.m. and
is out at 2:30 p.m., states Mrs.i
Maroney. Her day begins with;
iy2 hours hours of class followed1
by a 15 minute recess, then 2
hour’s of class, lunch at 12:30
p.m., rest period from 12:50 to
1>12, another 15 minute recess,
one additional hour of class, and
dismissal at 2:30.

“None is allowed to go home
for lunch. They either pay 25
cents to eat hot lunch in the
lunchroom or bring a sandwich.
Many of the children have noth¬
ing to eat until they go home
after school,” Mrs. Maroney con¬
tinues.

“My fourth grade itself is main¬
ly made up of children whose
parents work in cotton mills.
Most of the parents have very
little eudcation,” according to
Mrs. Marooney, ‘and work hard
for what few advantages they
have. I was greatly surprised
when a number of children came

to shcool through September and
October in their bare feet.”

Commenting on the teaching
situation, Mrs. Maroney says

there is a shortage of teachers in
South Carolina, partially due to
the low beginning salaries. Teach¬
ers with less than two years col¬
lege work are being hired.
“The Negro situation is ever a

problem to the Southerners. I
think that non-segregation will
eventually come in the South,”
Mrs. Maroney writes, “but forc¬
ing it will be a great setback.
It does seem unfair, though, that
the white schools are crying for
teachers and the Negro gradu¬
ates have to end up as elevator
operators when they receive their
degrees.”

In addition to actually teach¬

ing dancing, the Gilmores (he is
assisted by his wife, Drusilla.)
teach the background of folk
dancing and the philosophy of
co-operation which underlies it.
The square dance institute is

sponsored by the college as one
of its chief adult-education func¬
tions. The program began in the
summer of 1952, when the col¬
lege brought the Gilmores to La
Grande to offer square dancing
for adults in the area served by
the college. The program “caught
on” immediately, and the Gil¬
mores returned to offer the in¬
stitute last spring and again this
year.
Ed Gilmore is a nationally rec¬

ognized professional caller and

teacher. He is usually rated as
one of the best callers in the
West. He has made many records
of calls and music for Decca
recording company. Certainly,
says Registrar Johnson, the col¬
lege has been very fortunate to
get his services as a temporary
faculty member each year.
Although intrest is slow in

generating among people of col¬
lege age, many young people
across the country are square
dancing, and a number of EOC
students who were not fright¬
ened away by the grey hair of
the adults found that they en¬
joyed square dancing immense¬
ly. Next year the Gilmores hope
to offer a special series of aft¬
ernoon lessons specifically for
students at the college.

424 Students
Attend EOC
In New Term
EASTERN OREGON COLLEGE

, La Grande (Special)— Registrar
Lyle H. Johnson today released
spring term registration statis¬
tics for Eastern Oregon College.
Dr. Johnson reveals that spring

term’s total enrollment is 424.
There are 215 men and 209 wo¬

men enrolled here. Total gain
over last year’s enrollment is
4.7, as last year’s spring term
enrollment totalled 405.
Broken down into classes,

there are 138 freshmen, 108
sophomores, 44 juniors, and 68
seniors, as well as 66 special stu¬
dents registered. One hundred
and thirty six students are in
EOC’s junior college program.
258 in the teacher education pro¬
gram, and 30 are registered in
2-year terminal curricula.
Currently 46 veterans attend

Eastern Oregon College, Dr.

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MCCARTHY WILL NOT LEAVE
THE POLITICAL SCENE
With all the fuss being kicked up about Senator McCarthy

and his committee counsel, Roy Cohn, it would be timely
journalism if this column were to glance at the existing sit¬
uation. What makes the difference between this column
and others being published daily on the same subject is
this—I have a slightly different viewpoint than those ex¬
pressed in most syndicated publications.
First let me take the General Zwicker investigation that

seems to have started the renewal of that rather tiresome
“Joe Must Go” chant. This was all about why Zwicker per¬
mitted a known Communist to receive an honorable dis¬
charge. If you would take the time to read the testimony
given to the Senate’s Un-American Activities Committee by
this evasive general, you would certainly understand Mc¬
Carthy’s actions if not justify them. However, the anti-Mc¬
Carthy press, wanting only to discredit the Wisconsin Sen¬
ator, published only one side of this story. They didn’t ex¬
plain why McCarthy blew his top but only that he had in¬
sulted a loyal Army general. Their sole aim was to stir this
up and make it look bigger than it really was. They accom¬
plished that goal.
At this time, in order to prevent someone from asking

