Coach Bob Quinn said when the basketball season began, 
1948 would be a building year for the Mountaineers. He 
had only four lettermen—Captain A1 Noland, Bob Gerry, 
Golden Yeske, and A1 Oas—on hand, and of these only 
Sophomores Noland and Gerry had been in the starting 
lineup the previous season. 

The squad started slowly, losing eight of its first thirteen 
games, but Bill Coleman, Tom Taylor, and Eldon Lilly, all 
freshmen on the first five, developed rapidly and the Moun¬ 
taineers launched a six-game winning streak, then fin¬ 
ished with eleven victories in the final fourteen contests. 
The season's record was sixteen wins and eleven losses, 
including victories over three Northwest conference schools 
—Lewis and Clark, Pacific, and Linfield. Eastern Oregon 
won eleven of the last twelve home games. 

Coleman was the leading scorer with 305 points in 27 
games, followed by Noland, 290; Taylor, 250; Gerry, 244, 
and Lilly, 200. The Mountaineers scored 1,526 points for a 
56.5 average, to 1,476 and 54.7 for all opponents. 

With all five starters due back next year, plus several 
candidates from the freshman squad, prospects are bright 
for an outstanding team in 1949. 

Lettermen this season were Coleman, Lilly, Taylor, Noland, 
Gerry, Jerry Sherwood, Yeske, Jack Henderson, Fred Jar- 
rards, Oas, and Bob Tally. Oas is the only squad member 
graduating this year. 

1947-48 Basketball Record
