5. What is your next step in winning your world?

EPISODE 8: MIDWEEK MEDITATION

FOLLOWING JESUS IS HAPPY AND HARD. IT’S HAPPY BECAUSE WE HAVE A PERSONAL RELATIONSHIP WITH THE GOD OF THE UNIVERSE. WE KNOW HIM
HE KNOWS US. HOW COULD WE NOT BE HAPPY TO GET THE HONOR AND PRIVILEGE OF KNOWING OUR CREATOR?

ON THE OTHER HAND, FOLLOWING JESUS ISN'T ALWAYS EASY. LIFE MIGHT BRING HEALTH PROBLEMS. WE FACE CHALLENGES AT WORK AND FINANCIAL
TURMOIL. THE DAY WE DECIDE TO FOLLOW JESUS, GOD JUST DOES NOT SNAP HIS FINGERS AND FIX EVERY PROBLEM. IN FACT, JESUS TELLS US THAT WE
WILL HAVE TRIBULATION AND DIFFICULTY WHEN WE FOLLOW HIM (JOHN 16:33).

BUT AS JESUS FOLLOWERS, WE HAVE THE PRIVILEGE OF TRUE PEACE AND JOY THAT RUNS DEEP IN OUR LIVES. WE HAVE SUCH GOOD NEWS. YES, JESUS
TELLS US THAT WE WILL HAVE TRIALS AND TRIBULATION. BUT HE FINISHES BY SAYING, “BE OF GOOD CHEER, | HAVE OVERCOME THE WORLD." WE
KNOW THE END OF THE STORY.

FOLLOWING GOD IS HAPPY AND HARD. THE PSALMS ARE A CAREFULLY CURATED COLLECTION OF HEBREW WORSHIP AND THEOLOGY. THE PSALMS REFLECT
THE JOY AND PAINS THAT WE EXPERIENCE IN LIFE. PSALM 104 IS A BEAUTIFUL VISION OF A LIFE DEVOTED TO GOD, A TASTE OF THE ABUNDANT HAPPINESS
IN A'LIFE COMMITTED TO GOD. EVEN IN DIFFICULTIES, AS FOLLOWERS OF JESUS, WE CAN HAVE CONFIDENCE IN GOD'S PROVISION AND FAITHFULNESS IN

OUR LIVES. WHEN WE TELL PEOPLE ABOUT JESUS, WE INVITE THEM INTO A LIFE OF MEANING, PURPOSE, AND BLESSING THAT THE PSALMIST HIGHLIGHTS
IN'PSALM 104.
