Key Things to Know about Covid-19 Vaccines
The COVID-19 Vaccine will help to prevent us from getting COVID-19, but
even if we do get the virus, the vaccine will help us to not get as sick from it.

What is the difference between the vaccines?

Pfizer -BioNTech: 2 shots, 21 days apart; recommended for people 16 and
older; does not contain eggs, preservatives, or latex. Some mild to moderate
side effects after the 2nd dose (fever, chills, tiredness, headache)

Moderna: 2 shots, 28 days apart; recommended for people 18 years and older;
does not contain eggs, preservatives, or latex. Some mild to moderate side
effects after the 2nd dose (fever, chills, tiredness, headache)

Myths and Facts
Can I get COVID-19 from the vaccine?
No. you are not being injected with the live virus. The vaccine has directions,
that help teach your body how to fight a part of the virus if you do get
COVID-19.

Is it safe?
Millions of people in the U.S. have received the COVID-19 vaccines, and the
CDC is monitoring how people are doing who have received it.

Will I have side effects?
You may- that’s normal, and means that your body 1s building up protections
against the virus.

If I already had COVID-19, do I still need to get the vaccine?
Yes, reinfection is possible, so the CDC still recommends getting the vaccine.
