Students who meet the following requirements are eligible to apply:

1. Must be one of the following full-time student types:
o Undergraduate on-campus or
o Graduate/Seminary on-campus or
o Graduate/Seminary online
2. A completed FAFSA with Multhomah’s school code (003206) (www.fafsa.gov)
3.0 or higher cumulative GPA (high school or college) to apply and maintain eligibility for this scholarship
4. Student must be pursuing full-time ministry, with preference given to students who plan to pursue work in
full-fime, overseas missions
5. Demonstrated financial need (as defermined by the FAFSA)
