Cycling Federation. 

 

The transfer/delivery of a starting slot to other riders is always prohibited. 

Registration Deadline 

 

Registration and payment deadline is always a minimum of 4 days prior to the first day of training for the race.  

Cancellation Policy 

Entry fees are refundable (less processing fee) providing cancellation notice is received in writing to 

athletes@crankworx.com by the registration deadline. All entries are non-refundable or transferable after the registration 

deadline (even in the case of injury or mechanical problems)

Prize money

Prize money for individual races will be paid out 30 days post-Finals by wire transfer or other electronic transfer. 

UCI Points (only in the Finals at individual races) 
The UCI Presidents of the Commissaires’ Panel are responsible for submitting the results for UCI points. 

Awards Ceremony Overall Ranking 

The awards ceremony for the Crankworx Downhill Series will take place at the last race of the season. In 2026, this will be 

at Crankworx Mont-Sainte-Anne, September 3-7.
