Leviticus 19:32 (NKJV)

[32] ‘You shall rise before the gray headed and 
honor the presence of an old man and fear your 
God: I am the LORD.



Deuteronomy 5:16 (NKJV)

[16] ‘Honor your father and your mother, as the 
LORD your God has commanded you, that your 
days may be long, and that it may be well with 
you in the land which the LORD your God is 
giving you.

1 Chronicles 29:28 (NKJV)

[28] So he died in a good old age, full of days and 
riches and honor; and Solomon his son reigned in 
his place.



Psalms 104:1-2 (NKJV)

[1] Bless the LORD, O my soul! O LORD my God, 
You are very great: You are clothed with honor 
and majesty, [2] Who cover Yourself with light as 
with a garment, Who stretch out the heavens like 
a curtain.

Proverbs 3:9-10 (NKJV)

[9] Honor the LORD with your possessions, And 
with the first fruits of all your increase; [10] So 
your barns will be filled with plenty, And your 
vats will overflow with new wine.



Proverbs 3:13 (NKJV)

[13] Happy is the man who finds wisdom, And 
the man who gains understanding;

Proverbs 3:16 (NKJV)

[16] Length of days is in her right hand, In her 
lefthand riches and honor.



Proverbs 4:8 (NKJV)

[8] Exalt her, and she will promote you; She will 
bring you honor, when you embrace her.

Proverbs 8:12 (NKJV)

[12] “I, wisdom, dwell with prudence, And find 
out knowledge and discretion.



Proverbs 8:18 (NKJV)

[18] Riches and honor are with me, Enduring 
riches and righteousness.

Proverbs 15:33 (NKJV)

[33] The fear of the LORD is the instruction of 
wisdom, and before honor is humility.



Proverbs 21:21 (NKJV)

[21] He who follows righteousness and mercy 
Finds life, righteousness and honor.

Proverbs 22:4 (NKJV)

[4] By humility and the fear of the LORD Are 
riches and honor and life.



Isaiah 29:13 (NKJV)

[13] Therefore the Lord said: “Inasmuch as these 
people draw near with their mouths and honor 
Me with their lips, But have removed their hearts 
far from Me, And their fear toward Me is taught 
by the commandment of men,

Matthew 13:57-58 (NKJV)

[57] So they were offended at Him. But Jesus said 
to them, “A prophet is not without honor except 
in his own country and in his own house.” [58] 
Now He did not do many mighty works there 
because of their unbelief.



Matthew 15:8-9 (NKJV)

[8] ‘These people draw near to Me with their 
mouth, And honor Me with their lips, But their 
heart is far from Me. [9] And in vain they worship 
Me, Teaching as doctrines the commandments of 
men.’”

John 5:22-23 (NKJV)

[22] “For the Father judges no one, but has committed 
all judgment to the Son, [23] “that all should honor the 
Son just as they honor the Father. He who does not 
honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent 
Him.



John 5:41-44 (NKJV)

[41] “I do not receive honor from men. [42] “But I 
know you, that you do not have the love of God 
in you. [43] “I have come in My Father's name, 
and you do not receive Me; if another comes in 
his own name, him you will receive. [44] “How 
can you believe, who receive honor from one 
another, and do not seek the honor that comes 
from the only God?

Romans 2:5-11 (NKJV)

[5] But in accordance with your hardness and 
your impenitent heart you are treasuring up for 
yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation 
of the righteous judgment of God, [6] who “will 
render to each one according to his deeds”: [7] 
eternal life to those who by patient continuance 
in doing good seek for glory, honor, and 
immortality; 



[8] but to those who are self-seeking and do not 
obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness—
indignation and wrath, [9] tribulation and 
anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of 
the Jew first and also of the Greek; [10] but glory, 
honor, and peace to everyone who works what is 
good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. [11] 
For there is no partiality with God.

Romans 12:10 (NKJV)

[10] Be kindly affectionate to one another with 
brotherly love, in honor giving preference to one 
another;



Romans 13:7 (NKJV)

[7] Render therefore to all their due: taxes to 
whom taxes are due, customs to whom customs, 
fear to whom fear, honor to whom honor.

1 Timothy 1:17 (NKJV)

[17] Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, 
to God who alone is wise, be honor and glory 
forever and ever. Amen.



2 Timothy 2:20-21 (NKJV)

[20] But in a great house there are not only 
vessels of gold and silver, but also of wood and 
clay, some for honor and some for dishonor. [21] 
Therefore if anyone cleanses himself from the 
latter, he will be a vessel for honor, sanctified and 
useful for the Master, prepared for every good 
work.

1 Peter 2:17 (NKJV)

[17] Honor all people. Love the brotherhood. 
Fear God. Honor the king.



1 Peter 3:7 (NKJV)

[7] Husbands, likewise, dwell with them with 
understanding, giving honor to the wife, as to the 
weaker vessel, and as being heirs together of the 
grace of life, that your prayers may not be 
hindered.

John 12:26 (NKJV)

[26] “If anyone serves Me, let him follow Me; and 
where I am, there My servant will be also. If 
anyone serves Me, him My Father will honor.
