A PRINCIPLE THAT APPLIES TO EVERYTHING ON MY LIST:

[14] Therefore, my dear friends, flee from 
idolatry. [15] I speak to sensible people; 
judge for yourselves what I say. [16] Is not 
the cup of thanksgiving for which we give 
thanks a participation in the blood of 
Christ? And is not the bread that we break 
a participation in the body of Christ? [17] 
Because there is one loaf (the body of 
Christ), we, who are many, are one body, 
for we all partake of the one loaf.

A PRINCIPLE THAT APPLIES TO EVERYTHING ON MY LIST:

[18] Consider the people of Israel: Do not those 
who eat the sacrifices participate in the altar? [19] 
Do I mean then that a sacrifice offered to an idol 
is anything, or that an idol is anything? [20] No, 
but the sacrifices of pagans are offered to 
demons, not to God, and I do not want you to 
be participants with demons.

1 Corinthians

(NIV)

- What we participate in will either make us more one with God, 
or the Demonic. (There is no neutral position)

If we can determine that something is 

being offered to the Kingdom of 

Darkness, not God’s Kingdom - then we 

must conclude if we get involved with 

it, we are participating with Demons.

Exodus 32:1-6 (NIV)

[1] When the people saw that Moses was so long in 
coming down from the mountain, they gathered around 
Aaron and said, “Come, make us gods who will go before 

us. As for this fellow Moses who brought us up out of 
Egypt, we don't know what has happened to him.”

Exodus 32:1-6 (NIV)
[2] Aaron answered them, “Take off the gold earrings that 
your wives, your sons and your daughters are wearing, and 

bring them to me.” [3] So all the people took off their earrings 
and brought them to Aaron. [4] He took what they handed 

him and made it into an idol cast in the shape of a calf, 
fashioning it with a tool. Then they said, “These are your 

gods, O Israel, who brought you up out of Egypt.”



Exodus 32:1-6 (NIV)
[5] When Aaron saw this, he built an altar in front of 
the calf and announced, “Tomorrow there will be a 
festival to the LORD.” [6] So the next day the people 

rose early and sacrificed burnt offerings and presented 
fellowship offerings.  Afterward they sat down to eat 

and drink and got up to indulge in revelry.

Exodus 32:6 (NKJV)
[6] Then they rose early on the next day, offered 

burnt offerings, and brought peace offerings; 
and the people sat down to eat and drink, and 

rose up to play.

Corinthians 
10:7-8 
(NIV)

[7] Do not be idolaters, as some of 
them were; as it is written: “The 
people sat down to eat and drink 
and got up to indulge in pagan 
revelry.” (KJV & NKJV - “Play”)  [8] 
We should not commit sexual 
immorality, as some of them did—
and in one day twenty-three 
thousand of them died. 

Exodus 32:7 (NIV)
[7] Then the LORD said to Moses, “Go 
down, because your people, whom you 
brought up out of Egypt, have become 

corrupt. 

Exodus 32:15 (NIV)
[15] Moses turned and went down the mountain 

with the two tablets of the Testimony in his 
hands. They were inscribed on both sides, front 

and back. 



Exodus 32:17-19 (NIV)
[17] When Joshua heard the noise of the people shouting, he 
said to Moses, “There is the sound of war in the camp.” [18] 
Moses replied: “It is not the sound of victory, it is not the 
sound of defeat; it is the sound of singing that I hear.”

Exodus 32:17-19 (NIV)
[19] When Moses approached the 

camp and saw the calf and the 
dancing, his anger burned and he 
threw the tablets out of his hands, 

breaking them to pieces at the foot of 
the mountain.

Exodus 32:17-19 (NIV)
[21] He said to Aaron, “What did 
these people do to you, that you 
led them into such great sin?”



Exodus 32:25 (NIV)

[25] Moses saw that the 
people were running wild 
and that Aaron had let 
them get out of control 
and so become a 
laughingstock to their 
enemies.

Exodus 32:25 (NKJV)
[25] Now when Moses 

saw that the people 
were unrestrained (for 

Aaron had not 
restrained them, to their 

shame among their 
enemies),

4) Worldly (Ungodly) Music

a.  Lucifer was the epidemy of Godly music.
(He was created a type of musical instrument)



Ezekiel 28:13 (NKJV)

[13] You were in Eden, the garden of God; Every precious stone was 
your covering: The sardius, topaz, and diamond, Beryl, onyx, and 
jasper, Sapphire, turquoise, and emerald with gold.  The workmanship 
of your timbrels and pipes was prepared for you on the day you were 
created.

He sinned, and fell 
from the Glory, and 
now we have him 
promoting ungodly 
music - and  Christians 
listen to it and love it.

They play it, sing it, 
listen to it, dance to it…..
