John 16:5-16 (NIV)

5 Now | am going to him who sent me, yet none
of you asks me, Where are you going?’

6 Because | have said these things, you are
filled with grief. 7 But | tell you the truth: It is
for your good that | am going away. Unless | go
away, the Counselor will not come to you; but if
| go, | will send him to you. 8 When he comes,
he will convict the world of guilt in regard to
sin and righteousness and judgment

9in regard to sin, because men do not believe in
me; 10 in regard to righteousness, because | am
going to the Father, where you can see me no
longer; 11 and in regard to judgment, because the
prince of this world now stands condemned. 12 |
have much more to say to you, more than you can
now bear. 13 But when he, the Spirit of truth,
comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not
speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears,
and he will tell you what is yet to come.




14 He will bring glory to me by taking from
what is mine and making it known to you. 15
All that belongs to the Father is mine. That is
why | said the Spirit will take from what is mine
and make it known to you. 16 In a little while
you will see me no more, and then after a little
while you will see me.

Romans 8:5-8 (NIV)

5 Those who live according to the sinful nature
have their minds set on what that nature
desires; but those who live in accordance with
the Spirit have their minds set on what the
Spirit desires. 6 The mind of sinful man is
death, but the mind controlled by the Spirit is
life and peace; 7 the sinful mind is hostile to
God. It does not submit to God's law, nor can it
do so. 8 Those controlled by the sinful nature
cannot please God.




Romans 8:14 (NIV)

Because those who are led by the Spirit of God
are sons of God.

Galatians 5:16-18 (NIV)

16 So | say, live by the Spirit, and you will not
gratify the desires of the sinful nature. 17 For
the sinful nature desires what is contrary to the
Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the
sinful nature. They are in conflict with each
other, so that you do not do what you want. 18
But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not
under law.




Galatians 5:24-25 (NIV)

24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have
crucified the sinful nature with its passions
and desires. 25 Since we live by the Spirit, let
us keep in step with the Spirit.

James 3:13-18 (NIV)

13 Who is wise and understanding among
you? Let him show it by his good life, by deeds
done in the humility that comes from wisdom.
14 But if you harbor bitter envy and selfish
ambition in your hearts, do not boast about it
or deny the truth. 15 Such wisdom does not
come down from heaven but is earthly,
unspiritual, of the devil.




16 For where you have envy and selfish ambition,
there you find disorder and every evil practice.

17 But the wisdom that comes from heaven is first
of all pure; then peace-loving, considerate,
submissive, full of mercy and good fruit, impartial
and sincere. 18 Peacemakers who sow in peace
raise a harvest of righteousness.

1 Corinthians 2:6-16 (NIV)

6 We do, however, speak a message of wisdom
among the mature, but not the wisdom of this age
or of the rulers of this age, who are coming to
nothing. 7 No, we speak of God's secret wisdom, a
wisdom that has been hidden and that God
destined for our glory before time began. 8 None of
the rulers of this age understood it, for if they had,
they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 9
However, as it is written: No eye has seen, no ear
has heard, no mind has conceived what God has
prepared for those who love him




10 but God has revealed it to us by his Spirit.
The Spirit searches all things, even the deep
things of God. 11 For who among men knows
the thoughts of a man except the man's spirit
within him? In the same way no one knows the
thoughts of God except the Spirit of God. 12 We
have not received the spirit of the world but the
Spirit who is from God, that we may understand
what God has freely given us. 13 This is what we
speak, not in words taught us by human wisdom
but in words taught by the Spirit, expressing
spiritual truths in spiritual words.

14 The man without the Spirit does not accept
the things that come from the Spirit of God, for
they are foolishness to him, and he cannot
understand them, because they are spiritually
discerned.15 The spiritual man makes
judgments about all things, but he himself is
not subject to any man's judgment: 16 For who
has known the mind of the Lord that he may
Instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.




Romans 8:5-9 (AMP)

5 For those who are according to the flesh and
are controlled by its unholy desires set their
minds on and pursue those things which
gratify the flesh, but those who are according
to the Spirit and are controlled by the desires
of the Spirit set their minds on and seek those
things which gratify the [Holy] Spirit.

6 Now the mind of the flesh [which is sense
and reason without the Holy Spirit] is death
[death that comprises all the miseries arising
from sin, both here and hereafter]. But the
mind of the [Holy] Spirit is life and [soul] peace
[both now and forever].




7/ [That is] because the mind of the flesh [with

Its carnal thoughts and purposes] is hostile to
God, for it does not submit itself to God's Law;
Indeed it cannot.

8 So then those who are living the life of the
flesh [catering to the appetites and impulses of
their carnal nature] cannot please or satisfy
God, or be acceptable to Him




9 But you are not living the life of the flesh, you
are living the life of the Spirit, if the [Holy]
Spirit of God [really] dwells within you [directs
and controls you]. But if anyone does not
possess the [Holy] Spirit of Christ, he is none
of His [he does not belong to Christ, is not
truly a child of God]. [Ro 8:14.]

James 3:15 (AMP)

This [superficial] wisdom is not such as comes
down from above, but is earthly, unspiritual
(animal), even devilish (demoniacal).
