Monday (Anthony) 

- Die to self by moving from the natural to 
   the spiritual (water to wine). 

- Our true identity is the spiritual, not the 
   natural. 



Tuesday (Anthony) 

- Ministry / Prophecy night.   

(Anthony took what he spoke on Monday 
night and imparted it into the children on 
Tuesday night.) 



Tuesday (Steve Polston - Parable Prophet) 

- Vision he had Monday Night at W/L. 

1)  Ficus tree shaking:  There’s a shaking 
coming.  He will shake out every 
thing that will hinder what he wants 
to do. 

(When connected to the next vision, it 
  represents - Death to self as a 
  church body.) 



2) Angels Bowling - 180, 300, 240 

- 180 (out of 300) 
> Not enough help in the church. 

- 300 (out of 300) 
> The Outpouring / latter rain / 

revival. 

- 240 (out of 300)  
> The Harvest that is coming in. 



- 180:  
“100” - “Fullness: Full 
measure; full recompense; full 
reward, God’s election of 
grace; children of promise.” 

      “80” - “The age of Godly men in 
the bible who had acceptably 
put off the flesh to the Point 
that God could be glorified 
through them.” 

- 300:  
“300” - “Faithful remnant.” 

 
- 240:  

“200” - “The number typifying 
Insufficiency.” 

      “40” - “The number of 
Probation, Trial, and 
Chastisement.  



The # 40 also means 
“acceptable” or 
“unacceptable rule” or 
rule that has been 
determined to be good 
or evil.” 

**** Interesting it was Angels Bowling. 

- When it comes to Gathering the 
   Harvest in Scripture - who does it?  
   Angels.  (Matthew 24:31) 



Wednesday (Charles Karuku) 

- He talked about opening the heavens via 
giving. 

> Tithing 
> Sacrificial Giving 
> Extravagant Generosity 

> Tithing:  giving 10% of our Gross 
Income. (Malachi 3:10-11) 

> Sacrifice : giving most of the little of 
what we have. (woman who gave the 
mite) 

> Extravagant - Excessively High…….  
(God is Extravagant) 

**** To do any of the 3 facets of giving, a 
  person has to die to the flesh. 



Thursday (Charles Karuku, Israel Karuku) 

- Israel said:  to move into victory, we need 
to deny and die to ourselves  
(Ezekiel 36:32ff).  

   God will make us victors if we will die to 
ourselves. 

(Charles reaffirmed the same message.) 



Wednesday - (Charles) 

- The Anointing.  If we can pay the price, we 
can increase the anointing. 

- The more the demand on the anointing, 
the more the supply. 

> A Lifestyle of prayer, praying in 
tongues, surrender, submission, 
singing, praising, obedience, 
holiness, being in the Spirit, the word, 
fasting, time with God - will increase 
the anointing. 

***** To do this, we will need to die to the flesh. 



- The Anointing will cost you everything. 
(Kathryn Kuhlman) 

> “I can take you to the spot where I 
died” 

>  The secret to her Anointing was:  she 
was dead to her flesh. 

It’s the broken vessels that God will 
use. 

- Long suffering is the Love of God on trial.  
   Suffering doesn’t destroy us, it makes us 
   better.  (1 Peter 4:1-4 type of suffering) 



Friday (Calvin and Brian) 

 - Calvin:   

> Be who you are and don’t try to be like 
someone else.  

(to do this we must die to the flesh 
  because it likes to imitate or be like 
  others;  it likes to have what others 
  have without the sacrifice;  it likes to 
  be noticed like they are noticed) 



> To be who we are will flow naturally in 
ministry and will carry the anointing. 
If we try to be like someone else, 
ministry becomes difficult and the 
anointing wanes.. 

     :  Praying in Tongues  

- Reveals who you are and what 
you should do. 

(This deals with our lack of 
  workers at W/L & TBO. The #180) 



- Brian:   

> Often to receive the revelation and 
release the limitation, we must go 
through some pain and suffering. 
(Death to self - 1 Peter 4) 

     Will you become who God called you 
to be?  Become the identity that he 
has created us to be.  Identify with 
who we are in Christ.   

      Be who he called you to be - through 
divine revelation. 

(Again dealing with workers for 
  the coming harvest) 

(To do this, we will have to die to 
  the flesh) 



Mary - What Brian said has to do with why we 
 don’t have enough workers and workers 
 who stay consistent at their job - so 
 many bounce around because they 
 don’t know their identity, and/or haven’t 
 died to their flesh. 



Igor - The church is to die to catch the 
revelation of the bridal identity and to 
walk in it and like Calvin said - to give it 
to the world.   

  Brian & Calvin keep talking about 
  identity.  That’s part of the birthing that 
  we talked about.  Bridal identity.

