	3.	Output – Displaying results through monitor, printer, speakers.
	4.	Storage – Saving data and information for future use (hard disk, flash drive).

	•	Examples: Keyboard, Mouse, Scanner
	2.	Central Processing Unit (CPU) – The brain of the computer
	•	Performs calculations and controls operations
	3.	Output Devices – Used to display results

	5.	Operating system is loaded into RAM
	6.	Login screen appears