why Zwicker was ordered to honorably discharge this Com¬
munist (Zwicker refused to give out that information), the
office of the Secretary of Army Stevens released a hastily
compiled document charging the Senator and his personally
chosen chief counsel Roy Cohn of pressuring the Army to
obtain special privileges for one David Schine, a private in
the Army. McCarthy in turn charged Stevens of trying to
force him to discontinue his Army investigations.
After all this had taken place, every headline hunter in

the country jumped into the argument. Charges and de¬
mands were made by the dozen. The whole issue had been
enlarged a hundred-fold, until it was decided that an inves¬
tigation of these charges must be made. At this writing, ac¬
tion is in^rogress to set up an investigating board to review
and investigate the charges made by both sides.

Murrowism Equals McCarthyism
lin Dangers To American Way
Edward R. Murrow set a dangerous precedent not long

ago, when he attacked Senator Joseph McCarthy, junior
senator from Wisconsin, on television.
We are no admirer of McCarthy. Nevertheless we deplore

the editorializing of Murrow by way of the medium of tele¬
vision. We are given to understand that Murrow took
lengthy films of McCarthy (with the Senator in action in
committee) and then cut and narrated them to suit his
single and avowed purpose (blsting McCarthy), in his now
infamous TV broadcast. We assume, then, that Murrow had
lots of McCarthy movies available.
Before we draw this out further let us cite the fact that

those of us who oppose McCarthy’s methods do so largely
on the ground that an honest man may be slandered in the
press. Then there may be a withdrawal of the slanderous
charge—still the stigma sticks and the man is socially and
publicly ruined. He may have a chance to retort to charges
in the press and by radio—but still it is the first and the
biggest, blackest, headline that sticks in the mind of the
reader longest. That has sometimes seemed to be Mc¬
Carthy’s basic tactic. It was, essentially, Murrow’s tactic in
attacking Senator Joe. It is wrong, from a fair-play point of
view, personalities notwithstanding.
Now, for a moment, put yourself on the spot. Imagine

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Board Okays
EOC Budget,
Land Purchase
The State Board of Higher

Education passed a number of
things concerning Eastern Ore¬
gon college April 27. Included
was a name for, the library, the
budget for the school and author¬
ization to purchase some land for
future development of the cam¬
pus.
The board accepted the recom¬

mendation of the college faculty
to name the new libi'ary the Walt¬
er M. Pierce library. Pierce was
a longtime friend of the college
and served for many years in
the legislature. A number of area
organizations had endorsed the
move to name the library for
Pierce, a former Oregon gover¬
nor.

The budget which was approv¬
ed for EOC totals about $380,000
according to Dr. Frank B. Ben¬
nett, president. He said the
figure included $18,000 which
was recommended for implemen¬
tation of the junior year of the
secondary education and general
studies program at the college.
The board also authorized pur¬

chase of property at La Grande
for the college.
The property consists of eight

acres and 20 lots located south of
the cemetery owned by the city.
It is available for purchase at
$9,500, the board was told.
Faculty chairman Lee Johnson

has named a committee of faculty
members to help plan a ceremony
of dedication of the library as
“Pierce Library” at commence¬
ment time. Details of the cere¬

mony are not yet available, al¬
though it is hoped by the com¬
mittee that both Mrs. Pierce and
Vice-chancellor Richardson, of
the state system of higher educa¬
tion, will be able to come to the
campus to participate. Dr. Rich¬
ardson will be the speaker at the
Silver Anniversary commence¬
ment on June 4. Dr. Frank
Bennett, EOC president, has an¬
nounced that the new lettering
for the library entrance has been
authorized and that work on its
design has been started.

The college’s student publica¬

tions will have exhibits of their
workrooms, equipment, and pro¬
ducts in the basement of Hoke
Hall from 10 to 12 Saturday
morning.

as well as samples of linotype
matrices, samples of linotype,
advertising matts, and samples of
galley and page proofs..
Students, as well as parents,

who have not had an opportunity
to view the rather technical pro¬
cesses of student publications are
urged to attend the exhibit and
see for themselves the behind-
the-scenes activities of the vari¬
ous staffs workign on publica¬
tions at EOCE. This is the first
year that such an exhibit will be
made available, and the staffs
hope that many people will take
the opportunity presented.

Win Promotions
Lyle H. Johnson, registrar of

Eastern Oregon College, has been
promoted to a full professor¬
ship, it was announced today by
the state board of higher educa¬
tion.