(Igor’s message last Sunday)
   



Brian:  The Lord is going to give ideas and 
  abilities to get a lot of increase / 
  money. The Lord is wanting to raise 
  up some Extravagant Givers 



Saturday - Calvin and Brian 

- We need to move past the natural and 
begin moving in the Supernatural  

(Anthony - same point on Monday) 

> To do this we will need to die to the 
flesh. 



- The kingdom operates in power. For us to 
be in and advance the kingdom we need 
to operate in the supernatural. 

- To operate in the supernatural, we must 
be attached to a body / church. 

> Too many operate out of a spirit of 
offense / independence. 

> Tree of…. good and evil - this tree of 
spirits imitates and does everything 
that God’s tree of spirits will do - 
Divination. 



John 15:15 (AMP) 
15I do not call you servants (slaves) any longer, for 
the servant does not know what his master is doing 
(working out). But I have called you My friends, 
because I have made known to you everything that I 
have heard from My Father. [I have revealed to you 
everything that I have learned from Him.] 

***** Thursday morning he told me:   

People want me to be active in their 
lives, but they aren’t active in mine.  
Covenants don’t work that way. (If we 
want him to be involved with us when 
we need help, we need to be active with 
him when he needs help.) 



***** Saturday morning the Lord told me:   

If things don’t change in some people’s 
lives (in regards to doing what God is 
needing, asking, etc. of them) you will 
witness that when trouble and calamity 
come against them, there will be no 
answer from me - in the same way when 
I needed help from them, they did not 
respond. 



He based both of them on these scriptures: 

Proverbs 1:20-33 (NKJV) 
20Wisdom calls aloud outside; She raises her voice 
in yeah open squares.  21She cries out in the chief 
concourses, at the openings of the gates in the city 
she speaks her words:  22How long, you simple ones, 
will you love simplicity? For scorners delight in their 
scorning, And fools hate knowledge. 23Turn at my 
rebuke; Surely I will pour out my spirit on you; I 
will make my words known to you. 24Because I have 
called and you refused, I have stretched out my 
hand and no one regarded, 25Because you disdained 
all my counsel, And would have none of my rebuke, 
26I also will laugh at your calamity I will mock 
when your terror comes, 27When your terror comes 
like a storm, And your destruction comes like a 
whirlwind, When distress and anguish come upon 
you. 28Then they will call on me, but I will not 
answer; They will seek me diligently, but they will 
not find me. 29Because they hated knowledge And 
did not choose the fear of the LORD, 30They would 
have none of my counsel And despised my every 



rebuke. 31Therefore they shall eat the fruit of their 
own way, And be filled to the full with their own 
fancies. 32For the turning away of the simple will 
slay them, And the complacency of fools will destroy 
them; 33But whoever listens to me will dwell safely, 
And will be secure, without fear of evil. 

Galatians 6:7-8 (NKJV) 
7Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for 
whatever a man sows, that he will also reap. 8For he 
who sows to his flesh will of the flesh reap 
corruption, but he who sows to the Spirit will of the 
Spirit reap everlasting life. 



Exodus 10:28 (NKJV) 
28Then Pharaoh said to him, Get away from me! 
Take heed to yourself and see my face no more! For 
in the day you see my face you shall die! 

Exodus 11:4-5 (NKJV) 
4Then Moses said, Thus says the LORD:  About 
midnight I will go out into the midst of Egypt; 5and 
all the firstborn in the land of Egypt shall die, from 
the firstborn of Pharaoh who sits on his throne, even 
to the firstborn of the female servant who is behind 
the hand mill, and all the firstborn of the animals. 



Numbers 14:1-3 (NKJV) 
1So all the congregation lifted up their voices and 
cried, and the people wept that night. 2And all the 
children of Israel complained against Moses and 
Aaron, and the whole congregation said to them, If 
only we had died in the land of Egypt! Or if only we 
had died in this wilderness! 3Why has the LORD 
brought us to this land to fall by the sword, that our 
wives and children should become victims? Would it 
not be better for us to return to Egypt? 

Numbers 14:26-29 (NKJV) 
26And the LORD spoke to Moses and Aaron, saying, 
27How long shall I bear with this evil congregation 
who complain against Me? I have heard the 
complaints which the children of Israel make 
against Me. 28Say to them, As I live, says the LORD, 
just as you have spoken in My hearing, so I will do 
to you: 29The carcasses of you who have complained 
against Me shall fall in this wilderness, all of you 
who were numbered, according to your entire 
number, from twenty years old and above. 



Mark 4:23-25 (NKJV) 
23If anyone has ears to hear, let him hear. 24Then 
He said to them, Take heed what you hear. With the 
same measure you use, it will be measured to you; 
and to you who hear, more will be given. 25For 
whoever has, to him more will be given; but whoever 
does not have, even what he has will be taken away 
from him.

a.  Die to our Flesh individually / as a 
church.
